The 2026 Livingston 
County Wrestling Champi-
onships were held at Perry 
High School on Saturday, 
with the Caledonia-Mum-
ford Raiders taking home 
the team title with a score of 
153.

� e win comes in what is 
the � nal season at the helm 
for Cal-Mum head coach 
Chip Day. Day was also 
named the LCAA Coach of 
the Year, his third time tak-
ing home the award and his 
second in the last three sea-
sons.

Jackson Peet had another 
stellar day to lead the Raid-
ers, winning his title match 
at 190 pounds to lock in the 
team title en route to his 
third consecutive Heavy-
weight Most Outstanding 
Wrestler award. Peet defeat-
ed Le Roy’s � omas Crissy 
by a 10-5 decision for the 
title.

Cal-Mum had three wres-
tlers � nish in second place: 
Jakob Bishop at 126 pounds, 
Colby Burns at 144 pounds 
and Alex Cordoba at 285 
pounds. James Patanella at 
150 pounds and Evan Mar-
tin at 165 pounds both took 
third place to help lock up 
the Raiders title.

Le Roy finished second 
in the team scoring with 144 
points, led by a pair of win-
ners, Carson Stiles at 126 
pounds and Dawson Wo-
jtaszczyk at 132 pounds.

Stiles defeated Bishop in 
an 11-1 major decision in 
the title bout at 126, while 
Wojtaszczyk knocked off 
Letchworth’s Justin Mann 
in a 10-0 major decision to 

capture the crown at 132.
Bath-Haverling led all 

teams with three individual 
winners at the champion-
ships. Lukas Mills-Travis 
pinned Warsaw’s Antho-
ny Moran to win the title at 
118 pounds for the Rams. 
At 150 pounds, Gage � om-
as earned a major decision 
victory over Letchworth’s 
Nolan Kelly to earn the sec-
ond title for the Rams. Gavin 
Rook secured the three-win 
day with a 9-7 decision over 
Hornell’s Patrick Wing in 
the 175-pound champion-
ship bout.

B-H finished in third 
place in the team scoring 
with 133.5 points.

Dansville/Wayland-Co-
hocton also had a pair of 
winners en route to a fourth-
place team finish with a 
score of 126.

Wyatt Sartori cruised to a 
win at 110 pounds, earning 
an 18-3 technical fall win 
over Hornell’s Joseph Kilm-
er. � e win pushes Sartori to 
151 wins, nearing the end of 
his sophomore season.

Peter � ompson was vic-
torious at 165 pounds, pin-

ning Letchworth’s Gunner 
Kemp in the 165-pound � -
nal. � ompson is well over 
100 career wins now as he 
gears up for the postseason.

“Another great weekend 
on the mats, no place we’d 
rather be,” D/W-C head 
coach Justin Walker said. 
“The crew has begun to 
ramp it up and get into the 
‘postseason’ mindset as well 
as physical shape. But don’t 
be fooled, we are all still 
the funny, loud group you 
all see in the gyms on Sat-
urday mornings. From the 
boys dancing and making 
videos to hitting the switch 
and hitting the mat ready for 
gold. We’ve always been a 
loud, aggressive, fun-loving 

coaching staff, and so are 
our wrestlers this season. 
I’m a big believer in mindset 
and teamwork, even in this 
sport. � is sport eats you up 
and spits you out, you’re out 
there 1v1, and it’s wild. But if 
they know we are all stand-
ing right there behind them, 
it shows in the results. � e 
family aspect in this crew 
this year has only helped in 
the success shown. Proud 
of these wrestlers and we 
will get back to work and 
prepare for Le Roy for the 
Dansville boys senior night 
Wednesday in Dansville at 
6 p.m.”

Livonia rounded out 
the top five teams, taking 
fifth place with a score of 
125.5. Myles Jarzyna led 
the charge, winning his 
second career LCAA title 
for the Bulldogs. Jarzyna 
took home the crown at 157 
pounds, pinning Le Roy’s 
Ronald Goodenough in the 
title bout.

