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County Wide Effort: Le Roy EMS Involvement
During Pembroke Tour Bus Crash

A typical Friday for Le Roy
EMS would turn out to be one
of the busiest days in recent
memory for not just our lo-
cal department, but for every
emergency response depart-
mentin Genesee County.

That Friday, August 22nd,
tragedy struck nearby Pem-
broke when a tour bus with 54
passengers crashed on Inter-
state 90, killing 5 and seriously
injuringmany others.

The bus, which was on its
way from Niagara Falls to New
York City, rolled over after the
driver lost control of the bus,
which caused the bus to first
driftinto the median, and then
rollinto aditch to therightside
of the road after a quick over-
correction which caused the
bustoflip and roll offthe road.

Passengers were a wide
range of ages and levels of in-
jury, and it took a county wide
effort with coordination from
many different emergency re-
sponse groups to resolve.

Le Roy EMS was one of
those agencies who took part
in this county wide effort,
however their involvement
did notbegin atthe scene.

“We were dispatched to the
call approximately an hour
after the crash happened,” Le
Roy EMS Deputy Chief Destin
Dancer said.

“The reason for that delay,
asTunderstand it, is the Coun-
ty Emergency Management
Coordinator Tim Jager was
attempting to maintain ambu-
lances available to cover other

calls throughout the county.”

Sending every ambulance
and emergency responder in
the county all at once to the
scenewould havemeantalack
of EMS coverage for everyone
else in the county, so Le Roy
EMS was initially a part of an
effort to continue servicing
other 911 calls during the inci-
dentin Pembroke.

“We were sort of covering
this whole side of the county
for 911 calls for a short time,”
Danseradded.

During this time, Danser
and Le Roy EMS send out a
page to every off-duty em-
ployee to come in if they were
available.

“The original dispatch of the
bus accident occurred around
12:22pm. By 12:30pm we had
paged out for all available off
duty crew members to report
to work for possible response
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to a mass casualty incident,’
Danser said.

Normally on Friday, Le
Roy EMS only staffs one am-
bulance 24/7 and Danser or
another Chief staffs their first
response fly car SUV. How-
ever, Le Roy EMS was able to
staff their second ambulance
in preparation for assisting the
county with the response to
theincident.

“I called in our off-duty
crew, we had two crew mem-
bers come in to staff that
second vehicle. So, before
we were ever called into the
scene, we actually were able to
staff all three of our vehicles, so
wehad more people ondutyto
prepare,’ Danser said.

One of Le Roy EMS ambu-
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lances gotmoved up to Batavia
to assist with other calls in the
area, however once a request
came in that the scene of the
tour bus crash needed five
more ambulances, both the
ambulance in Batavia and
the first response fly car SUV
made their way to Pembroke.

“At 1:22pm our assignment
was changed from covering
911 calls in the center of the
county to responding directly
to the scene to provide patient
care, and we answered that
request by responding with
a Paramedic level fly car and
BLSambulance,’ Danser said.

“Our response was delayed
by heavy traffic congestion,
but Squad 47 (the paramed-
ic fly car) arrived at the scene
around 1:44pm and LA02 (the
BLS ambulance) arrived on
scene approximately 10 min-
uteslater”

Once Le Roy EMS arrived
at the scene, Danser reported
to the command at the scene
and sought out the Triage Of-
ficer, who is the one assessing
patients and deciding who is
next to be transported, based
on what patient is the most
critical.

Danser was then directed
over to the triage area, where
they got assigned to a specific
patient. After some coordina-
tion with the doctor on scene
for what care the patient had
received and would need to
continuetoreceive, theytrans-
ported the patient to Strong

Memorial Hospital.

“Our role was simply to
show up, take care of a patient,
and transport the patient that
we were assigned,” Danser
said.

“We played a very small
role in the incident, transport-
ing one of the people from the
scene. We actually took a few
otherwalkingwounded family
memberswith usin theambu-
lance as well, so we took three
peopleintotal to Stong”

Danser wanted to empha-
size that the role Le Roy EMS
played in the response to the

incident was just a small part
of the total response, and he
commended many of the oth-
er departments that respond-
edtothescene.

“The overall management
of the scene as a whole was
largely handled by Mercy
EMS, Pembroke Fire Dept.,
and Emergency Management,
all of whom I'd like to say did a
greatjob,’ Danser said.

“Mercy EMS especially
stepped up,” Danser contin-
ued. “I can tell you from being
here and listening to the radio

industry and executives invit-
ed state Assemblyman Steve
Hawley, R-Batavia, in this
week for an update on how
business is going right now.

Assemblyman Steve Haw-
ley (R,C-Batavia) visited
OrCon Monday morning for
a tour before doing the same
at Oxbo International that af-
ternoon.

“These two companies
have played an invaluable
role in the Western New
York economy, adding
countless jobs and provid-
ing much-needed services
across the region. Hawley
looks forward to visiting the
facilities and learning more
about their important oper-
ations,” Hawley’s office said
Monday.

OrCon specializes in the
medical and automotive in-
dustries, heavy machinery,
equipment, C&C machines,
optics, defense and aero-
space, President and COO
Mike Olson said.

He said OrCon is an indus-
trial packaging manufacturer,
primarily business-to-busi-
ness shipping. The company
also has a Wood Products Di-
vision about a mile away on
Church Street in Le Roy. That
facility is about 30,000 square
feet.

