BATAVIA — What a com-
munity we have here.

� at was one of the points 
Elizabeth Riter, chosen by the 
Paolo Busti Cultural Founda-
tion as its Outstanding Ital-
ian American for 2025, made 
when she stepped up to the 
podium to accept the honor.

“I want to thank Paolo Busti 
for a 40-plus year tradition in 
this community. � at’s really 
incredible,” Riter said. “The 
Batavia and the Genesee re-
gion — what a place to be.”

Riter, who was nominated 
for Outstanding Italian Amer-
ican by her friend, Terry Fritts, 
said she knew the name Paolo 
Busti, but she decided to visit 
the Holland Land O�  ce Mu-
seum to do some research.

“I thought, ‘I’m sure I don’t 
know enough about this man 
and his legacy and I can’t do it 
justice,’” she told the audience. 

“What my thoughts were, af-
ter I subscribed to a scholar-
ly article to read about him, 
was that, in addition to being 
tasked with developing pretty 
much all of Western New York, 
it wasn’t just about econom-
ics.

She has worked 
at Genesee Council on Alco-
holism and Substance Abuse, 
now UConnectCare; as pre-
vention/student assistance 
counselor at Notre Dame 
High School, which led to her 
role as chief compliance and 
quality assurance director. 
Riter has also volunteered for 
several organizations.

“My husband had just 
come to Batavia for work. We 
were engaged and he said, 

‘We’re going to move to Bata-
via.’ I said, ‘Batavia?’” she re-
called, to some laughter from 
the audience. “He said, ‘Just 
give me a couple of years. I 
want to build my business.’”

� e Riters are still here, 36 
years later, Elizabeth Riter 
said. She said she is in awe of 
her peers as Outstanding Ital-
ian American Award recipi-
ents.

“I don’t know if I’m an out-
standing anybody,” she said. 
“I love this community. I’ve 
had such a privilege to be 
part of so many aspects of this 
community.”

Speaking to scholarship 
recipients Kaitlin Kratz, 
Matthew Wittmeyer, Adam 
CharlesRoot, Greyson Irving 
Fix and Rocco Sprague, as 
well as other young people 
at the dinner, Riter said, “You 
can become part of a fabric of 
a community by giving just a 
little bit.”

Elizabeth Riter said it’s 
been a privilege to be involved 
in all the groups and orga-
nizations she’s been in and 
congratulated the scholarship 
recipients.

“Wherever you land, just do 
a little something. Be a part of 
something,” Riter said.

As the evening moved to 
announcement of 2025 schol-
arship recipients, Paolo Busti 
Cultural Foundation Vice 
President Annette LaBarbera 
called Kratz up to receive the 
Vincent G. Gautieri Scholar-
ship, worth $500. � en, Mat-
thew Wittmeyer came up to 
receive the $500 Founders 
Scholarship, given through 
the generosity of the Gautieri 

family, Paolo Busti President 
Michele Fuller said.

Victor Gautieri said his fa-
ther Vito, was important in the 
“founding days” of Paolo Busti 
Cultural Foundation.

“His Italian heritage was 
very important to him. I think 
everybody here has the same 
feeling,” Victor Gautieri said. 
“We’re all feeling that these 
scholarships will help some-
body, down the road, to get 
to where they want to go and 
hopefully ... to do a little bit for 
their community — just a little 
bit here and there. � at’s go-
ing to help their community 
wherever they may land.”

Local History

When you look at women’s 
clothes during the Victori-
an and Edwardian eras, with 
bustles, mutton sleeves, lace, 
fringe, beads, and trim, it’s 
obvious that ladies “of means” 
did not make those clothes 
themselves and it wasn’t a 
time when you went to a store 
to buy a wedding dress. Here 
is a wonderful account of two 
well-known dressmakers in Le 
Roy:

