After more than 100 years 
of being missing, an import-
ant piece of artwork returned 
home to Le Roy.

“� e Vale of Elms,” a paint-
ing by renowned artist Le-
muel Maynard Wiles from 
Perry, was recently tracked 
down and restored in an 
e� ort led by the Le Roy His-
torical Society, with contri-
butions from Perry Public 
Library and the West Lake 
Art Conservation Center in 
Owasco, Cayuga County.

� e painting � rst came to 
Le Roy in the 1800s. It was 
purchased by Emily Ingham 
Staunton and the former In-
gham University — the � rst 
women’s college in New York 
State and first accredited 
women’s university in Amer-
ica — to be displayed in the 
Staunton Art Conservatory 
on campus.

Wiles was also the direc-
tor of the College of Fine Arts 
at Ingham University from 
1875-1888.

After the university — lo-
cated in Le Roy — shut down 
operations, the painting was 
auctioned off in 1901 for 
$505, or $2,544.59 if adjusted 
for in� ation, and was missing 
from public eye ever since.

� at was, until the paint-
ing recently resurfaced and 
was restored, now to be dis-
played permanently at the Le 
Roy House.

Le Roy Historical Society 
Curator Tyler Angora and 
his predecessor Noreen Til-
lotson described the process 
of finding the painting, re-
storing it, and bringing back 
to public display for the � rst 
time in more than 120 years.

“The Vale of Elms” was 

� rst rediscovered in Bangor, 
Maine, after some people 
inherited it as a part of their 
father’s estate. � ey reached 
out to di� erent organizations 
in Perry and Le Roy to see if 
anyone would be interested 
in purchasing it.

“We don’t know quite how 
it got up there or sure, but the 
people in Maine that had it, 
their father is the one who 
owned it and he had died,” 
Tillotson said. “So, it was an 
estate that was trying to get 
rid of it.”

� e estate reached out to 
the Perry Public Library and 
Town of Perry to see if either 
would be interested in buy-
ing the painting, since Wiles 
was a native.

Eventually, the Le Roy His-
torical Society was included 
in these conversations be-
tween the various parties 
due to the painting’s link to 
Ingham University and Wiles 
time teaching at the insti-
tution, combined with the 
Perry Public Library being 
unable to � nd space for it.

“Perry has a large collec-
tion of his paintings at the 
library, but they didn’t have 
any more wall space for a 
painting that size,” Tillotson 
said. “So, they just couldn’t 
take it. And the town couldn’t 
afford it, and they had no 
place to hang it, period. So, 
it was logical, and this really 
is the rightful home of it back 
here.

“We really felt that it need-
ed to come back to Le Roy, 
for he (Lemuel Wiles) was a 
hugely popular teacher at In-
gham,” she said.

After the Le Roy Histor-
ical Society was contacted 
about potentially buying the 
artwork, the members there 
came together to make it 

happen.
“We got funds to purchase 

it from members from the 
society, our board,” Ango-
ra said. “A lot of our board 
members chipped in for it.”

After negotiating a price 
and purchasing the artwork, 
the team at the Le Roy His-
torical Society drove up to 
Maine themselves, and it 
picked up. � e painting itself 
was in very rough shape, and 
work would need to be done 
to restore it.

“It was in horrible condi-
tion, � lthy, there was a detail 
that you couldn’t even see,” 
Tillotson said.

� e painting was brought 
to the West Lake Conserva-
tion Center in Owasco to be 
restored. � e painting would 
spend well over a year at West 
Lake being worked on and 
displayed until the Le Roy 
Historical Society was able 
and ready to bring it home.

“It was a lengthy process, 
it was at West Lake Art Con-
servation Center from March 
of 2024 to the beginning of 
October of 25,” Angora said. 
“It was there just getting con-
served and just in its queue to 
get prepared for.”

Angora said it took Paint-
ings Conservator Raphael 
Shea and the team at West 
Lake about 90 total hours of 
work to restore this painting 
to its former glory.

After the painting was 
ready and the historical so-
ciety was ready to accept it, 
it was delivered to the Le Roy 
House in a U-Haul.

During an event at the Le 
Roy House on Nov. 2, the Le 
Roy Historical Society un-
veiled “The Vale of Elms” 

painting to the public.
Both Tillotson and Ango-

ra were very happy with the 
turnout of the event, discuss-
ing how it was important not 
only just to educate others 
on Lemuel Wiles, but also to 
highlight the signi� cance of 
Ingham University and the 
mark the institution and its 
founders Emily and Marietta 
Ingham made on women’s 
history in this country.

