Kade’s Scratch Kitchen, 
which � rst opened its doors in 
April of this year, is preparing 
to bring many new expansions 
and updates to the restaurant’s 
space and menu.

Owned by John Steward & 
Beth Burger, despite only be-
ing open for a short amount 
of time, Kade’s has been very 
well received by the Le Roy 
community, and the couple 
is ready to expand upon the 
success their business has had 
over the past few months.

One of the exciting new 
things coming to the restau-
rant space is an expansion of 
their kitchen and bakery pro-
grams.

“Our chef here, he is tak-
ing our milk bread and he’s 
making variations of it. He’s 
working on developing cinna-
mon swirl raisin, and he’s also 
working on a blueberry lemon, 
and then possibly a pizza loaf,” 
Steward said.

Along with the new varia-
tions of their signature milk 
bread, they are also looking 
to add mu�  ns into the fold as 
well, all with a special Kade’s 
twist.

With these new bakery 
items, an expansion of the en-
tree menu for the restaurant is 
also coming soon.

“We are adding a salmon 
dish, two pasta dishes, prime 
rib on Saturday’s, chicken & 
wa�  es. We are also adding a 
couple of appetizers: salmon 
cakes and possibly a potato 
croquette,” Steward said.

“We also have added bread 
and burrata, which is made 
with our milk bread as well,” 
Burger added.

“� e bread and burrata is 
a pressed milk bread that gets 

fried on our � at top with butter. 
� en it gets topped with garlic 
yogurt, burrata balls, pickled 
red onions, and then sweet 
chili sauce, herb salad, and 
dill, mint, & parsley. It’s a real-
ly good light summer-y dish,” 
Steward added.

Along with the new menu 
items and additions to the bak-
ery, Kade’s is about two weeks 
away from making their new 
catering menu and service 
available to the public.

“We are about two weeks 
out from dropping our catering 
menu,” Steward said.

“It is a drop-off catering 
menu. � is is a menu that is 
going to be able to hit all of the 
broad strokes: graduations, of-
� ce parties, sports gatherings, 
bridal showers, baby showers. 
And then we also have the abil-
ity to curtail speci� c requests 
if there is a guest that needs 
a specific request for some-
thing.”

Kade’s is also moving full 
steam ahead with their retail 
space in the front of the restau-
rant, with new items being 
added regularly.

“As the days go by, you will 
see slowly but surely incre-
mental increases in what we 

are doing retail wise,” Steward 
said.

In the retail space, the 
restaurant has a wide variety 
of products available. Current-
ly you can � nd both regular & 
cream cheese frosting cinna-
mon rolls, multiple � avors of 
jam, cookies, and a special cof-
fee blend created by Evening 
Star Co� ee Roasters in Avon 
speci� cally for Kade’s.

“We are selling out daily,” 
Burger added.

New items being potentially 
added soon for sale in the re-
tail space will be fresh house-
made pasta, pizza-making 
kits, house-made sauces & 
spice rubs, candied popcorn, 
brittles, and a new line of cakes 
that can be used for events and 
parties.

“Josh (Kade’s chef) is also 
working hard on perfecting 
our signature cake for gradua-
tions, anniversaries, birthdays. 
� is cake is going to be a hybrid 
of a sponge and a chi� on cake, 
so it’s going to be very light and 
very moist, while also being 
sturdy enough to handle the 

di� erent styles of frosting that 
we are developing as well,” 
Steward said.

� e di� erent frosting types 
that John and Josh are devel-
oping for the soon to be o� ered 
signature cake include a tradi-
tional American butter cream 
frosting, a chocolate espresso 
buttercream frosting, a white 
chocolate ganache frosting, as 
well as a cream cheese frosting.

“Lots of things are develop-
ing and brewing back behind 
those doors, and we are just 
so excited to share it,” Steward 
added.

� e � rst few months in op-
eration for Kade’s have been 
busy, but a good kind of busy, 
and the owners are very happy 
to be further expanding their 
business and menu.

