Lori Steinbrenner recently 
hosted an event at Personal 
Preference Salon & Spa to 
celebrate 35 years in busi-
ness.

� e celebration took place 
May 3, and many people 
from the local community 
came out to support Lori and 
help highlight this amazing 
accomplishment.

Lori — who owns Person-
al Preference Salon & Spa — 
got her start after graduating 
from Continental School 
of Beauty in Rochester and 
passing her boards to get her 
cosmetology license.

After working for Michael 
Anthony for a short time, 
in 1982 she began renting 
a chair from Bev Malone, 
who was the salon’s previ-
ous owner. Back then it was 
called Bev’s Beauty Shop.

Lori continued to rent a 
booth from Malone even af-

ter she changed locations in 
1986. But after renting from 
Bev for some time, she start-
ed getting the itch to start 
her own salon, and when the 
opportunity arose for her to 
take over the salon from Bev, 
she jumped on it.

“I talked to Bev and at 
that time she wanted to sell, 
as she was sick of owning a 
bigger salon,” Lori said. “In 
1990 I bought the building 
and took over ownership, 
changed the name, and re-
modeled.”

Some of the staff from 
Bev’s stayed on once Lori 
took over the business, and 
they added new people to 
their sta�  as the years went 
on. The girls who work for 
Lori all rent their chairs, have 
their own clientele, and they 
get to be their own boss.

Since taking over the busi-
ness and location from Bev in 
the 90s, Lori has continued 
to expand where she could, 
adding a new waiting area 

and most recently, a bou-
tique to the front of the store.

“We put in the boutique 
in the front room,” she said. 
“This was established last 
year, and I have all women 
owned businesses out there. 
It’s open to the public and 
open the same hours as the 
salon. It has been going re-
ally well, and we will soon be 
celebrating a year of having 
that.”

When reflecting on the 
past 35 years at Personal 
Preference Salon, there were 
many highlights that Lori 
reminisces over. One specif-
ic memory she recalled was 
about the “Go Pro Spa Day” 
that Lori used to host in the 
salon.

“In 2016 we did a wom-
en’s day, it was a community 
event sponsored by the Hope 
Center and done entirely 
through local churches,” she 
said. “We had all women vol-
unteers volunteering in this 
salon. We had about 20 wom-
en from the community who 
received manicures, pedi-
cures, wash and blow outs, 
we had a Mary Kay team, a 
hair styling team, and they 
would go from station to sta-
tion.

“It was a great little lady’s 
makeover day,” she said. “We 
did that for about four years 
in a row but had to stop be-
cause of COVID. We did it 
(one more time) in 2021 but 
that was the last year. � ose 
were really a big highlight of 
the salon. It brought a lot of 

joy to a lot of women.”
Lori also re� ected on how 

often the salon puts gift bas-
kets together for any local 
bene� t and charity event that 
asks for them. She put an em-
phasis on always wanting to 
do what she can to support 
her local community.

“We are all about Le Roy,” 
Lori said.

The 35-year celebration 
was this past Saturday, and 
the event itself received a 
lot of support from the local 
community — almost the 
salon’s entire staff and the 
vendors who supply the bou-
tique in the front of the store 
were able to attend.

� e event featured many 
traveling crafters and ven-
dors making a stop in Le Roy, 
and had plenty of food for at-
tendees to eat.

“I did a dessert bar (for 
the event),” Lori said. “Hen-
ry’s Deli, we got things from 
them, and we got things from 
Kade’s. Nancy Mullen, a local 
baker, did the cake and the 
cake pops. Batavia Balloons 
did the balloons, they did an 
amazing job. We just sup-
ported local where we could. 
It was a big social for four 
hours,” Steinbrenner said.

Looking ahead now that 
the 35-year milestone has 
passed, Lori has no plans of 
slowing down or stopping.

“I just want to keep grow-
ing and keep going. I don’t 
plan on quitting any time 
soon, so we will see where it 
goes,” Lori said.

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Le Roy police have ramped 
up efforts to regulate traffic 
passing through the village.

