PROPOSITION NUMBER 1
ANNUAL BUDGET

Shall the following resolution be adopted?

RESOLVED, that the budget for the Warsaw Central School 
District, County of Wyoming, New
York (the “District”), for the fiscal year commencing July 1, 
2026 and ending June 30, 2027 as presented by the Board 
of Education, is hereby approved and adopted and the 
required funds therefore are hereby appropriated and the 
necessary real property taxes required shall be raised by a 
tax on the taxable property in the District to be levied and 
collected as required by law.

PROPOSITION NUMBER 2
LOCAL LIBRARY APPROPRIATION

Shall the following resolution be adopted?

RESOLVED, that the annual appropriation for the operation 
of the Warsaw Public Library be
increased from $47,821to $48,777 and that the Board of 
Education of the Warsaw Central School District, Wyoming 
County, New York, be authorized to levy and collect the 
necessary taxes in the District for payment thereof.

AND FURTHER NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that an 
election for members of the Board shall be held to fill two 
(2) at-large vacancy created by the expiration, on June 
30, 2026, of the term of Board members, Stephen Tarbell, 
II and Kristina Baker. The two candidates receiving the 
largest number of votes shall each be elected to a five-year 
term commencing July 1, 2026 and expiring June 30, 2031.

AND FURTHER NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that all 
candidates for the office of member of the Board shall 
be nominated by petition.

AND FURTHER NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that only 
qualified voters of the District shall be entitled to vote at the 
Annual Meeting and Election. A qualified voter is one who 
is (1) a citizen of the United States of America, (2) eighteen 
years of age or older, and (3) resident within the District 
for a period of thirty (30) days next preceding the Annual 
Meeting and Election.

AND FURTHER NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that 
applications for absentee and early mail ballots may be 
obtained at the office of the District Clerk during regular 
business hours (excluding Saturdays, Sundays and 
holidays).

If 
a military voter designates a preference for facsimile 
transmission or electronic mail but does not provide 
the necessary facsimile number or e-mail address, the 
board of education shall transmit the military ballot 
application or military ballot by mail and request the 
omitted information. The military voter must, however, 
return his/her original military ballot application and 
military ballot by mail or in person, regardless of how 
the absentee application or ballot was received. The 
District Clerk shall transmit the military voter’s military 
ballot in accord with the military voter’s preferred 
method of transmission, or if not preference by mail, 
not later than April 24, 2026. The District Clerk must 
then receive the military voter’s military ballot by mail 
not later than 5:00 p.m. on the day of the vote.

AND FURTHER NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that the 
qualified voters of the School District shall be entitled 
to vote at said annual vote and election. A qualified 
voter is one who is (1) a citizen of the United States 
of America, (2) eighteen years of age or older, and 
(3) resident within the School District for a period of 
thirty (30) days next preceding the annual vote and 
election. The School District may require all persons 
offering to vote at the budget vote and election to 
provide one form of proof of residency pursuant to 
Education Law Section 2018-c. Such form may include 
a driver’s license, a non-driver identification card, a 
utility bill, or a voter registration card. Upon offer of 
proof of residency, the School District may also require 
all persons offering to vote to provide their signature, 
printed name and address.

not such expenditures were financed in whole or in part from the Fund); (D) the proceeds from the sale of unneeded real or personal property owned by the 
District, if permitted by law and if so directed by the Board; (E) one or more other reserve funds of the District; and/or (F) such other sources as the Board or 
the voters of the District may direct from time to time, all as may be permitted by law.

4. To approve the sum of $102,830.00 be raised by the annual levy of a tax upon the taxable real property within the Pembroke Central School District for 
the purpose of funding the operating budget of the Corfu Public Library.

1. To elect one member of the Board for a five-year term, commencing July 1, 2026 and expiring June 30, 2031, to succeed Amber Winters, whose term 
expires on June 30, 2026,
