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Itwasan absolute thriller
on Wednesday night in the
Section V Class B2 champi-
onship game between No.
6 Le Roy girls basketball
and No. 1 Cuba-Rushford/
Bolivar-Richburg, as the
game went to overtime be-
fore a winner was named
and ended with the Oatkan
Knights claiming its first
sectional title since 2007
with a final score of 50-42.

The first quarter opened
up with both teams neck-
and-neck, as defense was
the name of the game
throughout the early go-
ings. Le Roy would ulti-
mately take a slight 9-8
advantage by the end of the
quarter.

Things stayed tight
through the second quar-
ter as well, until a 3-point-
er made by Kylie Wilson
sparked the team a bit and
gave the Oatkan Knights a
more comfortable 17-12
lead by halftime.

Once play resumed after
the half, the Le Roy offense
took off in the third quarter
with the team hitting a se-
ries of inside the arc shots
and layups to run up the
lead all the way to 30-22.

Things got much more
intense on into the fourth
though, as C-R/B-R rallied
all the way back after hit-
ting a number of key shots,
including two contested
3-pointers in arow, to bring
the score to a tie down the
stretch.

Le Roy’s Maddie Pad-
dock sank a layup to bring
the lead back to two, which
was followed by one made
free throw to give the Oat-
kan Knights a narrow
three-point lead with only
seconds remaining.

Then the unthinkable
happened, as C-R/B-R’s
Aubrey Williams nailed a
3-pointer in the final sec-
onds to tie things back up.

This was followed by a
somewhat confusing move,
with C-R/B-R intention-
ally fouling Le Roy’s Kylie
Wilson after hitting the
game-tying basket, which
could have costed them the
game right there. However,
after the free throws didn’t
fall, the game went into OT
to decide a champion.

Wilson also received
tournament all-star hon-
ors, and finished the game
with 10 total points.

Rounding out the top
performances for the Oat-
kan Knights was Makenna
Gallo with nine points, and
Cora Weaver seven points.

For C-R/B-R, Lilly Far-
well paced the team with
a game-high 17 points.
Williams got 14 points,
and Lily Thompkins got 11
points.

It has been a remarkable
run for Le Roy this post
season, as the team came
into sectionals sitting at a
10-10 record and the No.
6 seed. Despite this, head
coach Anthony Macaluso
said that after finishing the
regular season strong, he
knew this team could go far
during the tournament.

“Well, we felt, you know,
really the last five games of
the regular season, that we
were headed in the right
direction. We didn’t view
ourselves as a team with
10 losses in the sixth seed.
We knew we played Avon
close two games. We knew
Marcus Whitman was right
there with us. We knew we
were comparable to Cu-
ba(-Rushford). So, we felt
like we could really make
a run as long as we kept
playing hard and doing the
right things along the way,”
Macaluso said.

Caton, who was named
the Class B2 tournament
MVP after winning the
championship, said that
the defense has been a big
part of the team’s success
this postseason.

“I think we really push
our defense like a lot in
practice, every game we

all commit, and we got to
get this done on defense.
If we're not taking shots,
our defense will make up
for it. Even if we’re having
abad game, we always have
a good defensive game, no
matter what,” Caton said.

The defense was once
again impressive in this
game, which helped gift the
team the title win.

“Well, they're all always
on the same page (on de-
fense).

Caton discussed that
while the road only gets

“No matter what, we got
to push ourselves. I think
we have a good shot, even
though they are maybe
better than us. We lost to
Dansville once. That was
mid-season where we were
in a span of like five games
in a week. So, I think if we
keep pushing in practice,
and this definitely will help
a lot, our win (on Wednes-
day), want us to do better
this next game,” Caton said.

Two well-known restau-
rants are embroiled in a
legal battle over trade se-
crets, after Stafford’s Red
Osier Landmark Restau-
rant filed a lawsuit accus-
ing Sunny’s Restaurant in
Batavia and two of its em-
ployees of stealing secret
recipes.

The case, filed in Gene-
see County Supreme Court
in February, accuses chefs
Nicole Granata and Jus-
tin Newmark of taking the
secret recipes with them
when they left their jobs
at the Red Osier, and con-
spiring with Sunny’s own-
er David Snyder to use the
recipes in their new jobs at
Sunny’s.

