Henry’s Deli, which has
become a staple in the Le
Roy community over the
past year and a half since
opening, has moved to a
much larger location.

The new location is at
24 Main St. It was formerly
Javas On Main, a cafe that
has been closed for several
years.

The new location has
given Henry’s much more
room to operate, while also
giving new life to along-va-
cant building of historical
significance.

The new location has
been months in the mak-
ing, with plans originally
announced in April. The
deli closed its old location
at 72 Main St. after service
concluded Oct. 10 and re-
opened about two weeks
later in its new home.

Owners Shawn and Lau-
ra Timmerman discussed
what prompted them to
make the move.

“We knew that that place
was small up on the corner
there at 72 (Main St.), but
we wanted to have a hum-
ble start,” Shawn said. “
We didn’t know if this was
going to become what it is
now.”

“It only took us a couple
of months to figure out that
we definitely needed a big-
ger space,” he continued.
“So, we wanted a bigger

kitchen, (72 Main St.) had a
tiny kitchen. We want to be
able to offer more things,
like our hots menu or our
pasta menus. That was
never going to happen in
there.

“That was our ‘fake it un-
til you make it’ spot, and
then we made it Laura
added.

The Timmermans de-
scribed what the process
was like once the deli was
ready for its move, along
with all the hard work that
went into making it possi-
ble.

“We had to replace ev-
erything, plumbing, elec-
tric,” Shawn said. “We filled
seven or eight 30-yard
dumpsters full of debris.
We did a lot. It took a lot

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more money and time than
we thought, but we're mov-
ing forward.

“It was really, really long
and difficult,” he contin-
ued. “And not only that,
but trying to renovate this
building while still operat-
ing down there (at 72 Main
St.), and operating our oth-

er businesses on top of it,
it was very challenging. It
was a lot of long hour days
foraverylong time.

Despite the long and
difficult process, Shawn
and Laura expressed that
it was truly exciting when
reopening day arrived.
The flow of customers was
strong and kept them busy
the first couple of days in
operation.

“The very first day we
made 190 subs, 60 dinners,
50 garbage plates. It was
a lot for one day,” Shawn
said.

The pair discussed how it
took some time to get back
into the swing of things af-
ter being closed for a few
weeks, and also learning
the new menu and the new
setup after the move.

“We had to get back into
the routine of things, get
our systems down,” Shawn
said.

sistent score increases. Le
Roy recorded a 64.4 score in
its first competition at Hilton
on Sept. 13, according to the
NYFBC website.

Nearly 60 bands per-
formed at the Field Band
Conference Champion-
ships. The bands are divid-
ed into six divisions. Each
group has 13 minutes to
stage their show.

Jordan-Elbridge and Le
Roy were the top two teams
in a nine-team field in the
Small School 3 division that
also included the band from
Pioneer Central School.

Each band that com-
petes receives a plaque and
the highest scoring band in
each class will take home the
Governor’s Cup.

“Band members, direc-
tors, staff and boosters from
each competing school will
have spent countless hours
preparing for this presti-
gious event,” said Kathy
Dreyfus, publicity chair of
the Medina Mustang Band.

The Field Band Confer-
ence divides school into
Large and Small schools
based on schools’ kinder-
garten through 12th-grade
student populations. Those
divisions are then further
divided into three divisions
based on competitive abili-
ty and score averages: Small
School 3, 2, and 1; and Large
School 3, 2, and 1. there is
also a National Division.

Judges’ scores are based
on what they see and hear,
the music and visual com-
positions. Then, they score
on how the students per-
form, or execute, the pro-

gram.

Nordhausen said the
championship score differ-
ence was close, even tight,
but “notincredibly close.”

“At the beginning of the
season, a band’s composi-
tion numbers will typically
be higher than their execu-
tion numbers,” said Nord-
hausen. “As the season pro-
gresses and these students
learn, achieve more and
improve, we see those num-
bers level out or oft.”

