An original 13-star Amer-
ican � ag was recently re-dis-
covered in Le Roy, and now 
serves as the centerpiece of 
an exhibit celebrating the 
250th birthday of the nation.

Tyler Angora, Curator 
of the Le Roy Historical So-
ciety, recently unveiled a 
new attraction in the Le Roy 
House called “Remember-
ing the American Revolu-
tion: Celebrating the 250th,” 
with the 13-star � ag, created 
in 1791, at its core.

It was a long journey to get 
here for Angora, who spent 
months searching for the 
� ag after � nding only a re-
cord of its existence early in 
his tenure as curator.

“We had been scouring to 
� nd physical objects to show 
(for the America 250 exhib-
it), because we do have 19 

patriots buried in the town 
and village of Le Roy com-
bined,” Angora said. “We 
were flipping through our 
books and all of a sudden, 
a sheet popped up: ‘13-star 
flag, 1791, from Isabel Le 
Roy-Brown.’ Where is it?”

Isabel Le Roy-Brown was 
the great-great-great grand-
daughter of Herman Le Roy, 
the namesake of the town. 
The record showed she 
made a donation of the � ag 
to the Le Roy Historical So-
ciety in 1958, however it was 
not properly catalogued and 
was lost within the archive.

With the 250th birthday 
of America fast approach-
ing, and a planned exhibit 
already set in stone, Angora 
made it his mission to locate 
this � ag to serve as the key-
piece to the attraction.

After a long search, the 
flag was eventually found 

tucked away in an unsus-
pecting place: wrapped 
within another � ag.

“We had (the flag) in 
the back of our minds for 
probably since, November 
(of 2025). Couldn’t find it, 
couldn’t find it,” Angora 
said. “All of a sudden, we 
unravel a (different) flag, 
and it’s in that � ag. It was 
tucked in a di� erent � ag. We 
would have never found it if 
we didn’t take the whole � ag 
collection apart, basically.”

Once the � ag was located, 
though, a new quirk about it 
was discovered.

� e star pattern on of the 
� ag is unlike any seen by An-
gora before, organized with 
nine stars forming a rhom-
bus shape in the center, and 
the four other stars dotting 
the corners around it.

Many things have 
changed around Le Roy 
over the past 75 years, 
but the presence of Little 
League baseball has re-
mained the same.

It was August 10, 1952, 
when the first games of 
Little League baseball 
were played in the village, 
with the season getting 
welcomed in by both a pa-
rade and two games being 
played on that rainy after-
noon.

The first pitch was 
thrown out by then Le Roy 
Mayor Ellsworth Brad-
bury, and was followed by 
the inaugural contest be-
tween the White Sox and 
Indians.

A homer by player Al-
len Cohen that scored two 
runs highlighted what was 
a 9-7 White Sox win, be-
ginning what would turn 
into a staple part of the 
spring and summertime 
culture in Le Roy.

Now, 75 years later in 
2026, the Village of Le 
Roy once again kicked 
off a new season of Little 
League baseball on May 2 
in the exact same fashion, 
starting with a parade that 
made its way to the base-
ball field at the Le Roy His-
torical Society.

A first pitch was also 
ceremoniously sent from 
the mound, this time de-
livered by Bilko Pangrazio, 
who has had a long ten-
ured history of playing 
and coaching with the 
Little League programs in 
both Le Roy and Geneseo.

Pangrazio first entered 
the Le Roy Little League 
scene at nine years old, 
joining during just its 
third year in existence. 
After four years of play, 
he moved on to the Babe 
Ruth League that used 
to exist for players who 

aged out of regular Little 
League.

After growing up and 
having two sons of his 
own, he made his way 
back to baseball as a coach 
in the T-shirt League (for 
players who were not old 
enough for Little League 
yet), Le Roy Little League 
and then the Babe Ruth 
League as well.

Then when his own kids 
grew up and had children 
of their own, his youngest 
son, Brian, asked him to 
join in with coaching his 
grandchildren who were 
playing in Geneseo, put-
ting his involvement with 
Little League at well over 
50 years now.

For Pangrazio, the best 
part of all those years in-
volved with youth base-
ball was watching the kids 
grow up right before his 
eyes.