“It was great to see Myles 
get his second LCAA title, as 
well as eight of our nine var-
sity wrestlers place,” Livonia 
head coach David Yamin 
said. “Our younger guys 
also did very well today. � e 
coaches are proud of our 
team.”

Avon/Geneseo had two 
individual winners and � n-
ished in seventh as a team 
with 92.5 points. Connor 
Duyrea was the 103-pound 
champion, defeating Dans-
ville/Way-Coh’s Weston 
Mehlenbacher via a 17-1 
technical fall � nish. James 
Chase was the other win-
ner for A/G, taking the title 
at 144 pounds by pinning 
Burns.

Warsaw also had a pair of 
winners, despite having just 
six varsity wrestlers compet-
ing. Mason Sundt and Nick 
Hudson both came home 
champions in the 215 and 
285-pound weight classes, 
respectively.

Sundt earned a 6-4 deci-
sion over A/G’s Patrick Han-
glow in the title bout, while 
Hudson took down Cordo-
ba via pinfall. Warsaw was 

eighth in the team scoring 
with 87.5 points.

“Overall, it was a great 
showing by the Tigers and a 
building block for the post-
season weeks that are soon 
to come,” Warsaw head 
coach Glen DiStefano said.

Letchworth’s Joe Scott 
added another title to his 
collection, winning at 138 
pounds over Dansville/
Way-Coh’s Garrett Mehlen-
bacher in an 8-0 major de-
cision. Letchworth � nished 
in sixth despite having only 
one winner, scoring 108.5 
points. The Legends had 
three second-place � nishes, 
tied with Cal-Mum for the 
most at the championships.

Pavilion/York (66), Hor-
nell (61.5) and Perry (55) 
rounded out the team totals, 
taking ninth, 10th and 11th 
place.

The history of the Town of 
Le Roy is dominated by the 
story of the Triangle Tract 
which was owned by Herman 
Le Roy and his business part-
ners in New York. The Triangle 
Tract was the result of an error 
made when the Mill Tract was 
surveyed by Col. Hugh Max-
well. Erroneously, the mea-
surement was made from the 
Genesee River in Avon, not 
from the mouth of the Gen-
esee River at Lake Ontario. 
The mistake took 87,000 acres 
from the Native Americans. A 
later survey by Judge Porter 
corrected the mistake and 
created the Triangle Tract. 
But a map of the Town of Le 
Roy includes more than the 
Triangle Tract. It includes part 
of the 100,000 Acre Tract as 
well as the northern part of the 
Craigie Tract and the south-
western part of the Phelps and 
Gorham Mill Site. All of this 
came about after the Amer-
ican Revolution, when land 
speculators saw Western New 
York as prime land for settlers 
from Connecticut, and Mas-
sachusetts and other New 
England states. But it is im-
portant to recognize that this 
land belonged to the Native 
American tribes of the Haude-
nosaunee. In 1779, during 
the American Revolution, the 
land was wrested from the 
Native Americans by orders 
of General George Washing-
ton who knew that several of 
the tribes of the Six Nations 
had sided and fought with 

the British against the Colo-
nial forces. The Continen-
tal Congress had approved 
Washington’s plan “to take all 
measures necessary to protect 
the settlers and to punish the 
Indians.” Washington wrote to 
General Sullivan on May 31, 
1779 “The immediate objects 
are total destruction and dev-
astation of their settlements 
and the capture of as many 
prisoners of every sex and age 
as possible.” When the cam-
paign ended in September of 
1779, Sullivan reported that 
160,000 bushels of corn as well 
as other fruits and vegetables 
were destroyed, forty Indian 
settlements has been burned 
to the ground and thousands 
had taken refuge under Brit-
ish at Fort Niagara. The Clin-
ton-Sullivan Campaign was 
considered a success and it 
opened Western New York 
for settlement. Soldiers who 
served during the campaign, 
such as Le Roy’s early settler, 
John Ganson, returned home 
and told of the rich farmland, 
and the tall corn and fruit 
trees that they had seen. There 
were a few issues that had to 
be settled. The state of Mas-
sachusetts maintained that 
they had rights to the land ac-
cording to early agreements 
back to the 1600s. Other states 
claimed the right to land to 
the west. So, on December 
16, 1786, a convention was 
held in Hartford, Connecticut 
to settle the claims of sever-
al states. It was agreed that 
New York State should have 
governmental control of the 
region but that the land west 