“It does all of our crates
and pallets, things like that,’
Olson said. “We’ll put to-
gether packages where they
go out to our customer. Our
customer opens the top, puts
their part right in it and clos-
es it up. We go onsite to a lot
of our customers to do some
crating and packaging right
there”

OrCon’s website lists var-
ious types of packaging that
the business does, including:

» military grade cases,
which are watertight, crush-
proofand dustproof;

s polyethylene foam,
which is excellent for protect-
ing aerospace equipment or
industrial tools, and polyure-
thane foam, used to secure
electronics like circuit boards
and medical instruments;

s corrugated, which is
lightweight, versatile and du-
rable, designed for large and
heavy products;

» engineered crating for

= molded pulp, which is
sustainable, recyclable pack-
aging for fragile products.

His father, OrCon CEO
Bruce Olson, said OrCon
tends to buy more corrugat-
ed material than it manufac-
tures.

“Corrugated is just part of
the package. For us, what's in-
side the package tends to be
where our focus is,” Bruce Ol-
son said. “What do you need
inside the box to cushion it?”

OrCon does fabrication of
what is called triple wall cor-
rugated.

“It’s like three-quarters of
an inch thick,” he said. “It’s
designed to be used as op-
posed to plywood or a wood-
en crate. It’s designed for ex-
port and we do a fair amount
ofthatbusiness.”

Bruce Olson said OrCon
owns a molded pulp com-
pany called FiberCel in
Portville, which provides
biodegradable, protective
packaging.

“We take old boxes, old
newsprint ... and make pack-
aging out of it. We all know
the ... container you get from
McDonald’s that they stick
your coffee in. That's molded
pulp,” he said. “Our process
is the same, but it’s strictly
for business-to-business, in-
dustry, heavy duty shipping
parts, where that coffee con-
tainer is maybe an eighth of
aninch thick or less, or three-
eighths of aninch or more.”

Bruce Olson said OrCon'’s
original facility was the old
Rochester city morgue.

“We had like 4,500 square
feet. We moved from there to
out in Batavia. We grew from
10,000 or 15,000 square feet
— I'think we got close to over
100,000 square feet in that
building when this building
was built,” he said of OrCon’s
facility.

In Batavia, OrCon was in
the Harvester Center.

“That was a terrific spot.
The problem with it, it was
just so broken-up,” Bruce
Olson said. “We were all
over the building. We built
this facility (in Le Roy) in ‘88,
broke ground on it. I think we
closed in October of ‘88 on
this facility””

The facility in Le Roy gives
OrCon about 98,000 square,
90,000 on the floor and about

8,000 for the office area.

“Our floor’s pretty tight
right now. We're probably
squeezed a little bit for space.
We have enough space to
double this facility, so we can
do that if necessary,” Bruce
Olson said.

Your best customers are
the ones you already have,
Bruce Olson said.

“That’s been something
we've tried to do is, what else
can we sell to customers?”
he said. “If you've got a good
reputation with them, what

other services can you (pro-
vide)?”

Olson said OrCon surviv-
ing the demise of Kodak and
Xerox is a testament to those
who work at OrCon. The dig-
ital, electronic age put Kodak
out of business, while Xerox
slowly diminished over time,
he said, allowing the markets
to go to its competition.

“The sales guys have done
a good job getting us through
the hard times and surviv-
ing, obviously, the demise of
Kodak and Xerox — not only

their business that we had
with them, but all the com-
panies that supported those
businesses.”

Bruce Olson said he and
Mike Olson have met with
people involved in corrugat-
ed material over the last cou-
ple of months.

“Business is down. These
guys are in the Boston area.
Our folks here in town, same
thing. Everybody’s down,
maybe 7 to 10%. Volume and
margin are worse than that,’
he said.

The world is upside down
and all excited about tariffs,
Bruce Olson said.

“But, what’s happened?”
he said. “Nothing happened,
other than it's starting to
settle down and get some
decent trade policies going.
Have trade policies that re-
ward companies to stay in
the United States and come
back. That's the biggest thing,
to have some of these com-
panies come back and have a
regulation system that allows
them to be competitive.”

They had
people sitting there, but no ve-
hicles to get them to scene be-
cause they ran out of vehicles,
which is something they had
never had happen before from
whatIunderstand. So, they did
aphenomenaljobgettingall of
their off-duty folks to come in
and help out”

“A car accident actually
happened later in the day as
we were on the way back from
Rochester after taking the pa-
tient from the scene of the bus
accident to there. It occurred
at the corner of Route 19 and
the Thruway interchange,
and we actually were able to
respond to that with both am-
bulances, because of the addi-
tional staffing we had,” Danser
continued.

“Because of the way our
crew stepped up to come in
from home, we actually were
able to respond to the scene
(of the tour bus accident) and
provide full ambulance cover-
ageherein Le Royaswell with-
out having to compromise our
hometown, which is some-
thing we are pretty proud of”

The total response from that
day involved many different
people coordinating many
different departments and
agencies, but Destin believes
everyone came together and
made things work as best as
they could.

“That day for us, as for many
other agencies in the area,
things went very very well,”

Danser said. “It was a very
unfortunate day, but I think
everybody did the best they
could and stepped up and
really showed the teamwork