“The Daley girls known in 
my day and generation as Jen 
and Doll, although their given 
names were Jennie and Mary, 
were identical twins and loved 
nothing better than being mis-
taken for one another. They 
were born on a farm in nearby 
Pavilion and when young la-
dies, (they) came to Le Roy and 
set up a dress making business 
in a small house at the corner 
of Lake and Bacon Streets. 
(That building eventually be-
came Le Roy’s library and still 
stands at the corner of Bacon 
and Lake.) They then moved 
up on West Main Street in a lit-
tle white plaster house which 

belonged to Maude Maloney’s 
father. It was located on the 
lot between the Maloney and 
Tompkin’s residences and 
was subsequently torn down. 
The Daley girls purchased 
the former Miles J. Forman 
property, now the residence 
of Dr. Paul Welsh. (which was 
torn down for Walgreens). For 
many years they conducted 
their courtier establishment 
in the east side of the house, 
reserving the westerly part as 
their home. They employed 
no less than nine or ten skilled 
dressmakers and took in tem-
porarily a few youthful ap-
prentices who were delighted 
at the chance to learn how to 
sew from such expert teachers. 
Ruth Keeney was, I am told, 
for one summer one of these 
youthful apprentices. It was, 
for its era, a fabulous estab-
lishment, and the likes of it has 
not been seen in Le Roy since. 
The unusual skill of the Daley 
sisters was heralded near and 
far and drew clientele from all 
the surrounding countryside. 
It was the “Carriage Trade” 
and the young Ingham Uni-
versity ladies that they catered. 

(Emily Ingham Staunton often 
lectured the Ingham students 
about how to conduct them-
selves, and what was appropri-
ate to wear. One student wrote 
in her diary that Mrs. Staunton 
said, ‘Never buy fringe, young 
ladies, it goes out of style and 
does not wear well. always 
buy lace. Good lace will last.‘) 
In the Gay Nineties it became 
the ambition of every mother’s 
daughter to have a graduation 
dress and if perchance some 
years after that fortune smiled 
on her, to have them design 
and fashion the wedding 
gown.

I have tried to recollect at 
what age I became conscious 
of these neighborhood ce-
lebrities. It might have been 
when I accompanied mother 
on one of her fitting expedi-
tions and sat in the big front 
living room entrance with the 
beautiful colored ladies in the 
fashion books which when 
they became outmoded were 
given to us for paper dolls. At a 
later date, we entered the ho-
lies of holies, the dressmaking 
rooms, at the rear of the house 
with all the fascinating equip-
ment. Dr. Welsh I believe still 
has the little fitting platform 
on wheels and the long gold 
framed mirror that graced the 
place. It was a beehive of ac-
tivity during working hours 
this part of the establishment, 
where one wag so aptly put it, 
“Jen does the cuttin’ and Doll 
the fittin’.”

“The Gazette News of Au-
gust 7, 1907 carried the follow-
ing article: ‘The Misses Jennie 
and Dolly Daley who have 
conducted a dress making 
establishment in their home 
for a number of years, are tak-
ing their annual vacation. It is 
understood that owing to the 
scarcity of help, they will not 
continue their shop, but will 
go to the homes of their cus-

tomers.’ Could I possibly forget 
how in 1911 those long-time 
friends, the Daleys, designed 
and put together my wedding 
dress in my parent’s West Main 
Street home as they did a year 
later for my sister Shelia. They 
not only created and fash-
ioned wedding gowns, but 
were at the last minute before 
we left for

the church, to see what ev-
erything including the wed-
ding veil was in place. Pretty as 
pictures, all through their life 
they were as fine as they were 
good to look upon. They were 
modern as the time. They were 
enthusiastic bicyclists and 
organizers of a bicycle club 
which during many a pleas-
ant Sunday afternoon cycled 
to Caledonia along the cinder 
path. Local croquet champi-
ons they were too, and after the 
shop closed, they enjoyed the 
relaxation of a croquet game 
on the spacious back lawn.

Jen Daley was the more ag-
gressive of the two sisters and 
her death left Doll lonely and 
forlorn. A friend told me that 
when the age of 80 she con-
templated an airplane strip 
she remarked I have no fear of 
flying there is nothing more 
I can lose but my life and not 
much left of that.”

This story was found in the 
records of the Le Roy Histori-
cal Society. Trish Riggi at the 
Library did some sleuthing 
and determined that Janet Ol-
sen who lived on West Main 
Street wrote the story. She was 
born in Scotland and married 
Louis Bryant in 1911.