“The Ingham sisters re-
ally drove this train to fur-
ther women’s lives in an era 
where women weren’t sup-
posed to have a life,” Angora 
said. “These women (who 
graduated) from Ingham 
went to have these wonder-
ful, amazing art careers, or 
music careers, or just lives in 
general, traveling the world. 
So, it really gave women a dif-
ferent life than what was des-
tined for them in that time 
period.”

“It’s kind of amazing to see 
everything coming full circle 
and coming back here, and 
people being interested in it 
so much now. But it is truly 
a hidden part of the county’s 
history,” he said.

Tillotson and Angora went 
on to emphasize that they 
truly feel the painting is back 
where it belongs, and that 
both Emily Ingham and Le-

muel Wiles would be happy 
to see this piece make its re-
turn to Le Roy, and to public 
display.

“It has not been seen since 
it was auctioned in 1901 un-
til it came back here,” Ango-
ra said. “So, it’s back where 
it belongs in its home right 
across the street from where 
Ingham used to be.”

“We think that Emily In-
gham would be very happy 
that its back here,” Tillotson 
added. “We think the paint-
er would be de� nitely happy 
that people are looking at his 
painting again.”

Tillotson and Angora also 
emphasized what it means to 
them to have seen this pro-
cess all the way though, and 
having “The Vale of Elms” 
back after years of combined 
work by the historical society 
to make it happen.

“Well, our motto is ‘bring-

ing history home,’ so I don’t 
think there is a better exam-
ple of bringing history home 
than this painting,” Tillotson 
said.

“It could have easily end-
ed up at auction. Because 
that’s where it was headed 
if none of us had followed 
through and come through 
to purchase it, it would have 
been at auction. And then it 
probably could have easily 
gone into a private collection 
again and never seen by any-
one again in the public,” she 
continued.

“It means so much that 
our board, and our members, 
gathered together to bring it 
home. We have a huge group 
of people that want histo-
ry brought back here, and 
showcased, and are passion-
ate about it,” Angora said.

In 1986, the Le Roy Central 
School Parent Teachers As-
sociation gathered favorite 
recipes from the community 
and published “The Genesee 
Country Cookbook,” which 
was dedicated “with love to 
the children of our commu-
nity.”

The cookbook committee 
consisted of several parents 
— Rosalyn Zalacca, Kathy 
Krzewinski, Pat Hodge, Lee 
DeFazio, and three teachers 
— Shelia Furr, Mary Ann Aus-
her and Leslie Laurie.

Like many organizations, 
the PTA hoped to raise some 
money by publishing a cook-
book. They contacted the 
Morris Press in Nebraska and 
the PTA started collecting fa-
vorite family recipes.

“We didn’t want to have 
trouble taking recipes from 
other cookbooks which were 
copyrighted, so we made sure 
the recipes were old-fash-
ioned favorite family recipes,” 
said Bruno DeFazio, who was 
vice president of the Le Roy 
PTA at the time the cookbook 
was published.

There are appetizers, bev-
erages, meats, seafood, cas-
seroles, cookies, cakes, pies, 
candy, salads, sauces, breads, 
and a special section for “This 
and That.”

It’s interesting to note that 
the Morris Press in Nebraska, 
which published the book in 

1986 is still in operation to-
day, having been in business 
since 1933. As they say, “Other 
cookbook publishing compa-
nies don’t measure up.”

Bruno DeFazio said the 
book quickly sold out and al-
though they thought of doing 
another printing, they never 
did. That’s probably why the 
people that have the “Gene-
see Country Cookbook” won’t 
part with them.

Folks that have a copy men-
tion that their copies are well 
used and contain some of 
their favorite recipes. Michele 
Shaughnessy who owns the 
Blue Rose Bed and Breakfast 
in Mount Morris mentioned 
that her three favorite recipes 
are the eclair cake, toffee bars, 
and the minestrone soup. Kar-
en Faulkner emailed to say her 
favorite recipe is Rene Stobel’s 
cole slaw.

Lee DeFazio remembers 
working on the book, gather-
ing recipes from her friends.

“It’s a great cookbook,” she 
said. “Some of my favorites are 
chicken pot pie, cabbage cas-
serole and so many desserts 
including my Mom’s Italian 
White Cookies.”

Recently a copy of the cook-
book was gobbled up at an es-
tate sale and it landed on Ben 
Beagle’s desk at the The Daily 
News. The staff wanted to in-
clude some of the recipes in 
today’s “Celebrations” special 
pages. Here are a few of their 
favorites to consider for your 
holiday meals:

Deviled Eggs
Chuck Hensel
Eggs
Miracle Whip
Mustard
Paprika
Dash Salt & Pepper
Sweet Pickle Relish
Sweet Relish
Celery Salt
Hard boil and shell eggs. 