� e owners were happy to 
talk about their ever-growing 
customer base these past few 
months, that has brought regu-
lars that they both have gotten 
to know and be friendly with 
every time these customers 
stop by the restaurant.

For both Steward and Burg-
er, building up a rapport with 
customers is an important as-
pect of their business model. 
� ey want to make sure that 
their chefs and servers are 
more than just order takers, 
but also a friendly face that is 
present and engaging with 
customers.

“We are really trying to shift 
the dynamic between o� ering 
a service to hospitality, and 
there is a distinct di� erence,” 
Steward said.

“We are really trying to put 
that touch of hospitality back 
and really trying to train our 

servers to be able to do that,” 
Steward continued. “It’s on 
us to make that experience 
good and received well by our 
guests, and we have the power 
to do so. It’s a really big point of 
emphasis for me and for Beth 
to be able to provide that.”

Another point that Stew-
ard and Burger were proud to 
share was how well received 
their gluten free options have 
been.

“Outside of like two or three 
things on the menu, every-
thing in this building can be 
made gluten free,” Steward 
said. “We get a lot of pleasant 
surprise guests saying that they 
can’t believe we specialize in 
so many gluten free options. 
We really want people to know 
that we do cater to the glu-

ten-free, and cater to allergens 
in general.”

� e planned expansion of 
their bakery and menu items 
will look to include a special 
emphasis on working to de-
velop gluten and allergen free 
desert options.

As for the timetable for 
when these changes can be 
expected to take e� ect, the ca-
tering menu will hopefully be 
launched by the end of July. 
They will look to introduce 
their new expanded menu the 
week before and leading up to 
Oatka Festival. As for the retail 
items, as soon as the new items 
are ready and the restaurant 
gets their retail certi� cations, 
the new items will immediate-
ly be made available for pur-
chase.

BATAVIA — Little did Ty-
ler Angora realize that a spe-
cial exhibit earlier this year 
at the Holland Land Office 
Museum would lead to a 
new job, but that’s what hap-
pened.

Angora said his last day as 
curator, after about two years 
at the Holland Land Office, 
will be July 19. Two days lat-
er, he will start as curator and 
collections manager for the 
Le Roy Historical Society.

When the “Dressmakers 
Work: Fashioning the 19th 
Century” was on display at 

the Holland Land Office Mu-
seum from February to June, 
representatives of the His-
torical Society came to see it.

“They were very im-
pressed. They wanted to see 
what could be done to get 
me to come,” the Brockport 
resident said Friday. “It’s a 
better offer for me, closer 
to home. and they gave me 
some things that I wanted 
and it was hard to refuse it. 
They came to see the exhib-
it because they have pieces 
in the exhibit on loan to us. 
They were very impressed 
and they gave me an offer.”

It was a job offer that sur-
prised Angora.

“I wasn’t expecting that, 
but it was a nice surprise. 
I did think about it a little 
while, but it was definitely 
more of a want to do it,” he 
said. “I didn’t have to think 
about it for too long. I did 
ultimately come to that de-
cision.”

In his new job, Angora will 
be in charge of preserving 
and interpreting the collec-
tion that the Le Roy Histor-
ical Society holds. The His-
torical Society includes the 
Le Roy House and JELL-O 
Gallery Museum.

“I will also be in charge of 
getting that collection out 
into the universe through 

programming and expo-
sure,” he said. “I’m just very 
excited to start in this new 
position.”

While he won’t miss the 
35-40 minute drive each day 
from Brockport to Batavia, 
he will miss working with 
Holland Land Office Muse-
um Executive Director Ryan 
Duffy.

“Probably the most bene-
ficial is they took a chance on 
me,” he said of the Holland 
Land Office Museum. “I was 
hired right out of college. I 
learned a lot in a short peri-
od that has given me experi-
ence and knowledge to take 
on a new role.”