In the past, o�  cers relied 
mostly on mobile speed trail-
ers for speed detection and 
regulation in the village, and 
residents can still find the 
trailers currently parked in 
various locations around Le 
Roy.

Although those methods 
can be e� ective tools for law 
enforcement, the depart-
ment recently received a 
grant through the state Law 
Enforcement Tech Grant Pro-
gram through Gov. Kathy Ho-
chul, to invest in further steps 
to monitor tra�  c.

Along with the mobile 
speed trailers, residents can 
now � nd speed display signs 

being installed in different 
locations across the village, 
said Chief Greg Kellogg of the 
Le Roy police. � e signs are 
a more permanent � xture to 
their location than the mobile 
trailers, and two have already 
been set up.

“The radar-based speed 
display signs — similar to the 
ones used in Bergen — are 
part of our ongoing e� ort to 
improve traffic safety and 
driver awareness throughout 
the Village,” Kellogg said.

“These signs display mo-

torists’ current speed in real 
time and serve as a visual 
reminder to slow down if 
they’re exceeding the limit,” 
he continued. “Fixed signs are 
currently in place on Gilbert 
Street and Wolcott Street, with 
installations scheduled short-
ly for North Street and South 
Street.”

With the speed display 
signs placed in strategic loca-
tions around Le Roy, the de-
partment can virtually double 
its e� orts for speed regulation.

� e mobile speed trailers 
will continue to be in use as 
well, and residents have the 
ability to request for the de-
partment to deploy one in 
their neighborhood. Anyone 
interested in the service can 
reach out to O�  cer William 
Riley at wriley@leroypolice.
org.

Kellogg hopes that with 
these new and increased 
methods of digital speed 
monitoring, motorists in the 
village will better comply with 
village speed limits without 
the need for pulling people 
over and issuing tickets.

“Our agency’s goal is to 
encourage voluntary compli-
ance with speed limits rather 
than relying on enforcement 
through citations whenever 
possible,” he said. “� ese tools 
help achieve that by making 
drivers more aware of their 
speed in real time,” Kellogg 
said.

Along with increased speed 
detection village wide, the po-
lice department has also tak-
en a step to address a separate 
tra�  c issue.

There has been an ongo-
ing issue on Wolcott Street in 
which tractor-tailers coming 
up Route 19 will use Wolcott 
Street to cut across to Route 
5. To help combat the issue, a 
large digital sign has now been 
installed on the intersection of 
Wolcott and Route 19 to pro-
vide a more in-your-face de-
terrent reminding truckers to 
avoid taking Wolcott Street, or 
risk getting a ticket.

“Wolcott Street is 
weight-restricted to 5 tons and 
is not suitable for heavy truck 
tra�  c,” Kellogg said. “Despite 
this, we’ve experienced on-
going issues with semi-trucks 
using the street as a shortcut, 
creating safety concerns and 
disturbing residents.

“� e sign was installed to 
reinforce the existing restric-
tion and redirect truck tra�  c 
to more appropriate routes — 
especially important given the 
street’s residential nature and 
its proximity to school zones,” 
he said.

With the new sign and the 
new speed detectors coming 
in around Le Roy, the police 
department are hopeful that 
the continued issues with 
both cars speeding in the vil-
lage and tractor-trailers on 
Wolcott Street will start to sig-
nificantly decrease moving 
forward.

Local History

After the end of the Civil 
War, Benjamin Stephen-
son in Decatur, Illinois, 
founded a veteran’s group 
known as the Grand Army 
of the Republic. It was or-
ganized as a brotherhood 

for Union veterans who had 
served between April 12, 
1861, and April 9, 1865. It’s 
official founding date was 
April 9, 1866. GAR Posts 
were founded all across the 
North. They pioneered fu-
neral rituals and customs 
for their members. This in-

cluded a firing team as a fi-
nal tribute and the playing 
of taps. Graves were deco-
rated with floral tributes, 
a wreath, and a U.S. flag. 
The Le Roy GAR Staunton 
Post #386 was chartered 
on September 6, 1883. It 
was named for Lieutenant 
Colonel Phineas Staunton, 
who had served in the Civ-
il War in Company F and S 
of the 100th Regiment New 
York Infantry. He enlisted 
in 1861 and served through 
1862 and was wounded 
at the Battle of Fair Oaks. 
Staunton died after the war 
in 1867 while on an expedi-
tion to South America. Le 
Roy also had the Shedd Post 
GAR, named after Major 
John W. Shedd of the 105th 
NY Regiment. He was born 
in 1808 and died in 1881 
and is buried in Machpelah 
Cemetery. Records for the 
Shedd Post have not been 
found and it is possible that 
they are in Albany.