The Red Osier’s com-
plaint doesn’t specify
which recipes the steak-
house contends were
stolen, though it lists as
examples the signature
prime rib, twin cold water
lobster tails, mahi mahi
mango salsa and bourbon
glazed salmon, all of which
appear on the Sunny’s din-
ner menu.

In its filing, the Red
Osier demands that Sun-
ny’s return the recipes and
destroy all copies, stop
selling and advertising the
dishes and issue a public
retraction.

Snyder, Granata and
Newmark haven't yet filed
official responses, which
are due by March 16. The
first hearing in the case
will take place on March 23
in Buffalo.

Reached by phone, both
Snyder and Red Osier
co-owner Steve Foster
declined to comment, de-
ferring to their attorneys.
The Red Osier’s attorney,
John Refermat, declined to
comment, while Snyder’s
attorney, Ted Graney, did
not return a call from The
Daily News.

Granata, speaking on
behalf of herself and New-
mark, also declined to
comment.

Settlement more likely
than extended litigation,
experts say

Proving in court that a
recipe is a trade secret is
a difficult task, said Steve
Kayman, an attorney

and adjunct professor at
Brooklyn Law School.

“I think many people’s
first reaction is going to be:
Really? Twin cold lobster
tails and signature prime
rib is something secret?”
Kayman said. “If I'm a
judge, Iwould press on the
definition of a trade se-
cret. Number one, it has to
be not known outside the
plaintiffs by people who
could make use of it, it has
to be notreadily ascertain-
able, meaning you can'’t
figure it out easily from the
outside looking in; num-
ber two, it has to provide
value because of secrecy;
and number three, it has
to be subject to reasonable
efforts to keep it secret.”

“It looks like the plain-
tiff was ticked that all
these people left to form
a competitor, and maybe
didn’t give enough notice
or weren't upfront about
what they were doing, and
you wonder if that’s what
really led to this,” he said.

Kayman pointed to Buf-
fets, Inc. v. Klinke, a 1996
case in which a federal
circuit judge ruled that a

major buffet chain’s reci-
pes weren't trade secrets,
despite the defendants
stealing and copying
the recipes for their own
restaurant, because the
dishes could be easily rep-
licated.

Even assuming the reci-
pes are trade secrets, such
lawsuits rarely succeed,
said Jack A. Gordon, an
attorney and former chair
of the New York City Bar’s
Hospitality Law Commit-
tee.

“If you don't specifical-
ly identify what it is that
you're claiming trade se-
cret protection on at the
time you have somebody
come on board — that’s
the best time to do it and
sign a nondisclosure and
confidentiality agreement
— you're not going to pre-
vail in court,” Gordon said.

“If it’s just a matter of
a generic statement in
the employee handbook
that says, ‘We have a lot
of trade secrets with our
recipes; please acknowl-
edge receipt of the hand-
book, that’s probably not
going to hold water as a

claim that can survive to a
verdict,” he said. “They’re
[The Red Osier] looking for
a temporary restraining
order and an injunction.
The standard for that is
pretty high.”

More likely, Kayman
said, the Red Osier is seek-
ing to force Sunny’s and
the former employees to
negotiate a settlement.

“I would think it’s to
send a message to the de-

fendants that the plain-
tiff is ticked and to bring
them to the table, and then
they'll strike some kind of
deal, in all likelihood, to
not use certain recipes or
to not serve certain kinds
of food for some period of
time. That would be typ-
ical,” he said. “It doesn’t
look like it’s really worth it
for anyone to actually liti-
gate this thing”

Cora Talmage Woodward
was born August 10, 1859, in
Baldwinsville near Syracuse.
Her parents were Enos and
Emily Reid Talmage and they
moved to Pavilion Center and
lived on a farm on the top of
“Hendy Hill” where Cora grew
up. There is no account of how
Cora met Orator Woodward,
but on January 19, 1882, twen-
ty-two year old Cora Talmage
married ayoungsuccessful Le-
Roy businessman who would
become famous as the own-
er of the Genesee Pure Food
Company which owned the
rights to Jell-O. Woodward was
born in 1856 in North Bergen.
His father had died during the
Civil War and Orator’s mother
Phoebe, decided to move her
family to LeRoy. Orator at-
tended school for a while, but
when he was twelve, he went
to work for A.F. Bartow, who
had succeeded Jacob LeRoy as
land agent for the 86,000 acre
Triangle Tract. Bartow lived
in Jacob’s old house on East
Main Street, now the home of
the LeRoy Historical Society.
Mrs. Bartow remembered that
young Orator Woodward “was
full of ideas, energy, and talk,
brimming over at all times."
Orator worked for the Bartows
as a stable boy and footman
and he went with them to Chi-
cago when they moved. When
he moved back to LeRoy a few
years later, he was heard to say,
“Someday, everybody that I
am serving will be licking my
bootstraps.” Young Orator tried
his hand at several business
ventures including Plaster of
Paris balls for trap shooting
and medicated Plaster of Par-
is eggs that would be placed
under a chicken to kill lice.
He had a small factory on Mill
Street. After their marriage,
Woodward acquired a variety
of patent medicine businesses
and moved the production to
rooms above 17 Main Street.
In the meantime, Cora and Or-
ator began a family. Cora had
their first child, Ernest, nine
months after their wedding.
Eventually the family grew
to include four boys - Ernest,
Paul, Orator Jr. and Donald,
and two girls, Eleanor and
Helen. The young family grew
up on South Street in LeRoy
and then moved to the Tillou
house - the house east of Le-
RoyHouse.