Le Roy, which won the
Small School 3 state title last
season, has won high mu-

Remembering
Our Veterans

On Veterans Day, Tues-
day, November 11, members
of the Le Roy American Le-
gion, will gather on Trigon
Park to salute Le Roy’s vet-
erans - those women and
men who have served their
country. This year, in tribute
to those who served in the
Korean War, 132 flags will be
placed near the Korean War
memorial bench on Trigon
Park, near the Soldiers Mon-
ument. Each flag will fly a
small blue and white ribbon
with the name of a person
who served in the Armed
Services between June 25,
1950, and July 27, 1953. The
flags have been purchased
through the generosity of
Barb Elliott in memory of her
husband, Frank, who was a
Korean War veteran.

The Korean War was
fought in the Korean Penin-
sula, the Yellow Sea, the Sea
of Japan, the Korea Strait,
and along the China-North
Korea border. The United
States was part of the Unit-
ed Nations forces and was
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joined by 15 other countries:
United Kingdom, Austra-
lia, Netherlands, Canada,
France, New Zealand, Phil-
ippines, Turkey, Thailand,
South Africa, Greece, Bel-
gium, Luxemburg, Ethiopia,
and Columbia. The U.S. units
included the 8th Army, the
7th Fleet, the 1st Marine Di-
vision and the US Air Force.
The war began with a sur-
prise attack on June 25, 1950
when eight divisions and an
armored brigade of 90,000
soldiers on the North Kore-
an People’s Army attacked
in three columns across the
38th parallel and invaded
the Republic of Korea. The
South Korean Army was ill
equipped to meet the on-
slaughtand had no tanks and
only 98 howitzers. The North
Korean forces, many who
had served in the Chinese
and Soviet forces in World
War II, quickly captured
the South Korean capital,
Seoul. The United Nations
Security Council immedi-
ately denounced the action
and called for a withdrawal.
President, Harry Truman,
directed General Douglas
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MacArthur, who was located
in Tokyo, to evacuate Ameri-
can dependents from Korea
and send ammunition to the
South Korean forces. MacAr-
thur assigned forces from the
Eighth U.S. Army. The war
continued, and the Unit-
ed Nations forces suffered
many defeats and was met
by a stalemate. In May 1952,
anew United Nations Forces
came under the commander
of General Mark Clark. Ar-
mistice negotiations began
and finally on July 27, 1953,
the Armistice was signed,
and all fighting stopped. The
war was particularly bru-
tal and fought in extremely
harsh conditions. American
losses included 33,686 killed
and 103,284 wounded. The
television show MASH aired
twenty years after the war
ended and chronicled the
4077th Mobil Army Surgical
Hospital, and in dramatic
comedy, shared with the
American public, some of
the hardships of what was
often called “The Forgotten
War”

Approximately 8,000
American service members
from Korea remain missing
in action, with about 5,300
believed to be in North Ko-
rea. The search for remains
continues through the De-
fense/POW/MIA account-
ing Agency. The most recent
identification in July 2025,
included Sgt. 1st Class Jack
B. Baker from Illinois.

In Le Roy, a black granite
bench was dedicated to the
veterans of the Korean War,
on Memorial Day in 2019.
Frank Elliott, a Korean War
veteran, died in 2018. His
wife Barb received memorial
money and she designated
that money be used to erect
ablackgranite benchin front
of the Soldiers Monument
on Trigon Park. Frank’s ini-
tials can be seen on the edge
ofthe bench.

He served in the 7th Di-
vision - 32nd Regiment be-
tween August 1952 and May
1954 and received a Purple
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A list of Le Roy’s Korean War veterans.