“On the Little League 
end of it, it was great to see 
the progression of the kids 
from when they were five 
to six, you could see them 
growing and learning 
and loving the sport. And 
that’s what you get the 

most fun out of. You made 
it fun for the kids. And not 
only was it fun, but they 
learned the intricacies of 
the game,” Pangrazio said.

Pangrazio is set to turn 
81 in September, and all 
the people he met along 
the way during his jour-
ney through Little League 
have a continuing impact 
on him to this day.

“It is a small world with 
Le Roy baseball,” Pan-
grazio said. “The guys 
that I coached against, 
still good friends today. 
Rick Rapone, if I’m sit-
ting out in the porch, he 
lives around the corner 
from me. He sits and we 
reminisce about his dad 
playing semi-pro base-

ball with me. It’s just, it’s a 
family tree.”

Sp e a k i n g  o f  R i c k 
Rapone, his son, Joe 
Rapone, is now the cur-
rent President of Le Roy 
Little League baseball.

Joe Rapone shares a 
similar story to Pangrazio, 
as his grandfather played 
and coached, his father 
played and coached, he 
played and is now coach-
ing, and now his sons are 
currently playing as well.

That ability to share 
Little League baseball in 
a multi-generational way 
is something that Rapone 
finds very special.

“We’re a baseball fami-
ly; we’re a coaching fam-

Parade, Ceremony Welcomes in 
75th Anniversary Season of

Le Roy Little League Baseball

On May 1, 1775, two weeks 
after the Battle of Lexington and 
Concord, sixteen-year-old Ed-
mund Beach enlisted in Cap-
tain John Sedgwick’s Company 
under the command of Colonel 
Hineman in the 14th Regiment 
of the Connecticut militia. The 
record shows that he served 
seven months with Captain 
Sedgwick and then was as-
signed to other units as the war 
progressed. When he was eigh-
teen, he enlisted as a Private 
with Major Thomas Bull’s Reg-
iment. Major Bull was a promi-
nent officer who had served as 
Lieutenant Colonel in William 
Montgomery’s Pennsylvania 
“Flying Camp.” Beach was list-
ed as a “drummer.” It would 
be the equivalent of the Army 
Signal Corps, which wasn’t 
formed until 1865. Drummers 
were essential for military 
communication. They relayed 
commands between the sol-
diers and the commanders. 
The drummers played on large 
wooden rope-sprung drums. 
There are a couple Revolution-
ary War Drums on exhibit. The 
Museum of Fife and Drum in 
Ivoryton, Connecticut displays 
a collection of drums and mu-
sical instruments from the era. 
The National Museum of the 
United States Army in Belvoir, 
Virginia has a drum with a pine 
tree motif from Massachusetts. 
The drum carries the words: “It 
is fitting and proper to die for 
one’s country.” The Museum of 
Connecticut History in Hart-
ford, has a Revolutionary War 
era drum with the Connecticut 
state seal. It has been traced to 
one of the Connecticut regi-
ments encamped at Verplank’s 
Point. The drum which is miss-
ing its head is decorated with 
the coat of arms of Connecticut 
surrounded with a panoply of 
arms. The decoration match-
es an April 1775 description of 
drums carried by Connecticut 
regiments: “We fix on our Stan-
dards (flags) and Drums, the 
Colony Arms with t he motto 
‘Qui transtulit sustinet,’ round 
in letters of gold, which we 
construe thus: ‘God, who trans-
planted us hither, will support 
us.’”

By the middle of the 1800s 
drums were replaced by the 
bugle however the U.S. Army 
Infantry maintained fife and 
drum corps until they were 
abolished in 1917. Interesting-
ly, drums are still a part of mil-
itary parades and ceremonies. 
The 3rd U.S. Infantry known 
as the U.S. Old Guard Fife and 
Drum was raised in 1960. It is 
the only musical unit of the U.S. 
Armed Forces that the drum 
major salutes with his left hand. 

Musicians assigned to the Old 
Guard wear 18th century uni-
forms like those worn in the 
Revolutionary War. The mem-
bers of the Old Guard are also 
the unit which places flags on 
the graves of the veterans in the 
National Cemetery in Arling-
ton.