of the “Preemption Line” just 
west of Geneva would be the 
land of the Six Nations. Massa-
chusetts retained preemptive 
rights to negotiate with the 
Native Americans for the land, 
but two years later, on April 
1, 1788, Massachusetts sold 
their preemptive rights to land 
speculators Oliver Phelps and 
Nathaniel Gorham. Phelps 
met with the chiefs of the 
Five Nations of the Iroquois 
Confederacy on July 8, 1788, 
at Buffalo Creek, near Lake 
Erie. The chiefs agreed to sell 
26,000,000 acres of land, but 
they refused to sell any land 
west of the Genesee River, on 
the contention that the Great 
Spirit had told them that the 
River was the natural divid-
ing line between the white 
man’s land to the east and the 
Haudenosaunee’s land to the 
west. Phelps persisted and 
convinced them to relinquish 
a strip of land on the west side 
of the River. It was called the 
Mill Tract and Phelps prom-
ised that he would have a grist 
mill built on the land for their 
use. The Mill Tract consisted 
of 175,000 acres and Ebenezer 
“Indian Allen” was charged 
with building the mill which 
was on the site of what is now 
Rochester. He lived for a while, 
near

the confluence of Oatka 
Creek and the Genesee River. 
(Oatka Creek was called Al-
len’s Creek until the 1850s.)

Phelps and Gorham had 
financial difficulties and the 
rights to the land west of the 
Genesee River were sold to 
Robert Morris in 1791. Morris 
too was in the midst of finan-
cial difficulties caused by his 
support of the Continental 
army during the war. Almost 
immediately he was forced 
to sell some of the land tracts. 
On February 18, 1792, 100,000 
acres were purchased by 
James Watson and Andrew 
Craigie. Sir William Pultney 
and the State of Connecticut 
acquired equal shares of this 
tract, and it was called the 
Connecticut Tract or the Pult-
ney Tract but more often it was 
called the 100,000 Acre Tract. 
(The original Town of Le Roy 
in 1812 was situated on the 
southern part of the 100,000 
Acre Tract.) Morris sold what 
was to become known as the 
Craigie Tract to Andrew Crai-
gie and although it suppos-

edly contained 50,000 acres, 
it was actually much smaller. 
Craigie Street in Le Roy marks 
the eastern border of the Crai-
gie Tract.

On January 11, 1793, the 
Triangle Tract was sold to Her-
man Le Roy and William Ba-
yard. Both men were wealthy 
New York businessmen who 
invested their money in land 
speculation. Between De-
cember 1792 and July 1793, 
four large parcels of land were 
purchased by Herman Le Roy, 
John Linklaen, Garret Boon, 
William Bayard, and Mathew 
Clarkson. These men held 
the land in trust for a group of 
Dutch investors who were for-
bidden by law to own property 
in New York State. When the 
law was repealed, the land was 
transferred back to the Dutch 
investors, known as the Hol-
land Land Company. The four 
land tracts became known as 
the Holland Purchase which 
was the largest land tract west 
of the Genesee River.