The twins, Jen and Doll 
were born in Le Roy August 28, 
1854. They were members of 
St Peters Catholic Church. Jen 
died February 2, 1924, and was 
buried in St. Francis Cemetery. 
In addition to her sister Mary 
(Doll), she was survived by a 
sister Mrs. Duncan McVean 

of Scottsville; three brothers 
Edward of Caledonia; Jerry of 
North Portal, North Dakota; 
and Frank of Scottsville. Mary 
(Doll) died November 28, 
1933. In 1992, Catherine Gil-
bert from Scottsville stopped 
by the Le Roy Historical So-
ciety and wanted to know if 
there were any hats in the col-
lection with a “Daley” label 
and unfortunately there were 
none. Catherine said that she 
was related to the Daley sisters. 
After her visit, research on the 
Daley sisters began and their 
photograph in the newspaper 
provided a glimpse of Jen and 
Doll Daley. Catherine’s inter-
est in the Daley sisters’ dress-
making spurred research into 
the history of Le Roy’s dress-
makers.

Another dressmaker who 
made a name for herself was 
Mrs. Susan Vaughn. A recent 
exhibit at the Holland Land 
Office assembled by Tyler 
Angora, brought her name to 
light. Trish Riggi at Woodward 
Library was able to pull up ad-
vertisements for Mrs. Vaughn’s 
dress and millinery shop. 
Vaughn advertised Zepher 
Worsteds, ties, collars, rush-
ings, dress trimmings, taffeta 
gloves, hosiery, Lisle thread, 
bows, and the “latest novelties 
from New York City.” She ad-
vertised that she could clean 
kid gloves on short notice, and 
most interesting was that she 
sold Butterick dress patterns. 
Butterick patterns were first 
published in magazines in the 
1860s. Ladies were interested 
in sewing dresses at home, but 
they would buy the dress ma-
terials at her store. Perhaps a 
woman would make clothes 
for her children, but making 
clothes for herself would be a 
challenge probably requiring 
a dress form. As Tyler Angora 
points out, Mrs. Vaughn knew 
that she might lose clients 

by selling Butterick patterns, 
but she was trying to keep up 
with the trends. Mrs. Vaughn’s 
shop was in the huge Lamp-
son Block on Main Street. Her 
shop and sign can be seen in 
an early photograph, which 
shows the displays in the win-
dows. The Lampson Block was 
eventually razed after two fires 
destroyed the building.

To date, no dresses or hats 
have been discovered with 
labels from either the Daleys 
or Mrs. Vaughn, but there is a 
good chance that finely made 
dresses and hats made at this 
time could have been made in 
their shops.

Tyler Angora will be joining 
the staff at the Le Roy Histori-
cal Society serving as the new 
curator of collections. He re-
ceived his bachelor’s degree 
in history and anthropology 
at SUNY Brockport. He has 
interned at the Morgan-Man-
ning House in Brockport, and 
the Genesee Country Mu-
seum in Mumford. He has 
served as curator at the Hol-
land Land Office Museum in

Batavia for two years and 
is completing his master’s 
degree at SUNY Brockport 
concentrating on textiles and 
American women’s history. 
He will join the Historical Soci-
ety on July 21.

ELBA — A Le Roy man 
died Wednesday morning 
after a manure tanker he 
was driving rolled over on 
Arnold Road.

The tractor-trailer was 
southbound when it tried 
to negotiate a left-hand 
curve, said Chief Deputy 
Brian Frieday of the Gene-
see County Sheriff ’s Office 
Road Patrol. The vehicle 
became disconnected from 
its trailer, with both tipping 
over.

The truck overturned 
and came to rest on its cab 

in a ditch.
The driver was identified 

as 62-year-old Joseph Mer-
ica. He was pronounced 
dead at the scene.

The truck’s fuel tanks 
were compromised, spill-
ing diesel fuel toward a 
nearby residence, Frieday 
said. The manure trailer 
was partially full and also 
spilled its contents into a 
nearby yard.

The tractor-trailer had 
already made several trips 
back and forth Wednesday 
morning as the manure was 
spread on nearby fields, 
Frieday said. It wasn’t im-
mediately known how 

many gallons of manure it 
was hauling.

“The indication we have 
is it was not speed-related 
at all,” he said.

The truck was demol-
ished in the crash. The trail-
er wound up on its side in a 
nearby field.

Frieday said he doesn’t 
believe the spill made its 
way into any area water-
ways. Sandbags and absor-
bent booms were deployed 
to help control the spill.

“There was no way to 
get to the occupant until 
they overturned the cab 
and they could get partway 
through it as the quickest 

way to get to him,” Frieday 
said.

An initial list of respond-
ing agencies included the 
Elba and Byron fire depart-
ments, Mercy Ambulance, 
Genesee County Emergen-
cy Management, and Bata-
via city police.

The primary cause of the 
crash remains under in-
vestigation, deputies said.