Slice eggs in half, take out yolk 
and place in bowl. Mash egg 
yolk, mix in Miracle Whip and 
mustard (small amount). Put 
in a little but of juice and a little 
bit of relish. Shake in salt and 
pepper and a tiny bit of papri-
ka. Mix until smooth. Put egg 
whites on a plate or tray and 
fill with your mixture. Shake 
Paprika over filled eggs.

Pumpkin Bread
Heidi Brian
2 cup Flour
½ tsp Cloves
1/3 cup Shortening
1 cup Pumpkin
2 tsp. Baking Powder
½ tsp Nutmeg
1 cup Brown Sugar
¼ cup Milk
½ tsp Cinnamon
¼ tsp Baking Soda
2 Eggs
½ cup Chopped nuts (op-

tional)
Sift together first seven in-

gredients; set aside. Cream 
together shortening and sugar 
until light and fluffy; add eggs, 
one at a time, beating well. 
Beat in pumpkin and milk; 
blend well. Gradually beat 
in flour mixture. Turn batter 
into greased 9 x 5 x 3 inch loaf 
pan. Bake at 350 degrees for 55 
minutes to 50 minutes. Allow 
to cool 10 minutes before re-
moving from pan.

Peanut Butter Balls

2 ½ cup crushed graham 

crackers
1 lb. confectioner’s sugar
2 sticks of melted butter or 

margarine
1 cup coconut flakes
1 ½ cup of chunky peanut 

butter
1 cup chopped nuts
12 oz. semi- sweet choco-

late
1 square paraffin
Crush the graham crack-

ers and chop the nuts. Then 
mix all together and form into 
balls while still warm. Dip into 
12 ounces semi-sweet choc-
olate melted within 1 square 
paraffin. cool.

Creamy Squash Casserole
Doris Smith
1 ½ lb. tender yellow and 

green summer squash (sliced)
1 can (10 ¾ oz) cream of 

chicken soup
1 (8oz) sour cream
1 (4oz) pimento (drained 

and sliced)
1 can (8 1/2 zo) water 

chesnuts (thinly sliced)
2 Medium onions (finely 

chopped)
1 stick butter or margarine
½ pkg. herbed stuffing mix
Cook squash in salted wa-

ter until tender. 12 to 15 min-
utes. Drain well. Add next 
5 ingredients. Melt ¾ stick 
of butter in frying pan. Add 
stuffing and mix well. Pack 
into bottom of 2 squart baking 
dish. Reserve some stuffing 
for the top. Pour squah mix-

ture over stuffing and sprinkle 
remaining stuffing over the 
top. Dot rest of butter on top of 
casserole. Bake at 350 degrees 
for 30 minutes.

Kentucky Pecan Pie

1 cup white corn syrup
1 cup dark brown sugar 1/3 

tsp salt
1/3 c melted margarine or 

butter
1tsp. vanilla
3 whole eggs, slightly beat-

en
1 cup shelled whole pecans
Combine syrup, sugar, salt, 

butter and vanilla, mix well. 
Add slightly beaten eggs. Pour 

into 9 inch unbaked pie shell. 
Sprinkle pecans on top. Bake 
in preheated 350 degree oven 
for about 45 minutes.

Golden Parmesan Potatoes

6 large potatoes ( about 

3lbs)
¼ cup grated Parmesan 

Cheese
1/8 tsp pepper
¼ cup of flour
1/3 cup of butter or marga-

rine
chopped fresh parsley (op-

tional)
¾ tsp salt
Pare potatoes, cut into 

quarter (or approx 1 inch 
squares). Combine flour, 
cheese, salt and pepper in a 
bag. Moisten potatoes with 
water (in a colander) and 
shake a few at a time in the 
bag, coating potatoes well 
with cheese mixture. Melt 
butter in a 13 x 9 x 2 inch bak-
ing pan. Place potatoes in a 
single layer in pan. Bake in 
moderate oven (375 degrees) 
about 1 hour, turning once 
during baking. When golden 
brown, sprinkle with parsley.