The old Le Roy High School 
on Trigon Park which now in-
cludes the superintendent’s 
office, was designed by archi-
tect Edgar Eugene Joralemon 
in 1908 and constructed for 
$80,000 in 1910. The first class 
to graduate was in 1911. Jo-
ralemon was known for civic 
buildings, schools, libraries, 
theaters, hospitals, and man-
sions and was known for his 
work in Minneapolis, and the 
Western New York region.

Joralemon was born in Illi-
nois in 1858. His family moved 
to Minneapolis when he was 
nine and his first job was 
working as a draftsman when 
he was eighteen. In 1897, he 
moved to Niagara Falls where 
he believed that the electrical 
power plants would make the 
region the greatest manufac-
turing center in the world and 

his services would be in great 
demand. After a family trag-
edy, he and his wife moved 
to Peekskill for two years and 
then moved back to Western 
New York and lived in Buffalo 
where he continued his archi-
tectural work.

Many of Joralemon’s 
buildings are on the Nation-
al Register of Historic Places, 
including Drum Hill School 
in Peekskill built in 1909, the 
Carnegie Library in North 
Tonawanda, the Niagara Falls 
Carnegie Public Library, and 
the Roswell Flower Memori-
al Library in Watertown. The 
Carnegie Library in North 
Tonawanda, built in 1903, is a 
low one-story brick structure 
built in the Classical Revival 
style. The interior has elabo-
rate plaster moldings, a mosa-
ic tile floor, and a stained-glass 
skylight. It was designated a 
National Landmark in 1995 
and served as a library un-
til 1976 when it became the 

home of the Carnegie Art Cen-
ter of the Tonawanda Council 
on the Arts. The Niagara Falls 
Public Library, built in 1904 
was designated a National 
Landmark in 1974 and is now 
the home of the Niagara Falls 
Urban Renewal Agency.

Interestingly, a high school 
in Astabula Harbor, Ohio, built 
in 1911, was identical to the 
school in Le Roy. However, the 
Ohio school closed a few years 
ago and was demolished. A 
similar fate may befall School 
#7 in Dunkirk. It is a one-sto-
ry elementary school built on 
a progressive design with an 
open courtyard and sprawl-
ing classrooms and although 
it is included in the National 
Register of Historic Places, it 
is now abandoned and slated 
for demolition.

Joralemon also designed 
some impressive homes. 
In nearby Buffalo is the 
three-story Knox mansion on 
Delaware Ave. It was built in 
1904 and has 27 rooms and 11 
fireplaces. Originally built as a 
private home, it has changed 
hands several times and is 
now the home of a private 
consulting firm.

The Le Roy High School 
was built on the site of the for-
mer Ingham University which 
had been razed after the 
school had gone bankrupt. 
The Ingham buildings includ-
ed the original 1830s house 
which faced Trigon Park and 
had been given to the Ingham 
sisters when they moved from 
Attica to Le Roy in 1837. It had 
been converted to classrooms 
and living spaces, and as the 
school enlarged a lecture hall 
was added to the east. Eventu-
ally buildings connecting the 
original house and the lecture 
Hall were added. The Ing-
ham campus also included a 
three-story brick dormitory 
which faced Wolcott Street as 
well as the Ingham cottage, 
the home of Emily and Mariet-
ta Ingham. The huge Staunton 
Art Conservatory was the last 
building remaining on the old 
Ingham campus, and actually 
served as kindergarten space. 
This building was eventually 
razed and the stone used to 
build the Woodward Memo-
rial Library. Before construc-
tion of the new high school 
was started, the bodies of the 
Ingham family were removed 

from the small family ceme-
tery on campus and moved 
to Machpelah Cemetery. The 
legacy of Ingham and the Ing-
ham sisters, Marietta and Em-
ily is displayed on a large brass

plaque in the front en-
trance to the high school. The 
last class to graduate from the 
Trigon School was in 2003 
when the new high school was 
built on South Street Road.