The original records of 
the Staunton GAR Post are 
on file with the Le Roy His-
torical Society and were 
transcribed by Bill Lane 
many years ago. One of the 
more interesting records 
is about Oscar F. Geer who 
was born in Attica on Octo-
ber 11, 1844, and enlisted at 
Le Roy on February 1, 1862, 
as a Private in Company E 
105th Regiment NY Infantry 
for a period of three years. 
He was discharged on Jan-
uary 10, 1863, at Washing-
ton by reason of a gunshot 
wound through the thigh. 
He reenlisted on August 5, 
1863, as a Private in Com-
pany E 76th Regiment NY 
Volunteer Infantry for three 
years and was transferred 
to Company H 12 Regiment 
Veterans Reserve Corps in 
December 1864 and was 
discharged as Corporal at 
Roch Barracks, Washington 
on July 27, 1865, by reason 
of Special Order #4. He was 
wounded at the Battle of 
Bull Run on August 29, 1862, 
and again at Cold Harbor on 

June 3, 1864. He was taken 
prisoner at Bull Run and 
paroled on the field August 
30, 1862. He was in the hos-
pital at Alexandria, VA and 
Washington D.C. Was in the 
Battles of Cedar Mountain, 
Bull Run and Cold Harbor.” 
His GAR record goes on to 
tell this unusual story: “As 
a diversion the Colonel 
had the Long Roll sounded 
to see how the boys would 
turn out. Some of them 
were so excited that they 
put on their pantaloons on 
the wrong side before and 
their cartridge boxes on the 
wrong side. Some were bare 
headed, and a number were 
wounded through mistake 
and some had to wear a 
ball and chain for loading 
their guns without orders 
and the Colonel was placed 
under arrest for having the 
Long Roll sounded when 
there was no enemy.” Os-
car Geer’s name appears on 
the Soldiers’ Monument on 
Trigon Park, having served 
in the “War of the Rebel-
lion.” Oscar Geer died Nov 
7, 1930, at the age of 84 and 
was buried in Machpelah 
Cemetery. His grave is one 
of over 500 that will be dec-
orated with an American 
Flag on Memorial Day.

The tradition of Memo-
rial Day, known for many 
years as Decoration Day, 
was supposedly initiated 
by General John Logan, 
Commander of the National 
GAR who chose May 30 ac-
cording to legend because 
it fell on a day that wasn’t 
an anniversary of a Civ-
il War battle. Nearby Wa-
terloo, N.Y. claims that it is 
the birthplace of Memorial 
Day. That became official 
on March 7, 1966, when 
Governor Nelson Rocke-
feller proclaimed Waterloo 
the birthplace of Memori-
al Day. A few months later, 
President Lyndon Johnson, 
signed into law Resolution 
587 which declared Water-
loo the birthplace of Memo-
rial Day.

However,  historians 
Daniel Bellware and Rich-
ard Gardiner, in their book 
“The Genesis of Memorial 
Day in America” write that 
at least twenty Southern 
communities claim to have 
held memorial services pri-
or to those held in Waterloo. 
This includes the story of 
a cemetery that was ded-
icated on May 1, 1865, by 
a group of recently eman-
cipated slaves in Charles-
ton, South Carolina. The 
GAR was the driving force 
behind changing Decora-
tion Day to Memorial Day 
because it was more digni-
fied. But it must be remem-
bered that Decoration Day 
was the term preferred in 
the South and according to 
some sources, Decoration 
Day, not Memorial Day is 
celebrated in the South. In 
some southern communi-
ties Decoration Day is cel-
ebrated on Jefferson Davis’ 
birthday, June 3.