‘Herstory’ of the Woodwards

Success and econom-
ic prosperity grew as Orator
Woodward purchased the
trademark “Jell-O” from a Le-
Roy neighbor, Pearle Wait for
$450in 1899. Woodward builta
factory on North Street and in-
vested in an advertising agen-
cyin New York City. He moved
his family into a remodeled
brickhome on East Main Street
which he called “Hill-Bar” The
large house accommodated
the family and several ser-
vants. Woodward described it
as a French Chateau. Folks in
LeRoy said it looked more like
a house with silos on the cor-
ners. Unfortunately, as success
grew, Orator’s health failed. He
suffered a stroke in 1905 and a
fewmonthslater, died on Janu-
ary 21, 1906. He was forty-nine
years old. His youngest child,
Helen was only seven. His
oldest son, Ernest was twen-
ty-three. Ironically, Orator
died in 1906 and the following
year, Jell-O’s gross sales would
surpass $1 million. Orator’s
will stipulated that the factory
and the business would be left
to Cora, Ernest, and a broth-
er-in-law, Thomas Larkin. A
large trust was established and
eventually two thirds would
be divided between his living
children and the remainder
would go to Cora. She was to
serve as president of the board
of trustees of the company. The
minutes of the Board of Trust-
ees of the Genesee Pure Food
Company are preserved in the
rare book archives at the Uni-
versity of Rochester. There is
little indication of how active
Cora was on the board, but
during that time, the business
grew from $800,000 to over $3
million. Her son, Ernest after
ten years would control the
company.

Cora’s lifestyle changed dra-
matically after her husband’s
death. It was said that Orator
was a strict disciplinarian and
was known to physically pun-
ish the children. He was partic-
ularly

stingy and didn’t allow Cora
to buy new clothes. Cora, no
longer under the thumb of her
husband, enjoyed going to
concerts dressed in a purple
satin opera cape, embroidered
with spider webs of silver
thread. The cape is in the col-
lection of the Historical Soci-
ety. Cora also enjoyed collect-
ing rare books and had one of
the finest libraries in the area.

She was an active member of
the Women's Club and the His-
tory of Art Club as well as the
LeRoy Chapter of the Daugh-
ters of the American Revolu-
tion. She was an active mem-
ber of the Methodist Church
andin 1918 donated moneyfor
the purchase of a pipe organ,
manufactured by the Estay Or-
gan Company of Brattleboro,
Vermont. Her will provided an
additional $10,000 bequest for
additional money for the up-
keep of the Methodist parson-
age. The family owned the only
double cottage at the Method-
ist camp on Silver Lake. She
purchased land for an athletic
field behind the school and
she purchased the Kellogg
home on the corner of Church
Street, with the intention of
turning it into a community
center. Unfortunately, a fire in
the house interrupted those
plans and the house wasrazed.

In 1910, Cora’s son, Paul
died of pneumonia while in
Baltimore. He was twenty-four.
Cora had all of her stationary
edged in mourning black. Lat-
er, Cora would admonish her
youngest son, Don, not to fol-
low in his brother’s footsteps.
Many of those letters are in the
archives at the Historical Soci-
ety.
Perhaps the most notable
project that Cora undertook
was the building of a new mu-
nicipal building after the old
one on Bank Street burned.
She bought the Steinmetz
and Strobel property on the
corner of West Main and Clay
Street and was willing to do-
nate it to the Village but there
were stipulations. She said:
“T'am perfectly willing to turn
the deed to them as soon as I
have the assurance that a suit-
able building will be erected
on them. The village fathers
dragged their feet but finally
agreed to hire noted Rochester
architect Claude Bragdon to
design the building. LeRoyans
raised $7500 which was used
to purchase a bell for the fire
tower in the Municipal Build-
ing. A simple brass plaque with
hername, “Cora Woodward” is
in the hall opposite the Village
Clerk’s office.