Heart after being wound-
ed. Shortly after the bench
was dedicated, a name was
engraved on the bench, to
honor the one soldier, Mil-
ton Thompson, who died
during the Korean War. Milt
graduated from Le Roy High
in 1938. He played varsity
football, soccer, and

was in the National Hon-
or Society. With his gradua-
tion photo in the yearbook,
he included the quote, “A
still tongue - a wise head”
After graduation he enlisted
in the Air Force. He flew the
Air Force Thunderbolt in 91
missions in Europe. During
a mission to destroy bridges
on January 10, 1945, Milt was
wounded by flak and made
an emergency landing and
survived. He survived an-
other crash near Kitzengen,
Germany. Tragically for the
Thompson family, his broth-
er Robert, whose name is en-
graved on the World War II
monument on Trigon Park,
was killed escaping from a
prisoner of War Camp after
being captured during the
invasion of Italy in Decem-
ber 1943. When World War II
ended, Milt returned home.

Heremained in the Air Force
Air National Guard and was
assigned to the 136th Fighter
Squadron in Niagara Falls.
Milt died in a crash near
Mansfield, Ohio, on a train-
ing mission on February 11,
1952. His military funeral in
Le Roywas held in the chapel
at Machpelah Cemetery. His
wife Rosalyn was presented
with the flag that draped his
coffin. The ceremony con-
cluded with a salute from the
gun squad and the playing
of Taps by Lewis Davis, of
the American Legion. Flags
were flown at half mast in
the Village for the week. On
April 25, 1952, two months
after Milt died, his only child,
a son was born and named
after his father. Milt’s grand-
daughter, Tory Thompson
lives in Le Roy.

Milt’s name is listed on
the Korean War Memorial
in Washington. The Nation-
al Memorial was dedicated
on July 27, 1995, on the 42nd
anniversary of the armistice
which ended the war. The
dedication was conducted
by President Bill Clinton and
Kim Young Sam, the South
Korean president, and dedi-

cated to the men and women
who served during the con-
flict.

The memorial includes 19
statues representing military
personnel in action. In 2002,
the memorial was expanded
to include a granite memo-
rial wall, engraved with the
names on U.S. military per-
sonnel and South Koreans
embedded in US military
units who died in the war.

The remembrance service
on Veterans Day, will be held
at the “11th hour, of the 11th
day, of the 11th month” - the
exact moment in 1918 when
the armistice was signed,
ending World War 1. Origi-
nally the day was celebrated
as Armistice Day, however
after World War II and the
Korean War, the holiday was
expanded to include all vet-
erans. In 1954, Congress of-
ficially changed the name to
Veterans Day.

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Lehigh Valley RR Made Tracks Through Town

Freight carrier carried coal and passengers through Genesee County and beyond

The huge barn quilt “The
Black Diamond” was one of
the first barn quilts in Le Roy
in2012.

It hangs on the side of the
storage barn on Crocker’s
Ace Hardware on the corner
of Route 19 and North Street
Road. It is a reminder of the
history of the Lehigh Valley
Railroad in this area.

The design is the old rail-
road crossing sign, with
black diamonds symbolic
of the famous Lehigh Valley
passenger service known as
the Black Diamond line. Sil-
ver parallel lines are the steel
rails and the red is Ace Hard-
ware red.

The Lehigh Valley Rail-
road passed just behind
where the Ace store is now.
This area of the town was
known as “North Le Roy.”

The Lehigh came up from
Pennsylvania, through Ge-
neva and eventually through
Caledonia, Le Roy, Stafford,
and Batavia on the way to
Buffalo.

A few years ago, Mary
Hamilton Dann wrote “Up-
state Odyssey — The Lehigh
Valley Railroad in Western
New York” The book has
plenty of maps and photo-
graphs and explains in detail
the changes that occurred
as the railroads provided
not only commercial freight
service, but also passenger
service.

It is important to remem-
ber that when the railroads
first began service, the only
transportation otherwise
available was by foot, horse
and carriage, or by boat.

The Erie Canal, which
opened in 1825, could not
provide service in the winter
when the canal and the locks
were frozen. The New York
Central and the Erie as well
as many other branches pro-
vided necessary services.