Drum rolls were used to 
regulate camp life, playing 
signals for wake-up and troop 
assembly as well as setting the 
cadence for marching. For 
long marches, the drum would 
set the pace, often 120 beats 
per minute. On the battlefield 
because voices could not be 
heard over the noise of battle, 
the drum was used to signal 
commands such when to fire 
or cease fire. A different ca-
dence would tell the troops to 
advance or retreat. Drummers 
often went into battle unarmed 
and walked next to the officers 
to relay commands and to keep 
troops in formation. Their uni-
forms were often the reversed 
colors of their regiment, mak-
ing them identifiable on the 
field.

Edmund Beach’s name 
appears on the Soldiers Mon-
ument on Trigon Park. He is 
listed with the eleven Revolu-
tionary War veterans who lived 
in LeRoy after the war. Two 
months ago, his name along 
with John Ganson and John 
Thwing, was submitted to the 
Pomeroy Foundation Revolu-
tionary Patriots grant program. 
If approved, the grant would 
pay for a large metal marker to 
be placed near the entrance of 
Machpelah Cemetery where 
the three veterans are buried.

The proposals are first re-

viewed by the New York State 
Chapter of the Sons of the 
American Revolution and 
then submitted to a panel at 
the Pomeroy Foundation. Two 
weeks ago, it looked like the 
Machpelah marker wouldn’t 
include Edmund Beach’s name 
because there was no proof that 
he was actually buried in the 
cemetery, even though there 
was a stone with his name. 
Edmund Beach died in 1837 
which was before Machpelah 
Cemetery was established. We 
could not find an obituary to in-
dicate where he was buried.

Searching through lists of 
other cemeteries in the area, 
his name did not appear. But 
finally, after Sandy, the super-
intendent at the cemetery did 
some sleuthing through old re-
cords and maps of burial plots, 
she found the old records and 
a map showing exactly where 
Edmund Beach and his wife are 
buried. The map was quickly 
emailed to the review com-
mittee, and today the Pomeroy 
Foundation has approved the 
request for the grant and in a 
couple of months, a memorial 
marker will be installed near 
the entrance to Machpelah 
Cemetery and important part 
of LeRoy’s 250th anniversary 
celebration. The other cem-
etery that will be included in 
the grant program is the Myrtle 
Street Cemetery.

Edmond Beach’s story is 
very interesting. He was born 
July 4, 1758, in Goshen, Litch-
field Connecticut. After serving 
seven months in the spring of 
1776, he spent 6 months with 
Colonel Fisher Gay of Farm-
ington, Connecticut who com-

manded the 2nd Battalion of 
Wadsworth’s Brigade which 
was raised in June 1776 to rein-
force General Washington in 
New York. Colonel Gay led his 
regiment at the Brooklyn front 
during the Battle of Long Island 
on August 22. Beach was with 
the Wadsworth Brigade at the 
Battle of White Plains on Octo-
ber 28, 1776. It was another loss 
to the British and the Continen-
tal forces had to retreat under 
the cover of fog across the East 
River to Manhattan. Certainly, 
young Edmund Beach was in-
volved in the retreat which saw 
hundreds of Continental sol-
diers killed or wounded.

In 1778, Beach served three 
months under Captain Stan-
ley and General Sheldon of the 
Second Continental Light Dra-
goons, a cavalry unit which was 
particularly favored by General 
Washington. The regiment con-
sisted of four troops from Con-
necticut, one troop largely from 
Massachusetts and New Jersey 
and two companies of light in-
fantry. They had participated 
in the Battle of Brandywine, 
the Battle of Germantown, and 
the Battle of Yorktown. During 
1778, the Dragoons served as 
Washington’s personal body-
guard. Loyalist agents and Brit-
ish forces shadowed Washing-
ton for weeks with the intention 
of kidnapping him, but they 
abandoned their plans because 
the British noted that “The 2nd 
Dragoons were always with 
him.” The 2nd Dragoons also 
guarded British Major John An-
dre while he was held and put 
to trial, and then executed.