Morris was forced to sell 
the rights to another tract of 
land, which was situated east 
of the Holland Purchase and 
extended east to the Gen-
esee River. It was known as 
the Morris Reserve. Forty 
thousand acres of land was 
sold to Jan and Wilhem Will-
ink and was identified as the 
40,000 Acre Tract. (Another 
part of the Town of Le Roy.) 
The Willinks were members 
of the Holland Land Compa-
ny and often the 40,000 Acre 
Tract had been misidentified 
as being part of the Holland 
Purchase. In fact, the Willinks 
purchased the tract for their 
own speculation because they 
were Dutch citizens, and the 
land had to be held in trust 
by Herman Le Roy, William 
Bayard and James McEvers. 
The Native Americans were 
ignored during this time but 
finally, in September 1797, 
Thomas Morris and Charles 
Williamson, representatives 
for Robert Morris met with 
the chiefs and sachems at the 
Council of the Big Tree near 
Geneseo. Negotiations lasted 
for several days. Ultimately 
the Six Nations relinquished 
all claims to the land in return 
for $100,000 and the establish-
ment of several Reservations 
within the area. Once the Big 
Tree Treaty was signed, the 
surveyors went to work and 

settlers began pouring into 
the wilderness.

From 1788 to 1802, the land 
west of the Genesee River was 
considered part of Ontario 
County. The county seat was 
in Canandaigua, and all land 
transactions had to be record-
ed in the courthouse. (This is 
important if you are tracing 
family settlement in Le Roy 
prior to 1802.) The land west 
of the Genesee River when it 
was part of Ontario County 
was designated as the Town 
of Northampton and the first 
town meeting was held at the 
home of Peter Sheffer Sr. east 
of the present village of Scotts-
ville on April 4, 1797. It was 
also in 1797, that the first re-
corded settler, Charles Wilbor 
arrived in what was to become 
Le Roy and built a log cabin 
about 2 miles east of Allen’s 
Creek. He decided to move 
further west and Captain John 
Ganson, one of the

soldiers from the Clinton 
and Sullivan army, moved 
into the Wilbur cabin and 
opened an inn and tavern. 
This small settlement became 
known as the Ganson Settle-
ment.

In 1802, Genesee County 
was separated from Ontario 
County. It contained all the 
land west of the Genesee River 
to the state border at the Niag-
ara River and from the Penn-
sylvania border in the south to 
Lake Ontario in the north. The 
former town of Northamp-

ton was divided into four new 
towns: Batavia, Northampton, 
Southampton, and Leister. 
(Leister would later be named 
Leicester.) Batavia was the 
largest and contained all the 
land of the Holland Purchase 
and it became the county seat. 
Southampton was the small-
est town in Genesee County, 
and the first town meeting 
was held at the home of Cap-
tain Jonathan Curtis on March 
1, 1803, about a mile and a half 
east of the present Village of Le 
Roy near the Buell Cemetery. 
Christopher Laybourn was 
elected the first Supervisor 
and he would represent the 
early settlers at the County 
Supervisors meeting in Bata-
via. On June 8, 1812, the Town 
of Bellona, named for the 
Roman goddess of war was 
carved from the Town of Cale-
donia. The name was soon 
changed to Le Roy, named for 
the land investor, Herman Le 
Roy of New York City.

The definitive source of in-
formation about the various 
land tracts in the region was 
written by Alvin Stripp of Le 
Roy in 1981. Alvin revised his 
research in 1996 and sent cop-
ies of his typewritten notes to 
the Le Roy Historical Society, 
the Genesee County Histo-
rian’s office, and the Wood-
ward Library. For people 
doing genealogical research, 
or looking for information 
about their home, the Stripp 
research in invaluable.

Bridge replacements. Load-
ing facilities. Track repairs.

More than $18.66 million 
in state funding is set to assist 
railroads and related facilities 
in Genesee, Livingston and 
Wyoming counties.

The grants were announced 
Jan. 9 by Gov. Kathy Hochul’s 
office. They’re part of the state 
Passenger and Freight Rail 
Assistance Program that aims 
to enhance the reliability and 
resiliency of major trade cor-
ridors while reducing green-
house gas emissions.