‘Genesee Country 
Cookbook’ Remains 
a Favorite for Area 

Families

In 1727, Jacob Le Roy 
was baptized in the French 
Church in Rotterdam, in 
the Netherlands. He came 
to New York in April 1753 
and was naturalized on 
May 3, 1755. In partner-
ship with his brother-in-
law Captain Anthony Rut-
gers, he owned a ropewalk, 
which manufactured rope 
for sailing ships. In 1767, 
the company was located 
opposite the Burling Slip 
on Queen (Pearl) Street, in 
lower Manhattan. He was 
foreman of the first Unit-
ed States grand jury ever 
assembled in New York. It 
was noted that in 1770, he 
was one of the richest men 
in New York. His son Her-
man was eighteen when 
war broke out in 1776. Like 
many of his neighbors, Ja-
cob Le Roy reacted equivo-
cally to the American Revo-
lution. In March 1776, three 
months before the Decla-
ration of Independence, 
Jacob reported to the New 
York Provincial Congress 
about foreign troop move-
ment. He then fled north 
with his family to Staats-
burg in Duchess County 
where they lived. Jacob pe-
titioned the New York Com-
mittee of Correspondence 
for permission to return to 
the city to retrieve business 
papers. His request was de-
nied by George Washing-
ton. Le Roy’s political and 
business liaisons were sus-
pect. He had been in com-
munication with William 
Smith, the Tory brother of 
Thomas Smith, who had 
been confined on parole in 
Livingston Manor. Le Roy’s 
daughter had married into 
the Livingston family, and 
this may have been the 
reason for various com-
munications at the time. In 
the meantime, the British 
moved into New York City. 
Six days later, a fire broke 
out on September 21 and 
burned more than a fifth of 
the city. The British blamed 
the Revolutionaries, and 
the Americans blamed the 
British. Among the build-
ings destroyed was Trinity 
Church. The British oc-
cupied the city for seven 
years. The city had a popu-
lation of 25,000.

During this time, the Le 
Roy’s continued to conduct 
business and maneuver 
midst all the political and 
military movement in the 
city. Herman Le Roy had 
a younger brother Dan-
iel who was born in New 
York City in 1761. The Le 
Roy family history men-
tions that a Daniel Le Roy 
of Duchess County served 
as a lieutenant in the 6th 
New York Regiment during 
the Revolutionary War. An-
other Le Roy – Jacob born 
in 1763 – is also listed as 
serving in the 6th New York 
Regiment during the Rev-
olutionary War. This prob-
ably is the 6th Regiment, 
Duchess County Militia 
commanded by Colonel 
Stephen John Schuyler.

In October 1781, the 
British were defeated by 

American soldiers at York-
town and negotiations were 
begun for a peace treaty. It 
took two years for a treaty 
to be written. On November 
25, 1783, General George 
Washington and Governor 
George Clinton rode into 
New York City with nearly 
800 American soldiers end-
ing the British occupation. 
That evening, Governor 
Clinton hosted a dinner 
at the Fraunces Tavern in 
honor of George Washing-
ton. New York City contin-
ues to celebrate Evacuation 
Day each year on Novem-
ber 25.

On October 19, 1786 
Herman Le Roy married 
Hannah Cornell. Her fa-
ther died in 1781 in British 
controlled New York City 
having moved from North 
Carolina in 1777 after refus-
ing to take the Oath of Al-
legiance to the New United 
States. In 1787, Herman Le 
Roy in partnership with his 
brother in law William Ba-
yard, founded the mercan-
tile business of Le Roy and 
Bayard. It was the largest 
commercial house in New 
York City. Alexander Ham-
ilton was their attorney. In 
1788, Herman became the 
consulate representative 
for the Netherlands. Four 
years later, in 1792, Le Roy 
and Bayard represented the 
Holland Land Company in 
the purchase of the land in 
Western New York. At that 
time foreign investors were 
not allowed to buy land in 
the United States. Le Roy 
and Bayard also invested in 

86,000 acres of land which 
was known as the Triangle

Tract. It extended north 
from a point in what would 
be called Le Roy, to Lake 
Ontario. In 1796, James 
McEvers joined the firm of 
Le Roy and Bayard. In 1802, 
at the age of forty-four, Her-
man became the president 
of the Bank of New York 
which had been founded 
by Alexander Hamilton. 
(When Alexander Hamil-
ton died in 1804, he owed 
Herman Le Roy $4200 – the 

equivalent of $61,000 to-
day. The debt was never 
collected and Herman Le 
Roy continued to support 
Elizabeth Hamilton for the 
rest of her life.)

In 1823, Herman’s son 
Jacob would come to Le Roy 
and become the fourth land 
agent for the Triangle Tract. 
He and his family would 
remain in Le Roy, living in 
Le Roy House on East Main 
Street, until they returned 
to New York City in 1837.