The Trigon High School re-
placed the former Union Free 
School across the street be-
hind Le Roy House. The Union 
Free School was organized in 
1890 and merged Districts 1, 
3, 4 and 10. The Union Free 
School acquired the former 

3-story wooden Le Roy Aca-
demic Institute building and 
added the two-story lime-
stone building in 1898. The 
wooden building was razed 
in the 1950s. The limestone 
building remains and is the 
home of the Le Roy Historical 
Society and the Jell-O Muse-
um.

Edgar Eugene Joralemon 
retired in 1925 but continued 
his work as a landscape artist. 
In 1933, he moved to Pasade-
na, California where he died at 
the age of 79. His body was re-
turned to Buffalo and he and 
his wife are buried in Forest 
Lawn Cemetery.

The Story of 
Le Roy’s High School 

on Trigon Park

Le Roy senior Aubrey Puccio was 
named a “Fan Favorite” for the sec-
ond consecutive year in the Roches-
ter Broadway Theater League’s “Stars 
of Tomorrow NYC Bound” competi-
tion.

This was Aubrey’s third time in the 
competition. She previously com-
peted in 2024 and 2023.

Aubrey was among five students 
from GLOW-area schools – and 40 
from the Greater Rochester area — 
competing to represent Rochester at 
the 2025 National High School Musi-
cal Theatre Awards, which take place 
at the end of June in New York City.

“I was very lucky to be picked 
among the top 40. I’m still speech-
less,” Aubrey said in an interview be-
fore the competition.

Students eligible for the competi-
tion received recognition at RBTL’s 
Stars of Tomorrow Recognition 
Ceremony on May 9 for their perfor-
mances in their schools’ high school 
productions during the 2024-2025 
school year.

“The Jimmy Awards” are named 
in honor of James M. Nederlander, a 
legendary Broadway theater owner 
and producer.

The displays that would 
follow as Joy Project ad-
ditions were themed after 
many of the things people 
used to be able to enjoy at 
Sibley’s Toyland, including 
the enchanted tunnel, the 
hot dog vendor, and the ka-
zoo stand.

Through the Joy Project, 
DeLooze set out to accom-
plish two things: Remind 
the older population of fond 
Christmas memories at Sib-
ley’s, and share those memo-
ries with the younger gener-
ation that never got a chance 
to experience Sibley’s them-
selves.

The Joy Project opened to 
the public for the first time 
at the end of November 2024 
and was in operation until 
the week of Christmas. De-
Looze and St. Mark’s Church 
fully intend to bring the Joy 
Project back every Christ-
mas season moving forward, 
and he intends to continue 
expanding and adding new 
displays and features to the 
project as time goes on.

Genesee County Legislature Repub-
lican candidates Laurie Mancuso and 
Bob Bialkowski have unofficially won 
their respective Republican primaries 
Tuesday night, the county Board of 
Elections reports.

Nikki Calhoun is running as the Demo-
cratic Party candidate for the District No.

She also sits on the Oatka Creek Wa-
tershed Board, is the live music chair for 
the community’s Oatka Fest and recently 
took over as president of the Le Roy Gar-
den Club.

Employed as a hospital liaison for a 
nursing facility based in Rochester, Cal-

houn said she is pleased that Le Roy vot-
ers will have choices this year — with 
Mancuso on the Republican and Con-
servative Party lines and Stein on the Re-
sponsible Government Party line.

“I am extremely happy to see that we 
have a slate of very positive women who 
are looking to do better in our commu-
nity, and I wish the best to everybody,” 
she said. “I congratulate Laurie on her 
win. I carry a lot of respect for her as I 
have worked with her on the comprehen-
sive planning board. I look forward to a 
wonderful campaign season with these 
amazing ladies.”

Calhoun said she is concerned over 
the county’s financial situation.

“We need to do a lot of evaluation on 
how the money is being spent through-
out the county — who we’re giving the 
tax breaks to and how do we pull back in 
small businesses,” she said.