The GAR advocated for 
soldiers’ home and larg-

er pensions for veterans. It 
supported voting rights for 
Black veterans. It reached 
its peak membership in 
1890 when there were 
410,00 active members. 
The GAR supported the 
introduction of Flag Day 
which was established in 
1916 on June 14. In 1948, 
the U.S. Post Office issued 
a GAR postage stamp. And 
in Washington D.C. there is 
a GAR memorial. Route 6 
through the United States 
has been known as the GAR 
Highway. The last National 
GAR Encampment was held 
in Indianapolis in 1949, and 
the GAR was dissolved in 
1956 with the death of its 
last member.

This year, a 35-star flag, 
with the names of all of the 
Le Roy Civil War Veterans, 
will be presented at the Le 
Roy Memorial Day com-
memoration on Trigon 
Park. The names include 
3 Black veterans, and the 
names of ten men who died 
preserving the Union.

Lori Trader is celebrating a 
10th anniversary as the owner 
of No Finer Diner. As she re-
cently said, “How the heck did 
I make it!” If you’ve ever been 
to No Finer Diner, it’s pretty 
obvious that it’s due to a lot of 
hard work. Lori grew up on a 
dairy farm in Morganville and 
knows what hard work is all 
about.

She graduated from Le 
Roy High School in 1987 and 
worked for her grandmother 
on Main Street. She learned 
the ropes at the Alabama Ho-
tel and waited on tables at 
many other places. She even 
worked at Scooters which was 
the former restaurant in place 
she owns now at 140 West 
Main just past Top’s Plaza.

She laughs when she tells 
the story about how she came 
up with the name for “No Fin-
er Diner.” She was working at 
Sport of Kings in Batavia and 
was telling a customer that 
she planned to open a restau-
rant in Le Roy. She asked him, 
“What should I name it?” And 
immediately he said, “No Fin-
er Diner – just like the story on 
Steinfeld.” And sure enough, 
Lori opened No Finer Diner, 
originally on Main Street a 
couple of doors from the old 

Creekside restaurant.
That was in 2015 and at the 

same time, she was running a 
bed and breakfast in the cir-
cle at Griswold Road near the 
Thruway. She had bought the 
bed and breakfast and totally 
remodeled it. Folks that would 
stay there got a voucher for 
breakfast at No Finer Diner in 
town. Lori said though she got 
a little bit more than what she 
wanted, so she sold the bed 
and breakfast and concentrat-
ed on the restaurant.

When the building that 
used to house Scooters be-
came available, she decid-
ed to move. Everything got 
a new coat of paint. She had 
to rebuild part of the floor 

and then Lori added her own 
special interior decorations. 
Unfortunately, the exact day 
she was ready to open the 
door, New York State closed 
all the restaurants because of 
COVID.

“The only thing that saved 
us was that the Health De-
partment allowed us to 
serve ice cream through the 
drive through. Then it was 
six months before we were 
allowed to open the restau-
rant. We had to have barriers 
between the booths and the 
tables all had to be really far 
apart. How we survived, only 
God knows,” she said.

But survive she did, and 
you can get a sense of Lori’s 

positive outlook by reading 
all the words and sayings on 
the walls. Lori says that she 
believes that people need a 
positive boost. Kind words. 
People even take photos of the 
sayings on the walls. And Lori 
makes sure the folks that work 
for her have a positive attitude.

When you drive around 
to the parking lot in the back, 
you may have noticed her 
barn quilt outside. The idea 
was taken from a painting in-
side the restaurant with Lori’s 
Labrador retrievers. There’s 
Barbara, Nellie, Helen, An-
nie, and Bailey. Each one is a 
different color. Dogs are very 
special to Lori, and folks are 
invited to post photographs 

of their dogs on a huge bulle-
tin board in the dining room. 
Just last week, Lori added a 
life-sized dog statue inside 
the front door. Lori named her 
Helen.