Cora retired from the Board
of the Trustees, and when Hel-
en, her youngest child became
eighteen, Cora and Helen
moved to Buffalo. After Helen
was married, Cora moved to
Pasadena, California where

she died on November 9, 1923.
She left an estate of $3,566,730.
($67,840,000 today). Most of
the money was left to her chil-
dren. She was laid to rest next
to her husband in the Wood-
ward mausoleum at Mach-
pelah Cemetery.

Cora’s memorial service
was held in her son’s house on
East Main Street. He had torn
down his father’s house, Hill
Bar, and built a magnificent
home known as the Poplar
Lane Farm. Ernest had mar-
ried Edith Hartwell on New
Year’s Eve in 1903 in the Gus-
tavus Morgan house at 53 West
Main Street. The huge Itali-
anate house was awedding gift
from Ernest’s father. When Er-
nest and Edith moved to Pop-
lar Lane, Ernest gave the huge
house to the LeRoy American
Legion.

Edith Hartwell Woodward
was born in Pavilion and
graduated from LeRoy High
School in 1896. She graduated
from Geneseo Normal School
and taught for a short while in
LeRoy. She was a member of
the LeRoy Women's Club, the
LeRoy Historical Society, the
Country Club of Rochesterand
the Genesee Valley Club. She
attended St. Mark’s Church
and belonged to the Willows
Tennis Club, as well as the Staf-
ford Country Club, which had
been founded by her husband.

In Bill Brown’s book, “Gen-
esee’s Rich and Famous” he
writes about Edith: “Her con-
cerns were quietly considered

and expressed. . . . she want-
ed the hamlet of Lime Rock
spruced up and somehow it
was. She was concerned that
LeRoy have a proper zoning
ordinance and one was ad-
opted. $75,000 was given to
the Children’s Home in Bata-
via. It annoyed her that Notre
Dame, a private high school
near Woodward Field in Bata-
via, was not allowed to play its
football games on the athletic
field (that) her husband’s gen-
erositymade possible ‘ The use
of public school property by a
Catholic school was ruled il-
legal . . . so in 1954, Edith gave
money to Notre Dame to pur-
chase its own athletic field
across Union Street. She also
made possible a new athletic
field for LeRoy public schools
which included a soccer prac-
tice area, a quarter mile track
and parking for 385 cars off
South Street. When Edith died
in 1955, she left an estate of
more than $12 million. The
University of Rochester was
major beneficiary. It received
Popular Lane farm and seven-
typercent of the residual estate
to be added to the University
endowment fund — — The
house was given to the U of R
as a retreat house. A blue and
gold sign stood by the entrance
driveway: “Woodward House
University of Rochester” (That
signisnow atthe LeRoy Histor-
ical Society.) It was stipulated
that if the University no longer
wanted the house, it would be
torn down. After four years,

because it was too far from
the main campus in Roches-
ter and it was rarely used, the
house on Poplar Lane was torn
down, and the land was sold
offin buildinglots. Itisnow the
area of Woodward Drive and
Garden Lane.

In 1946, after Donald Wood-
ward’s wife Florence moved
out of the huge house on East
Main Road opposite the golf
course, Ernest bought the
property and it became the
Edith Hartwell Clinic for chil-
dren with neuromuscular
issues operated by the Univer-
sity of Rochester. The second
floor was divided into bed-
rooms for children who board-
ed at the school. It closed in
1958. The house was empty for
several years and then in May
1963, it was converted into a
retreat house for the Sisters of
Mercy and became known as
Mercygrove. As their numbers
dwindled, the house once
again was empty. It was sold
and became the home to the
Mercedarian Fathers, and it
is now owned by Jim Gombo-
rone and is rented as an event
center.

Thelegacy of the Woodward
family s often told through the
stories of the Woodward men,
but there is no doubt that the
Woodward women played
an important role with their
philanthropyandleadership.

Under four new conser-
vation agreements, 1,002
acres of Le Roy farmland
will be preserved in perpe-
tuity for agricultural uses.