In the village of Le Roy,
three tracks cut across Lake
Street.

Asa Packer, was the man
who started the Lehigh Val-
ley Railroad. It was chartered
in 1846 and was a major car-
rier of both freight and pas-
sengers.

It began in the anthracite
coal fields of Mauch Chunk
(later Jim Thorpe) Pennsyl-
vania.

Anthracite was hard coal
and was often called “black
diamond” coal. And so even-
tually, the Lehigh Valley
Railroad became known as

the Black Diamond Line.

On Dec. 31, 1890, while
track was being laid on the
Simmons farm in Morgan-
ville, it was necessary to blast
away stones that were in the
way. A charge of dynamite
exploded and threw stones
into the air that struck and
killed three men.

Working on the railroad
was dangerous work and this
was not the last of many ac-
cidents to happen on the Le-
highline. And yet, there were
heroic events.

On Dec. 29, 1939, Mr. and
Mrs. James McCombs of
Mumford were rescued by
a Lehigh Valley freight crew
who discovered the Mc-
Combs’ home in flames. En-
gineer Arthur Blain stopped
the westbound freight with
Earl Dawson and several
other men and hurried to the
burning house.

They led the aged couple
to safety and eventually took
Mr. and Mrs. McCombs to
their daughter’s house.

There were two horrible
accidentsin North Le Roy.

In 1893, the Bovee family
were on their way to church.
The carriage was struck by
the eastbound Lehigh pas-
senger train heading to New
York City and Philadelphia.

The train was doing 70
mph and not scheduled to
stop in North Le Roy. The en-
gineer had given the proper
whistle for a grade crossing
— two long and two short
blasts.

Mr. Bovee, his wife,
daughter and two friends
all lost their lives. Newspa-
per accounts of the accident
were extremely graphic and
told the condition of the
bodies and where they were
found.

Another accident hap-
pened in 1922 and made
national news. The story
appeared in the New York

Times.

Thomas Brodie was driv-
ing home from shopping in
Le Roy. He stopped his Buick
sedan at the crossing. It was
about 10:25in the morning.

It was believed Brodie
looked both ways and then
drove his car onto the tracks,
underestimating the speed
of the Black Diamond Ex-
press traveling at 70 mph.
Brodie was killed instantly.

The automobile was
jammed under the front
wheels of the train and was
carried 300 yards down the
track. The emergency brakes
on the train caused the train
to buckle near the center
sending several coaches off
the rails and down a 40-foot
embankment near the creek
— at the west end of the
bridge over Buttermilk Falls.

The engine, baggage car,
dining car and Pullman
sleepers remained on the
track. Two dozen passengers
and crew were seriously in-
jured and 50 others suffered
minor injuries.

There were five fatalities.

Cars and trucks were
pressed into service to trans-
port the injured to Batavia
hospitals. Physicians and
nurses were called from Bat-
avia, Le Roy, Buffalo, and
Caledonia to help treat vic-
tims.

The next day, curiosity
seekers came to the site, only
to discover the entire area
had been cleared. Although
a glass from the dining car
and a piece of the carpet
from one of the cars had
been picked up, and eventu-
ally they were given to the Le
Roy Historical Society.

Perhaps, because of this
accident and the heavy traf-
fic, the Lehigh had an over-
pass built on Lake Road. This
overpass as well as the one
in Caledonia were removed
after the railroad line was

abandoned.

When the Lehigh built the
line through North Le Roy,
it was necessary to build a
bridge across Oatka Creek
at Buttermilk Falls. The first
bridge was a steel girder span
which was later replaced by
the beautiful open spandrel
cement bridge.

Today, that bridge serves
as a bypass for gravel truck
traffic from the stone quarry
off Circular Hill Road.