After the war Edmund re-
turned to Hartford, Connecti-

cut where he lived for twen-
ty-one years. He married Luzan 
Stanley, a daughter of Captain 
Timothy Stanley and they had a 
large family. Betsey was born in 
1780. Althea was born in 1782. 
Four years later, their son Platt 
Smith Beach was born, and in 
1797, Nancy was born. Althea 
married into the Taylor family 
and Candace married into the 
Stanley family, and it is midst 
the Taylors and the Stanleys 
that Edmund and his wife are 
buried.

In 1815, Edmund’s daughter 
Candance wrote a diary:

“August 19, 1815 — Monday 
morning — — Today we expect 
to get to our home in LeRoy, we 
have made 8 miles this morn-
ing and we are now at Stephen 
Tinker’s in West Bloomfield 9 
miles from the Genesee river. 
Caledonia 10 oclock — when 
we were crossing the river, there 
was a gentleman came into the 
Boat and spake to my father 
and called him by name. Father 
inquired how he came to know 
him, and he said his son had de-
scribed him and sent word that 
we must not cross such a bridge 
in the dark. We are now at a very 
elegant log house at Hosmers 
tavern, here we have called for 
a dinner, the first meat we have 
bought since we left Hartland. 
I now despair of getting home 
to night the roads are very bad. 
Monday eve we have got with-
in four miles of home and put 
up for the night. Tuesday the 
29th of August This morning 
we arrived at our home about 
9 o’clock and a good one I be-
lieve. The family that we have 
bought of have not moved out 
of the house yet. We have found 

some cousins here I believe I 
shall like very much; (Candace 
eventually marries her cous-
in, Elisha) I have seen some of 
them. Cousin Elisha Stanley 
has been at our house and I 
have engaged to go and teach 
school in the district where he 
lives for seven or eight weeks. 
I feel very lonesome not being 
acquainted here.” Candace’s 
diary is very interesting. This 
is the year of “18 hundred and 
freeze to death” when there was 
a killing frost every month of 
the year. Unknown to them, all 
of the north east and even into 
Europe unusually cold weather 
was caused by the eruption of 
a volcano in the Pacific Ocean 
which three so much volcanic 
dust into the atmosphere, that it 
changed the climate. Candace 
does indeed to go on to teach. 
She describes how no students 
showed up because it had 
snowed and they had no shoes 
and could not go barefoot.”

According to the 1820 Cen-
sus of Stafford, Edmund and 
his wife were living in Stafford 
with their son Platt. Luzan, Ed-
mund’s wife died in 1826. On 
October 15, 1832, as a resident 
of LeRoy, Edmund Beach made 
application for a veteran’s pen-
sion. His brother Jonathan 
who lived in Mt. Morris signed 
the affidavit and Edmund was 
granted pension No. S 10,367 
on November 1, 1833. Revo-
lutionary War pensions were 
granted by Congress begin-
ning in 1776, initially for those 
disabled, but in 1818 and 1832, 
the pensions were extended to 
those veterans who had served. 
It granted full pay for life to of-
ficers and enlisted men who 
served at least two years. Pen-
sions were prorated for shorter 
service. Edmund died in 1837. 
He was 79 years old. He is listed 
in the history of the LeRoy Pres-
byterian Church and also the 
First Congregationalist Society 
of Stafford. A lot of the informa-
tion gathered for the Pomeroy 
grant application was gathered 
by Trish Riggi at the Woodward 
Library.

This year, as part of the walk-
ing/driving tour of Machpelah 
Cemetery, the story of Edmund 
Beach, as well as John Thwing 
and John Ganson will be told. 
The gravestones of these three 
men will be cleaned this year, 
and their graves will be marked 
with a Revolutionary flag mark-
er that will hold a thirteen star 
and thirteen stripe flag. Also, 
as part of the Oatka Festival pa-
rade on October 18, Edmund 
Beach will be represented in 
the honor guard for the hand-
sewn flag which will lead the 
parade. More information will 
be included in articles in the Le 
Roy Weekend Gazette.

Work was started to find 
out more about where the 
flag came from, and the 
provenance of how it came 
into the possession of Le 
Roy-Brown was slowly re-
vealed.

It is documented that Le 
Roy-Brown received the flag 
from her father, Francis, but 
from there, the trail dries up 
a bit, especially because the 
Le Roy family did not have 
any personal ties to the Rev-
olutionary War.