The work involved will in-
clude often-significant im-
provements and construction, 
with the Rochester & Southern 
railroad receiving the most 
funding.

“New York’s freight rail 
network is vital to our econ-
omy, and these investments 
represent a downpayment on 
a greener, safer and more pro-
ductive state,” Governor Ho-
chul said in a news release an-
nouncing the funding. “New 
York is a national leader in 
freight rail, which is a fuel-ef-
ficient method to transport 
goods throughout the state 

and across the country. Invest-
ing in key freight infrastructure 
is a step forward in reducing 
New York’s emissions while 
modernizing our rail system.”

Rochester & Southern 
Railroad

The Rochester & Southern 
railroad will receive two sepa-
rate grants totaling more than 
9.1 million.

The first grant is for 
$5,964,817. It will support re-
placement of a 122-year-old 
bridge in Wheatland, along 
with railroad tie replacements 
on an approximately 13-mile 
stretch through Mumford, 
Caledonia, Le Roy & Pavilion.

The ties being replaced are 
generally at least 25 years old.

A second grant will total 
$3,076,338 and will support:

 ■ Replacement of the rail-
road’s 113-year-old Spring 
Creek bridge in Mumford.

 ■ Track rehabilitation on 
a approximately nine-mile 
stretch including Pavilion, 
Wyoming, and Saltvale.

 ■ Railroad crossing reha-
bilitations at Church Road, 
North Street and Church 
Street in Le Roy.

The Rochester & Southern 

extends south from Rochester 
to Caledonia, where it splits 
into two separate branches 
The first heads south to Silver 
Springs, while the second trav-
els to Dansville.
Jaguar Tubular

A total of $4,559,660 has 
been awarded to the Living-
ston County Industrial Devel-
opment Agency to help build a 
new rail facility at the planned 
Jaguar Tubulars plant on Bari-
lla Drive in Avon.

The facility will allow load-
ing and unloading of rolled 
coil steel from railcars, with the 
total project cost estimated at 
$6,079,547.

“This funding will help to 
offset the substantial expense 
associated with pre-construc-
tion and construction costs 
for the facility as well as equip-
ment, electrical utility infra-
structure and engineering,” 
said Director William Bacon of 
Livingston County Economic 
Development.

Jaguar Tubular has pro-
jected bringing 250,000 tons 
of rolled steel or almost 2,500 
rail cars annually into Avon, he 
said. The use of rail as part of its 
supply chain is anticipated to 
remove 3.5 trucks daily.

The facility will be served by 
the Livonia, Avon & Lakeville 
railroad.

“The indirect effect is an 
increase in rail freight which 
may require that the rail com-

pany increase employment, 
truck transportation and affil-
iated impacts as well as sup-
porting businesses needed for 
repairs/maintenance/etc.,” 
Bacon said.

“The use of rail represents 
an environmentally-con-
scious transportation solu-
tion whereby one rail car can 
effectively handle the same 
as four truckloads,” he said. 
“Aside from the cost savings, 
sustainability plays a factor 
with reduced emissions, fuel 
efficiency and less highway 
wear-and-tear.”

Wyoming Transfer Station
A total of $3,323,623 has 

been awarded to the Wyoming 
County Industrial Develop-
ment Agency to construct and 
install additional rail spurs, 
pads, switches, and driveways 

to increase the capacity of the 
Wyoming Transfer Station.

The transfer station opened 
in 2019. It’s located on Mar-
quart Dairy, LLC property off 
Route 19 in Gainesville, and 
leased by the Wyoming Coun-
ty IDA.

“Since 2019, the Wyoming 
Transfer Station has facilitated 
the receiving and shipping of 
product by railcars for several 
local businesses,” said Exec-
utive Director Scott Gardner 
of the Wyoming County IDA. 
“The use of the Wyoming 
Transfer Station has increased 
to the point that additional 
spurs are needed to accom-
modate the number a railcars 
arriving daily with customer 
goods and allow for safer ac-
cess and moving of railcars 
on-site.”