A couple of years ago, Lori’s 
cook suddenly quit on a Sun-
day and all of a sudden Lori 
had to cook for the folks walk-
ing in the door. She had never 
cooked before, but she put on 
the apron and started cook-
ing. That lasted for about two 
hours, and she had to close 
down the restaurant until she 
could find another cook. She 
now cooks every Sunday, and 
ask anybody who stops by, 
she’s mastered the cooking 
part of her job. Four years ago, 

she hired Terry, who drives 
out from Rochester at 4:30 
in the morning and starts 
prepping food for the day. Ev-
erything at No Finer Diner is 
homemade — salads, soups, 
sauces, and main courses. Ev-
eryday there are specials writ-
ten on the blackboard, but the 
regular menu is always avail-
able. Terry brought with him 
a Poutine menu, and Lori in-
sisted on a hotdog menu with 
Zweigles red hots.

As soon as the weather 
warms up, Lori is opening 
some outdoor seating with 
bright colored umbrellas 
and a special menu. The ice 
cream drive through is open 
every day and the menu of-
fers soft serve ice cream, hard 
ice cream, smoothies, snow 
cones, and slushies.

Lori has a lot of regular cus-
tomers who stop by for break-
fast or lunch. Sometimes it’s 
just for a cup of coffee. Friday 
nights they offer dinner, but 
a breakfast menu is always 
available. Folks come from 
Batavia, Rochester, Perry 
and just about everywhere in 
Western New York but check 
the license plates in the park-
ing lot. The word’s gotten out 
that Le Roy has a No Finer 
Diner.

BATAVIA — There will be 
no points during which the 
cast of “Jesus Christ Super-
star” turns to spoken dialogue.

The Village of Le Roy is in 
the process of updating its 
Comprehensive Plan (CP), 
originally created in 2001, to 
better reflect the current chal-
lenges and opportunities our 
community faces. This plan 
will serve as a roadmap for 
our future, outlining a shared 
vision and the necessary steps 
to make it a reality. I’m hon-
ored to be part of the Steering 
Committee—a group of local 
residents working alongside 
our Village Mayor, Village 
Board, and the Genesee/Fin-
ger Lakes Regional Planning 

Council (GFLRPC)—to com-
plete this important project 
this year.

Community involvement 
is central to this planning 
process. Through surveys 
and public workshops, we’re 
gathering input to ensure the 
plan reflects what truly mat-
ters to the people of Le Roy 
and have their voices heard. 
Last week, our second com-
munity workshop was held at 
Memorial Auditorium, led by 
Jenny Lowenstein from the 
GFLRPC. Jenny provided an 
update on the work complet-
ed since our first workshop in 
January and guided attendees 
through a “preferences” exer-

cise. This activity allowed us to 
prioritize key community fea-
tures such as neighborhoods, 
storefronts, parking, and com-
munity gathering spaces. The 
community input we received 
will play a key role in shaping 
the strategies and priorities 
outlined in the final plan. I am 
proud to say that our Village 
leadership is fully committed 
to turning these ideas into ac-
tion.

When I decided to run for 
County Legislator for Le Roy 
District 5, one of the first re-
sources I explored was the 
Genesee 2050 County Com-
prehensive Plan, updated 
in 2021. I would not have 

thought to look for this plan 
had I not been involved with 
the Village CP. Reviewing both 
plans raised important ques-
tions for me—especially re-
garding how the Village plan 
will align with the broader 
County plan. These concerns 
became even more evident 
during our recent workshop, 
as community members 
expressed strong preferenc-
es that may not match well 
with plans undertaken by the 
County in our community,

A good example of this is 
the ongoing conversation 
about affordable housing for 
our aging population. In Le 
Roy, developments like Ivy 

Village can offer affordable 
and accessible patio homes 
for this population, yet they 
can also highlight potential 
inconsistencies with our com-
munity vision as it relates to 
design, layout and commu-
nity integration. Phase II of 
Ivy Village is currently under 
discussion (adding 10 more 
buildings and 20 units mod-
eled after the current design), 
and I encourage residents to 
stay informed and involved. 
A public meeting will be 
scheduled soon to review this 
proposed expansion. Even 
though our Village CP is still 
in development, I strongly 
believe that the input we have 

gathered from our residents 
should help guide both cur-
rent and future development 
decisions.