Stein Farms, a third-gen-
eration dairy that has oper-
ated for 70 years, partnered
with the Genesee Valley
Conservancy for the farm-
land protection easements,

A

Stein Farms Protects Acreage

through which the state
purchases the develop-
mentrights for the land.

Funded mostly by state
Agriculture and Markets
grants and partly by the
Stein family, the agree-
ments require that the land
remain available for farm-
ing forever, prohibiting
commercial, residential
and industrial develop-
ment.
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Of the land, 68 percent
is designated USDA Prime
Farmland, while 17 percent
is designated important soil
by the state Department of
Agriculture and Markets.

The Stein family’s pur-
suit of the easements stems
from the fate of the pre-
vious Stein family farm, a
cabbage farm in Chili.

Stein Farms founder
Louis Stein lost the cab-
bage farm when construc-
tion of Interstate 490 split
his acreage in half, sending
the family to Le Roy to start
over on new ground.

The Le Roy land came
with two cows, and thus
began the shift to the dairy
business.

The second and third
generations of the Stein
family sought to protect the
Le Roy land from develop-
ment, a roughly five-year
process that involved close
collaboration with the Con-
servancy, said Taylor Wilk-
ie, a land conservationist
with the conservancy.

Participating were Ray

and Shelley Stein, their
son Jerrod and daughter
Natasha, along with Ray’s
brother, Dale, and his son
Nathaniel.

Wilkie said landowners
in the Genesee Valley typ-
ically receive about $2,500
per acre in return for the
development rights — far
lower than the prices paid
by developers.

“It’s good to compare
it to some of the other op-
tions that farmers have, and
to recognize that this is not
nearly as significant of a fi-
nancial opportunity as it
would be for them to put it
inasolarlease,” Wilkie said.
“These are really commit-
ted landowners that care
about their land staying in
agriculture. There are a lot
of factors that go into the
decision, and we definitely
appreciate everyone who
decides to pursue this ave-
nue rather than others.”

The Stein Farms project
was one of two pilot proj-
ects undertaken by the
Genesee Valley Conservan-

cy as part of establishing a
Genesee County-led farm-
land protection program,
similar to existing Conser-
vancy programs in Living-
ston and Wyoming coun-
ties.

While the protected land
is owned by Stein Farms,
the farm rents more than
40% of its land. In a press
release issued Friday, the
Genesee Valley Conser-

vancy wrote that the Steins
hope their land protection
efforts will inspire others to
take similar steps.

To date, the Conservan-
cy’s farmland protection
program has resulted in
over $56 million being in-
vested in protecting over
29,242 acres. Including its
other programs, the Con-
servancy now oversees the
protection of 40,868 acres.

Le Roy's Wojtaszczyk Takes Fourth, Cal-Mum’s
Peet Takes Eighth at Boys Wrestling State
Championships, Section V Wins Team Title

It was another tremen-
dous showing from Section
V and, in particular, GLOW
region wrestlers at the New
York State Public High School
Athletic Association Division
2 Boys Wrestling Champion-
ships.

Section V brought home
the team title between sec-
tions with a score of 293, and
10 GLOW region grapplers
ended the weekend on the
podium of the 13 that com-
peted.

Leading the waywas Avon/
Geneseo's Connor Duryea,
who finished second at 103
pounds. The sophomore was
the No. 3 seed and began his
run with a 13-6 decision win.
He followed with a 6-3 deci-
sion and a tight 7-6 decision
to advance to the NYSPHSAA
Division 2 103-pound title
bout.

He quickly jumped out
to a 5-0 lead and held a 5-1
lead late into the third pe-
riod. Sherburne-Earlville’s
Drew Telesky rallied late and
emerged with a 7-6 win over
Duryea. He ends his out-
standing season with a 40-3
record, as the highest-placing
GLOW region wrestler.

Three grapplers finished in
third place in their respective
weight classes: Alexander/
Pembroke’s Brody Heck-
man, Letchworth’s Joe Scott,
and Avon/Geneseo’s James
Chase.

After a bye as the No. 2
seed at 165 pounds, Heck-
man earned a pinfall in 50
seconds to win his opener.
He followed with a dominant
15-0 technical fall win before
being knocked out in the
semifinal round against No.
6 seed, Newark Valley’s Cadin
Creeley. Heckman closed the
weekend out with a pinfall
win and a 1-0 decision to take
third place. The senior closes
outhis final season at 44-2.