The General Crushed
Stone Company in Limerock
was established to provide
crushed stone ballast for the
Lehigh Valley Railroad road-
bed from Buffalo to Sayre, Pa.
The crushed stone was trans-
ported in train cars known as
the Roger Ballast Car.

Ed Mooney had many sto-
ries about the Lehigh in Le
Roy. He worked on the old
Cox farm near the Lehigh
tracks.

The train would come by
at 11 a.m. and back at 7 p.m.
Ed said you could set your
clockbyit.

He had a photograph of
the North Le Roy station be-
foreitburned.

He told a story about his
father during World War 1:
Seven men who worked at
the Jell-O factory in Le Roy
had joined the army and had
enlisted in Buffalo. They had
to be transported from Buf-
falo to boot camp at Camp
Wadsworth in South Caroli-
na.

As the train came into
North Le Roy, the engine
slowed so the men could
wave to their wives and
sweethearts. Ed’s father
wrote a note to his wife and
wrapped it around a broom
handle and threw it off the
train.

Ed had kept the broom
handle for quite a while,
but lost track of it. He also
mentioned, that during the
war, soldiers were assigned
to guard the bridge over the
Oatka Creek at Buttermilk
Falls.

For many years there was
a railroad siding along the
station. It was used by Stan-
ley Crocker to unload sup-
plies for GLF before Crockers
had a hardware store.

The North Le Roy station
burned down in 1936.

The station in Stafford
stood south of Morganville
on the Bartholf Road just
west of the Stafford-Morgan-
ville Road. Several passenger
trains stopped each day.

There was a pump station

by Black Creek on the Sim-
mons farm. There were two
large water tanks to supply
the steam engines with wa-
ter.

William Yager, who lived
in Morganville, began work-
ing for the Lehigh Valley in
1904 in Depew, and then
moved to Stafford in 1907.
He tended the pumphouse
from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. seven
days a week and also served
as the telegrapher and sta-
tion agent.

When diesel engines
were introduced in 1948,
there was no need for the
pump house. Yeager moved
to Caledonia and retired in
1953, having worked 49 years
for the Lehigh Valley.

In 1950 the Stafford Sta-
tion was bought by George
and Warren Oderkirk, who
tore it down for the lumber.

The Black Diamond pas-
senger service began in 1896
and was famous for its luxury
and service. Because the ser-
vice carried people to Niag-
ara Falls, it was often called
the “Honeymoon Express.’

The passenger cars were
furnished with velvet chairs
and a large smoking room.
The last car seated 28 pas-
sengers and had an obser-
vation deck furnished with
wicker chairs.

There were chefs on board
and a special menu that of-
fered Blue Points on the half
shell, stewed oysters, ten-
derloin steak — for 90 cents
— with mushrooms 15 cents
extra.

There was awide variety of
sandwiches, including beef
tongue. The menu includ-
ed Saratoga Chips (potato
chips), lyonnaise potatoes
and sweet potatoes, and
Crosse and Blackwell’s Ger-
kins for 15 cents.

A cup of coffee, tea, or a
glass of “pure country milk”
cost 10 cents. The home-
made pie was 15 cents.

(Mentioning food and the
Lehigh Railroad, it should
be noted that the old Lehigh
Valley station in Rochester is
now the home of Dinosaur
Bar-B-Que. The station is on
the National Register of His-
toric Places.)

Stuart Bolger of the Gen-
esee Country Museum
bought the old the Pitts-
burgh-Lehigh Valley sta-
tion and had it moved to the
Museum where it is located
on the Great Meadow, not
far from the old Lehigh Val-
ley Railroad line which ran
across Flint Hill on the way to

the North Le Roy station.

The Black Diamond made
its final run 1959 and the Le-
high Valley came under the
control of the Pennsylvania
Railroad in 1962. Passenger
service had declined and
endedin 1961.

Freight service contin-
ued into the 1970s. The last
freight train to run was in
1976.