However, through re-
search done by Angora, he 
pinpointed the likely origin 
to be the family of Francis’ 
first wife, as her family, the 
Tracy’s, were heavily in-
volved in the American Rev-
olution.

While a likely answer to 
where the flag originated 

from was pieced together, 
Angola is still actively work-
ing to find out why the stars 
were arranged in the way 
that they were, with more 
answers hopefully on the 
horizon.

“We don’t know where 
this style came from because 
we haven’t been able to find 
this same configuration ex-
actly,” Angora said. “We just 
found this in the collection, 
like, a month before we put it 
out for the exhibit. So, we’re 
still diving into what it all 
means.”

Despite some lingering 
mysteries, the America 250 
exhibit at the Le Roy House 
is an exciting moment for 
Angora, as all of his work to 
this point has led to the flag 
being displayed to the pub-
lic for what is likely the very 
first time.

“It’s very cool to have it for 
us and to display it, because 
I don’t think it’s ever been on 

display to our knowledge,” 
Angora said.

It’s also rare in Angora’s 
eyes for a small-town his-
torical society to have some-
thing like this, especially out 
in Western New York.

“We were keeping our 
minds open for anything 
that popped up, because 
for Western New York, we 
don’t have a lot from the rev-
olution because we weren’t 
established,” Angora said. 
“There’s not a lot that exists 
for us in this area, or any 
small historical society, be-
cause most of the Revolu-
tionary War stuff has been 
donated to bigger institu-
tions, which they should be, 
because sometimes we can’t 
take care of them the way 
that they should be. So, it’s a 
very impressive thing.”

While the 13-star flag 
is certainly the main 
eye-catcher of the exhibit, 
Angora and the historical 
society have put together 
an entire room of displays to 
celebrate America 250.

Other highlights include 
a list of every Revolutionary 
War patriots buried in the 
town and village of Le Roy, 
a painting study piece of 
George Washington done 
by Frank Eastman Jones, a 
graduate of Ingham Univer-
sity, and a Psalms of David 
book that belonged to Ros-
well Parmalee, who along 
with being a Le Roy patriot 
buried at Fort Hill Ceme-
tery, is also the only known 
French and Indian War vet-
eran that was laid to rest in 
the entire county.

The exhibit as a whole 
hopes to accentuate themes 
and imagery tied to the 
founding of this country, 
while keeping the displays 
tied to local Le Roy history.

The exhibit officially 
opened to the general pub-
lic on Thursday, and Angora 
hopes that visitors will be 
inspired by the 13-star flag, 
and by seeing the names of 
patriots buried right here in 
Le Roy.

“It’s going to be very excit-
ing to see people’s response 
to it, seeing the flag, because 
a lot of institutions don’t 
have a 13-star original flag,” 
Angora said. “That’s what 
we were holding out on for 
months, having that as the 
centerpiece to the whole ex-
hibit. It’ll be exciting to have 
people come and see the 

American Revolution in this 
Americanism light, learn 
about the patriots that are 
here, and hopefully they go 
visit them (at the cemetery).”

Editor’s note: The term 

“patriot” as used within this 
article refers to anyone who 
served in the military on the 
American side of the Revolu-
tionary War.

The Lehigh Valley Rail-
road Company, LVRR, will 
begin several stages of soil 
cleanup and monitoring 
activities in May and June 
at the 56-year-old Super-
fund Site under the over-
sight of the EPA, according 
to a community update 
published to the EPA web-
site in late April. The EPA 
finalized its cleanup plan 
for the site in 2023.

The cleanup work is 
scheduled to continue 
through the summer and 
into the fall of 2026.

The document states 
that LVRR will “remove 
aboveground piping from 
past cleanup activities to 
clear the way to take ad-
ditional soil samples to 
determine how much con-
taminated soil needs to be 
removed in the former spill 
area.”

After testing the rocky 
material in the area, LVRR 
will dig up and remove soil 
with elevated levels of tri-
chloroethylene, or TCE, 
which was spilled there af-
ter two tank cars derailed 

in 1970, pouring 30,000 
gallons of the highly toxic 
chemical over the ground.