The new project includes all 
the necessary steps to design 
and install switches, two lines 
of track, working pads, and ad-
ditional driveways, he said.

The facility currently has 
single track, switch and trans-
load pad, with room for about 
eight cars on the existing pad.

“This single line of track is 
not sufficient to handle the 
capacity and logistics needs of 
the transload facility,” Gardner 
said. “At present, the facility 
routinely runs out of room to 

receive cars and timing issues 
with rail shipments makes 
track capacity important.

“The facility has missed out 
on potentially significant addi-
tional shipment opportunities 
due to track space limitations,” 
he continued. “The planned 
outcome of this additional 
track space is increased ca-
pacity, increased tonnage, 
additional jobs, and increased 
customers.”

The Wyoming Transfer 
Station handles a multitude 
of products including, but not 
limited to, soda ash, chicken 
meal, fertilizer, magnesium 
oxide, dicalcium phosphate, 
and potash, he said.

“The primary objective 
of this project is to construct 
more space for cars to be 
staged, accessed, and unload-
ed,” Gardner said. “With addi-
tional room on the tracks, cars 
can be segregated by date, cus-
tomer, and product.

“During heavy use times, 
like spring planting, winter 
fill ups, and customer outag-
es, the facility will be able to 
safely transload cars without 
juggling inventory and risking 
injury,” he said. “The Wyo-
ming Transfer Station will also 
be able to quote new business 
that otherwise is unavailable 
due to the current insufficient 
track space.”

Arcade & Attica Railroad
The railroad will receive 

$1,734,000 to make necessary 
upgrades and replacements, 
as businesses in the local 
economy rely heavily on the 
railroad, state officials said.

Arcade & Attica officials did 
not respond to a request for 
comment by press time Friday 
evening.

Firefighters worked amid high 
winds and blowing snow Monday 
afternoon as they battled a house fire 
at 8209 W. Bergen Rd.

The call from passers-by came in 
at 1:56 p.m. Le Roy Engine 63 was the 
first to arrive.

“It looked like there was fire in the 
area of the chimney, on the outside 
of the structure,” said Le Roy First As-
sistant Chief Joshua Pfendler. “They 
made a good hit on it there. We had 
City of Batavia Engine 12 make an ag-

gressive attack on the back door. They 
got inside, got some water on the fire, 
then extended inside.”

Two dogs in the home were res-
cued and were OK.

“We had Le Roy Police Depart-
ment here assisting with that,” Pfen-
dler said. “Genesee County Sheriff’s 
(Office) helped out as well. We were 
able to get the dogs to a safe spot, so 
that’s a good outcome for us today.”

When the first firefighters arrived, 
the flames were extending to the roof, 
Pfendler said.

“We had quite a bit of fire. Our 
crews did a really good job, with the 

conditions, to get a line stretched and 
get water on the fire, which is the key 
to the operation,” he added.

Aside from Le Roy and the City of 
Batavia, firefighters came from Ber-
gen, Pavilion, Stafford and Mumford 
responded as well, Pfendler said. 
Caledonia firefighters also respond-
ed to the scene.

“They’re all working right now 
to do some overhaul and they’re 
looking for the hot spots,” the first 
assistant chief said at about 2:50 p.m. 
Monday. “We’re getting the firefight-
ers warmed up and hopefully we’ll all 
be able to get out of here in a little bit.”

The snow and wind were an issue 
for firefighters, Pfendler said at the 
scene.

“We brought in some extra rehab 
units from Pavilion and Le Roy Am-
bulance was here assisting, too.”

The homeowners arrived shortly 
after the fire began.

“We’re talking to them right now 
and getting an idea as to what’s going 
on,” Pfendler said.

Genesee County Emergency 
Management is investigating the 
origin and cause of the fire, Pfendler 
said Monday.