Scott also had a first-round
bye as the No. 2 seed at 138
pounds. He opened up with a
pinin 22 secondsin his open-
ingbout. He dominated in his
next match for an 18-2 tech-
nical fall, but was upended
in the semifinal round by No.
3 seed Tioga’s Jayden Dun-
canson. In the consolation
bracket, he earned 7-1 and
3-0 decisions to wrap up the
weekend in third place and
with a final season record of
44-2.

Chase joined his team-
mate in advancing into the
semifinal round, advancing
with an 8-6 decision and pin-
fall following his first-round
bye. The. No. 6 seed at 144
pounds, defeated by No. 2
Ashten Haley of Cobleskill/
Richmondpville in the semifi-
nal. He went on to secure 7-0
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The Section V team at the NYSPHSAA Boys Wrestling Championships after winning the team title for the second straight year.

and 7-1 decisions to give the
Lakers two top-three finish-
ers at the NYSPHSAA Cham-
pionships. He closes the sea-
son 40-4.

Le Roy’s Dawson Wo-
jtaszczyk and Dansville/
Wayland-Cohocton’s Wyatt
Sartori both grabbed fourth-
place finishes.

Wojtaszczyk was the No.
4 seed at 132 pounds and
earned a pin followed by a5-4
decision to reach the semifi-
nal. There he was downed by
eventual state champion and
No. 1 seed, Honeoye Falls-Li-
ma’s Christopher Noto by
pinfall. Wojtaszczyk bounced
back for a 10-2 major deci-
sion to reach the consolation
final, but was pinned by No. 3
seed Unatego/Unadilla Val-
ley’s Gavin Nordberg. The se-
nior wraps up his season with
a38-7record.

Sartori was looking to
build off his fourth-place
finish a year ago and ulti-
mately matched it again this
season. The No. 4 seed at 110
pounds had a bye before de-
feating Le Roy’s Ryan Crissy
in the opener by pin. Sartori
earned a pinfall win to reach
the semifinal round, but fell
in a 4-2 decision to top seed
and eventual state champi-
on, Tioga’s Declan McKee. He
earned another win by pin to
reach the consolation final
before falling in a 4-0 deci-
sion to No. 2 seed Eden’s Ma-
son DellaPenta. Sartori ends
41-2 overall on the season.

Alexander/Pembroke’s
Ryder Reichert was among
three fifth-place finishers.
The No. 5 seed had a bye and
then earned a pinfall win. He
fell in the quarterfinal round
to No. 4 seed Eden’s Trevor
DellaPenta by an 8-4 deci-
sion. A 15-0 technical fall
and a pin began his run in
the consolation bracket, but
he lost a 5-3 decision in the
consolation semifinal to send
him to the fifth-place match.
There, he dominated and
earned a pin in under two
minutes to finish his season

with a win. Reichert ended
46-3 overall.

Bath-Haverling’s Lukas
Mills-Travis finished fifth at
118 pounds. The bracket’s No.
4 seed had a bye and earned
10-7 and 11-6 decisions to
reach the semifinal. He was
pinned there by No. 1 seed,
Holland Patent’s Andrew Ju-
liano. He fell in his first con-
solation bracket match by a
9-6 decision before earning
a 10-2 major decision in the
fifth-place match. Mills-Tra-
vis finishes with a 40-6 re-
cord.

Dansville/Way-Coh'’s Pe-
ter Thompson also finished
in fifth place. He was the No.
3 seed at 165 pounds and
opened with a 15-0 techni-
cal fall victory after his first-
round bye. He was upset
by the No. 6 seed, Newark
Valley’s Cadin Creeley, via
pinfall. Thompson began his
consolation bracket run with
a 6-2 decision and followed
with a win by pin. He was
pinned in the consolation
semifinal before winning the
fifth-place match by techni-
cal fall, 17-1. Thompson ends
35-9.

Cal-Mum’s Jackson Peet
ended on the podium in
eighth place at 190 pounds.
He finished the year 38-4.
He earned a pin in his first
match, but fell by a 19-4 tech-
nical fall. He rattled off two
straight wins from there with
a 17-1 technical fall and an
8-6 decision by tiebreaker by
one. He was pinned in his fi-
nal two matches of the tour-
nament, taking eighth.