Tragically, in 1970, a Le-
high Valley freight train de-
railed on the Gulf Road. A
tanker car split open and
spilled 30,000 gallons of tri-
chloroethylene.

Another car dunped a ton
of cyanide crystals. The area
was declared a super-fund
site and is still being mon-
itored as the plume of the
chemicals move east un-
derground. In 2003, homes
in the path of the chemical
plume were supplied with
Monroe County water.

The Rochester & Gene-
see Valley Railroad Museum
in Rush has a Lehigh Valley
211 diesel engine made by
the American Locomotive
Company. It was built for
the Pennsylvania Railroad in
1953.

It is the only surviving
“Hammerhead” locomotive,
so named for the unique
shorthood used to house the
dynamic brakes and steam
generator for heating pas-
senger cars. [twas purchased
from Conrail and saved from
the scrap heap.

Ithad beenrestored andis
fully operational and paint-
ed in Lehigh Valley colors. It
isused to pull excursion trips
atthe Museum. T

he museum has also re-
stored the Lehigh Valley
boxcar 62300 and the Le-
high Valley caboose 95100
which was built in Sayre, Pa.
in1941.

The Rochester & Genesee
Railroad Museum is open
10a.m. to 2 p.m. Saturdays.
It is open Sundays for spe-
cial events and train rides
through October: Call (585)
533-1431 for information.

“That was like our high-
est volume in food I think
we've ever put out,” Laura
said.

we've ever made in our ex-
istence in one day,” Shawn
added. “And we knew it was
goingto be crazy.’

The community reaction
to the move was very posi-
tive, Shawn and Laura said,
as they feel people appreci-
ated their expanded menu,
as well as them bringing
new life to a historic build-
ing on Main Street.

“With the community, I
think honestly, we've got-
ten a lot of positive feed-

back,” Shawn said. “A lot of
people really like the gar-
bage plates. I think people
really are excited to be able
to, especially people that
are like born and raised in
Le Roy who remember this
building from what it was
before and stuff like that,
being able to see some-
thing local that was reno-
vated and brought back to
life”

With the new location,
the added kitchen space
has allowed Henry’s Deli to
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expand its menu to include
items including the previ-
ously mentioned garbage
plates, along with a full
hots menu, and grab-and-
go pasta dishes that have
quickly become popular.
The couple plans to keep
adding new items and spe-
cials as time goes on.

“Now we have a humon-
gous kitchen to do whatev-
er we want,” Shawn said.
“We're actually going to
have more than just this,
we're going to do like, ran-

dom things we just feel like
doing. We're doing differ-
ent specials.

“We’'re just going to keep
adding specials. That’s the
best thing about food, is
being able to be creative
and do fun things,” he said.

Along with potential
specials and menu items,
the deli plans to start sell-
ing pizza and wings in the
near future, combining the
menu from the deli with
what’s offered at Timmer-
mans Pizzeria in Pavilion,
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a restaurant that was for-
merly PapaRoni’s which
the couple purchased and
made their own earlier this
year.

“We're going to incor-
porate Henry’s Deli into
Pavilion, and the pizzeria
is going to come here too,”
Laura said.

As far as other future
plans for the new space,
Shawn and Laura are con-
tinuing the renovation of
the building to eventually
house a rentable space up-
stairs, which will be avail-
able to host events and
even be catered by the deli.

“So, we are officially
turning the upstairs into
a rentable event space,’
Shawn said. “We just have
to remodel. We've done all
of the demolition for the
most part.”

“Hopefully we're going
to have a golf simulator in
there, a whole bunch of
tables and TV’s and stuff
to entertain everyone,” he
said. “And the back half will
have a full kitchen to use.
And then, they can cater
anything they want from
us downstairs. They don't
have to, but it’s an option.
So, we're working on that.”

Shawn and Laura are
very happy with the sup-
port and business they
have received since the
move, and look forward
to all that is to come in the
near and distant future
now that Henry’s Deli is of-
ficially in its new home.