They will send the con-
taminated material to “an 
approved off-site facility 
for disposal” and then in-
stall a cover on areas with 
lower levels of TCE “to pre-
vent people from contact-
ing the contaminated soil,” 
the document says.

LVRR will monitor dust 
that is stirred up, also test-
ing air particulates for TCE.

Both groundwater and 
surface water testing is 
planned for October, in-
cluding any groundwater 
that is seeping into Mud 
Creek, a tributary of Oatka 

Creek, as well as “any va-
pors that may be coming 
from the groundwater.” 
The EPA will oversee these 
tests, which are part of the 
long-term monitoring pro-
gram for the site.

The cleanup plan also 
includes treating any 
groundwater that seeps 
into Mud Creek and plac-
ing gravel or rocky mate-
rial over the area to “limit 
direct contact by people 
and wildlife with the creek 
water.”

According to the CDC’s 
Agency for Toxic Substanc-
es and Disease Registry, 
“trichloroethylene breaks 
down very slowly in soil 
and water and is removed 
mostly through evapora-
tion to air. It is expected to 
remain in groundwater for 
long time since it is not able 
to evaporate.”

TCE has been shown in 
lab trials to cause kidney 
and liver cancer, as well as 
malignant lymphoma.

EPA sources say that the 
spilled TCE spread into the 
aquifer near the site and 
has created a “plume” of 
pollution reaching as far 
east as the Village of Cale-
donia, with concentrations 
of TCE as high as five parts 
per billion in the ground-
water.

This 5 pbb figure is 
much lower than the World 
Health Organization’s 
recommended limit of 30 
parts per billion, but it is 
the maximum contami-
nant level that was set for 
drinking water by the EPA 
in 2020.

The EPA has also found 
TCE in nearby bodies of 
water and in the indoor air 
of some residential struc-
tures located above the 
area where contaminants 
have spread in the ground-
water.

ily. My cousins and I, it’s 
one sport we all played 
growing up, and just to 
know I’m on the same 
field that my grandpa 
coached on, and my dad 
played on, it just means 
a lot to me, and both my 
boys really appreciate that 
fact too,” Rapone said.

“That’s just another lay-
er of how important the 
league is to our family, 
and I think lots of kids and 
families like the fact that 
this is the same field they 
played on when they were 
kids, and their uncles and 
aunts and dads and moms 
all played in the same 
spot. And I think for Le 
Roy, it’s a tradition that, 
it’s lasted generations. 
There’s not many other 

organizations that can say 
they’ve gone 75 seasons in 
a small town in the same 
spot.”

Joe Rapone and the Le 
Roy Little League board 
dedicated this 75th sea-
son to all the former play-
ers, coaches, parents and 
volunteers that helped 
make the league what it is 
today.

“There’s so many oth-
er people that are part of 
that type of story that just 
transpired from 1952, 
when we had our very first 
season, to have our 75th 
season this year. And it’s a 
testament to our commu-
nity for that. These peo-
ple want to volunteer year 
in and year out and keep 
something like this going,” 
Rapone said.

Pangrazio shared a sim-
ilar sentiment.

“The whole secret is the 

parents that take the time 
like I did to get involved. 
You have a great family 
tree of parents that care 
about it. And that’s what’s 
helped Little League be 
here for 75 years. You 
couldn’t, you can’t do it 
without the volunteers 
that put the time and ef-
fort in to make it as pros-
perous as it is,” Pangrazio 
said.

Some other awards and 
recognitions were giv-
en out as well during this 
opening ceremony, with 
last year’s champions, the 
Tigers, getting a moment 
back in the spotlight, and 
two players, Molly Mc-
Namara and Joey Wujcik, 
being awarded Most Im-
proved Player and Spirit of 
Little League respectively.

Some additions for the 
75th year were unveiled 
as well, including special 
patches that have been 
sewn onto each player’s 
jersey.

Rapone hopes that 
with the 75th anniversary 
season and beyond, the 
Le Roy community will 
continue to uphold and 
grow Little League for 
many more generations to 
come.

“When lots of small-
er communities around 
us have kind of left Little 
League and done their 
own thing, we’ve stayed 
true to the Little League 
values, and that’s what we 
keep building on,” Rapone 
said.