Dansville/Way-Coh’s Gar-
rett Mehlenbacher ends his
season 29-10. He went 2-2 at
138 pounds. Crissy went 1-2
at 110 pounds. After winning
the opener and falling to Sar-
tori, he was pinned in his first
consolation bracket match
and finished 29-12 on the
season. Dansville/Way-Coh'’s
Weston Mehlenbacher fin-
ished 0-2 at the tournament
at 103 pounds, and conclud-
ed the season 28-12.

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Gilligan’s Double-Double Leads Le Roy Boys
Basketball Over Livonia in ‘B1’ Quarterfinals

It was a battle until the
very end when No. 1-seeded
Le Roy hosted No. 9 Livonia
for the Section V Class Bl
quarterfinal round on Sat-
urday, with some great play
down the stretch from Grady
Gilligan and Matt Hockey
giving the Oatkan Knights an
edge late that gifted the team
a58-47victory.

Le Roy jumped out to a
quick early lead, ending the
first half up comfortably
on the scoreboard. Livonia
fought back hard during the
second quarter, however,
and kept things close both
into the half and after it, with
the score tied 35-35 with
about two minutes to go in
the third quarter.

It all came down to the
fourth, and the Oatkan
Knights stepped up in a big
way to take control back
in the late stages. Brayden
Chase generated a spark af-
ter stealing the ball and scor-
ing the layup, which started
an 11-point scoring run that
brought the lead to 54-40
with less than two minutes
remaining.

Gilligan and Hockey led
the charge during this run,
hitting some key buckets and
sinking a series of important
free throws toice the win.

Gilligan had a stellar per-
formance for the Oatkan
Knights during this game,
posting a 24-point and
11-rebound double-double.
He would also tack on four
steals and three blocks.

Once Livonia started to
battle back in the middle of
the game, Gilligan said ad-
justments were made that
helped him and the team get
things back under control.

“I think defensively in the
first half, I thought our zone,
we kind of pressured too
high, and we allowed them
to, like, get in, because once
it gets in the middle, they're
kind of breaking us down.
And then the second half, we
really focused on not allow-
ing that to happen. And then
once we could take away the
middle, itwas just alot easier
for us to contest their corner
threes, which isreally all they
were getting, how they were
scoring. Once we took that
away, it just totally changed
the game, and they couldn’t
shoot. They couldn’t score,”
Gilligan said.

Hockey was the team’s
second leading scorer after
dropping in 14 points, and
also tacked on four rebounds
and two assists. For him,
keeping that defensive in-
tensity up was an important
part of staying in this game.

“Throughout the season,
this is how it’s always been.
We've always played close
first halves, and so we just
stay together. Whether the
shot is falling or not, and we

didn’t really shoot very well
from the inside, we know
that defensively it's just
about effort and hustle. And
so, wereallybroughtiton the
defensive end in both halves,
and that really got us to win
tonight,” Hockey said.

When things got close on
the scoreboard, especially
late in the game, Hockey said
the key was slowing down
the team’s tempo as much as
possible.

“You know, in practice
the last few days and the last
couple weeks, and all three
of our scrimmages, we were
doing end-of-game scenar-
io stuff. And we just know
that if there’s two minutes
on the clock and we got the
lead, we don’t need to score.
So, you know, just chew the
clock, take care of the ball,

and limit the turnovers. And
I thought we did a really
good job of that. We didn't
really have many turnovers
down the stretch. And on the
flip side, (Livonia) did. Just
understanding that when
we're up, the pressure’s on
them, not us. So, they sped
themselves up, and we were
able to get a turnover and get
another bucket, and that was
justthe dagger, and the game
was over,’ Hockey said.

Also scoring for Le Roy
were Brayden Chase and
Brady McClurg, who both
notched three points, and
Jagger Smith and Cole Tonzi,
who got two points each.

Chase would also grab
three steals, McClurg would
get three rebounds and two
assists, Tonzi came away
with three rebounds, three
assists and two steals, and

Smith grabbed four re-
bounds.

Le Roy head coach Mike
Battaglia believes that the
experience his roster has
with seven total seniors gives
the Oatkan Knights an edge
in this sectional tournament.

“Well, I said to my coach-
es, this is where we play. We
have seven seniors. I said,
‘This is where experience
gets you where you want to
be. If we're a championship
team, thisisn’tgoing to both-
er us,” Battaglia said. “They
were kind of mad at the way
they were playing (in the
first half), but, man, they just
kept working. They stuck to-
gether. [ was confident they
would, you know, we put
them away. I knew this game
was going to be tougher than
the first time. That (Livonia)
team had a lot of growth

during the year, but I knew if
we played our game, we con-
trolled the boards, took care
of the ball, we'd be moving
on to Tuesday night””

For the Bulldogs, Oli-
ver Taylor paced the team
with 16 points and three
rebounds. Jack Henry and
Owen Austin also reached
double-digit scoring totals,
getting 12 and 10 points,
respectively. Henry add-
ed three assists and Austin
grabbed three rebounds.

Rounding out the scoring
for the Bulldogs were Caleb
Martin, Chance Watkins and
Trevor Wester with three
points each. Wester dished
out six assists.

“We are incredibly proud
of our team and the strides
we have taken from the start
of the season to this after-
noon,” Livonia head coach

Jonah Martin said. “Back in
early December, Le Roy de-
feated us by 40, so to come
back and battle to a much
more respectable 58-47 fin-
ish says a lot about who our
young men have become.
We were confident in our
game plan and preparation
and stayed committed, even
after a shaky start put us in
a 15-point hole. To our guys’
credit, they kept believing
and competing and in the
third quarter tied the game
on Oliver Taylor’s absolute
grit-filled finish under the
rim. We carried that energy
into the fourth, where we
ran into a couple of tough
breaks, and a brief shooting
drought, and Le Roy ulti-
mately capitalized. But (Sat-
urday’s_ outcome does not
take away from the heart,
resilience, and growth this
group showed. Our seniors,
especially, have been tre-
mendous down the stretch
and have meant so much to
the foundation we are build-
ing. We will miss them, but
they have helped move this
program forward in an im-
measurable way.”

With the win, Le Roy (14-
7) moved on to play against
No. 4 Waterloo (11-11) in the
semifinal at 6 p.m. Tuesday
at Finger Lakes Community
College.

While the road to a title
only gets harder from here,
Coach Battaglia thinks his
team is already ready to take
on the rest of the tourna-
ment.

“Well, we've been talking
about this for a long time.
Got to string 32 minutes to-
gether, and I thought there
was 32 minutes of effort to-
day. We normally shoot the
ball a little better inside. I
thought if we had done that,
we'd have made it easier on
ourselves, but that’s okay.
We just kept going to the
shots we know can make.
And then I'm going to go
down to my room right now
and watch Waterloo and Ear-
ly College, because I can't
get out there. We're going to
watch that one, see what that
brings us. We’ll have good
days of practice tomorrow
and Monday. And Ijust think
it’s got to be play together,
play hard, care about each
other, survive and advance.
That’s what it’s about right
now. And I love this time of
year, so 'm glad the kids re-
ally came up big today. And
they told me before I left the
locker room, ‘Man, I just
want practice tomorrow.
That’s what we want to do. So
that’s what we're focused on
right now,” Battaglia said.

Livonia ends the year with
a7-15record after the loss.

Gilligan, Weaver Help Le Roy Boys Basketball
Surge Past Waterloo, Into Class B1 Final

He added three assists and
two steals. Weaver add-
ed six rebounds and three
steals to his 16-point night.

Jagger Smith cracked
double figures with 10

points, two rebounds and a
block.

Chase tallied seven
points, three rebounds and
two steals, and Matthew
Hockey had four points,
three rebounds and seven
assists.

Ryder Tam led Waterloo
with 16 points. Nathan Bar-
ron cracked double digits
with 11 points, and Carter
Peterson added 10.

Kellen Mahoney with six
points, and Hayden Willett
with two points, rounded
out the Tigers’ efforts. Wa-
terloo closes the season
11-12.

Le Roy’s win pushes it to
the sectional final for the
fifth time in program his-
tory. The Oatkan Knights
previously appeared in the
1963, 1982, 2003 and 2023
title games. The only sec-
tional win for Le Roy came
in 2003 in Class CCC.

The Oatkan Knights will
meet No. 7 Mynderse (10-
13) in the final. The two
teams met a season ago,
with the No. 6 Blue Devils
upsetting No. 3 Le Roy in
blowout fashion, 70-45, in
the Class B1 quarterfinal.
Mynderse upset No. 2 Hor-
nell and No. 6 Wellsville en
route to the title game.

Mynderse has won 10
sectional titles in program
history, the most recent in
2024 in Class B1.

Tip off for the final is set
for 5p.m. Friday at Blue
Cross Arena.
