For the past two summers, 
the lunch sta�  at Le Roy Cen-
tral School has hosted its Sum-
mer Food Service Program 
(SFSP) to provide meals to 
families during the months 
school isn’t in session.

After a stellar year in 2025 
providing a total of 27,318 
meals — including 13,659 
breakfasts and 13,659 lunches 
— the district’s lunch team has 
been awarded the summer 
Hunger Hero Award by the No 
Kid Hungry organization.

The award is highlighting 
and honoring all of the work 
the sta� ers have put into pro-
viding a much-needed service 
to the community.

Melissa Saunders, the Le 
Roy CSD School Lunch Man-
ager, coordinates the Summer 
Food Service Program. She 
discussed how the program 
was established at the school, 
saying that she � rst applied for 
the summer of 2024 and set up 
Le Roy to be a non-congregate 
feeding site, meaning mem-
bers of the community can 
come and pick up prepared 
meals.

“You qualify for that pro-
gram based on the percentage 
of low-income population 
within your community,” 
she continued. “It’s a USDA 
funded program. It allows or-
ganizations such as schools, 
camps, parks, community 
centers to run these types of 
programs, whether they’re a 
non-congregate or an on-site 
program, and provides free 
meals, breakfast, lunch to kids 
18 and younger.”

Anybody from the local 
area is allowed to participate 
in the program, whether or 
not they are a part of the Le 
Roy school district or even a 
resident of the Town or Village 
of Le Roy, Saunders said. � e 
only requirements are that 
participants are under 18, and 
not participating in a similar 
program.

No Kid Hungry became 
involved in Le Roy after Saun-
ders and the sta� ers applied 
for grants from the organiza-
tion to help with labor and 
food supply costs.

No Kid Hungry is run 
through the charity Share Our 
Strength. Its mission state-
ment says no child should go 
hungry in the United States.

� e organization has pro-
vided over 3.2 billion meals to 
kids since March of 2020, and 
provided more than $170 mil-
lion grants in that same time-
frame, according to its web-
site. That includes the kind 
of grants given to the Le Roy 
program.

The partnership with No 
Kid Hungry for has been in-
valuable for the summer lunch 
program.

“I mean, just personally, 
the assistance and the encour-
agement that I’ve received 
from them over the last couple 
years has been instrumental 
in me doing this,” Saunders 
said. “You know, they’re just a 
really good advocate and a re-
ally good resource to go to for 
information and with ques-
tions, and they have ideas. So, 
for me, this might not look the 
way it does if I didn’t have that 
partnership with them.”

The award took Saunders 
and sta�  by surprise, and they 
felt very honored to be select-
ed and recognized.

“I didn’t know that there 
was an award for this,” Saun-
ders said. “I don’t believe there 
is a nomination process.

“I think we were fortunate 
to be recognized by No Kid 
Hungry as a school who ex-
celled in our e� orts to make 
this program great for our 
community,” she continued. 
“It’s a recognition that was giv-
en to the program more than 
myself. You know, my staff 
does a wonderful job of being 
open minded to my lofty vi-
sions. � ey do a good job at co-
operating with me and sharing 
the same goal of just trying to 
have a positive impact on our 
school and our community.”

The team was notified 
when Superintendent Merritt 
Holley presented them with 
a certi� cate sent from No Kid 
Hungry.

“I was really surprised,” 
Saunders said. “It was just a 
regular workday morning. 
Anytime you receive unex-
pected gratitude like that, it’s 
very encouraging.”

Saunders and sta�  are very 
proud of the award, but the 
community and connections 
are key.

“Well, for me, the most im-
portant part of doing this sum-
mer food service program is 
having that connection to the 
community, the school com-
munity connection,” Saunders 

said. “� e two are very import-
ant to each other. If we have 
the means and are able to sup-
port and help families in our 
community, then it would be a 
terrible thing to not act on that.

“So, it’s an honor that we’re 
able to serve our community 
in the way we are,” she contin-
ued. “It’s awesome to see the 
kids and the families come in 
here and they’re happy and 
they’re excited.”

Le Roy’s team will continue 
to learn and grow from previ-
ous summers, and they’ll work 
to provide the SFSP for as long 
as they can.

“I think like with anything, 
each year we’ll take our suc-

cesses and our failures from 
the previous summer, what 
we’ve learned, and we’ll build 
on that,” Saunders said. “You 
know, it will be gradual pro-
cess. Just from the � rst sum-
mer to the second summer, we 

learned so much.
“So, if we’re able to do this 

for � ve, 10, 20 more summers, 
it’s kind of exciting to think 
about what that could end up 
looking like, you know, as it 
continues to evolve,” she said.

The Village of Le Roy has 
the County Planning Board’s 
blessing to update its Com-
prehensive Plan for the first 
time in nearly 25 years.

The board OK’d the 2025 
plan update after brief dis-
cussion last Thursday in a 
meeting that lasted less than 
10 minutes.

Board member Tom 
Schubmehl said the Le Roy 
Comprehensive Plan was 
very well done.

“The graphics and infor-
mation broke up the 50 pag-
es of text that I was used to,” 
he said.

Schubmehl said he appre-
ciated the minutes from all 
meetings and information 
gathered from village resi-
dents being included in the 
plan. Board Chair Laraine 
Caton agreed.

Legislator Laurie Mancu-
so, who was on the Steering 
Committee that put the up-
date together, said it took 
over a year to do that.

“We’re looking forward 
to further input once we get 
through this stage and we get 
the official OK ...” she said at 
the meeting.

Afterward, Mancuso said 
the plan delves into com-
munity development, resi-
dential and commercial. The 
themes are downtown ac-
tivation and neighborhood 
investment, natural resource 
protection and communi-
ty-driven planning.

“There are three prima-
ry themes. Within those 
themes, it really captures, I 
think, all the needs within 
the community,” she said. “It 
keeps it simple by keeping 
it at just the three instead of 
expanding it to so many dif-
ferent types of things it could 
have been,” she said.

The update is very consis-
tent, Mancuso said. The final 
draft is 113 pages.

“You can hop to certain 
areas that you’re interested 
in. You don’t have to read the 
whole thing to get to an area 
that might be of more inter-

est to you than another,” she 
said.

County Senior Planner Ju-
lie Boasi said the update will 
go back to the Village Board 
for further action.

“It’ll be up to them to take 
the next step,” she said after 
Thursday’s Planning Board 
meeting. “They referred it 
here because certain things, 
like comprehensive plans, 
they have to be referred to 
the county.”

The only thing the Coun-
ty Planning Board has to do 
with the comprehensive 
plan process is voting to rec-
ommend approval or disap-
proval.

“I think that we agreed 
that they did a lot of work, 
reaching out to the commu-
nity,” she said. “They did a lot 
of outreach. They held pub-
lic meetings to get feedback 
from the community about 
what they wanted to see and 
that got incorporated into 
the comprehensive plan.”

That’s something the 
Planning Board likes to see, 
because comprehensive 

plans are supposed to show 
what communities want to 
happen in their villages for 
the next 20 or 30 years, the 
senior planner said.

“They really did a good job 
reaching out and getting that 
input,” Boasi said.

Residents and business 
owners will have another 
chance to comment on and 
ask questions about the Vil-
lage’s proposed Compre-
hensive Plan update at a 
public hearing at 7 p.m. Jan. 
21 at the Village Hall.

Mayor Greg Rogers noted 
in a recent “Mayor’s Corner” 
update that the public may 
review the update on the vil-
lage website.

“Newly elected county 
Legislator Laurie Mancuso 
took the plan to the Gene-
see County Planning Board 
where it got a very favorable 
review and approval,” Rogers 
said.

This is the first update 
since the village adopted the 
last plan in 2001. The three 
themes in the proposal are 
downtown activation and 
neighborhood investment, 
natural resource protection, 
and community-driven 
planning.

In the final draft of the up-
date, each theme includes 
multiple goals and strate-

gies.

Downtown activation and 
neighborhood investment

Goal No. 1: Increase busi-
ness retention and attraction 
to the village

• Strategy 1.1: Incentivize 
and support local business-
es.

• Strategy 1.2: Attract new 
investments and business-
es by updating zoning reg-
ulations that reflect recent 
development trends and ac-
commodate the desired uses 
and design.

Goal No. 2: Encourage 
thoughtful development 
and infrastructure improve-
ments that prioritize hu-
manscale design through 
safety, accessibility, and 
connectivity.

• Strategy 2.1: Identify 
high-priority infrastructure 
and beautification needs 
and pursue related improve-
ments.

• Strategy 2.2: Invest in ef-
forts to address dilapidated, 
unsafe, abandoned, and nui-
sance structures. Promote 
maintenance of public facil-
ities, and improve the overall 
appearance of the village.

• Strategy 2.3: Develop a 
pedestrian-friendly village 
with appealing streetscapes 
and accessible public spac-

es.
Goal No. 3: Maintain the 

existing housing stock and 
develop a diversity of hous-
ing choices for all ages and 
lifestyles.

• Strategy 3.1: Support the 
development of diverse and 
well-distributed housing for 
aging in place.

• Strategy 3.2: Develop 
new neighborhoods that 
complement the tradition-
al village density, variation, 
and scale planning and reg-
ulatory frameworks.

Natural resource protec-
tion

Goal No. 1: Develop and 
implement plans and reg-
ulations that support the 
protection and preservation 
of natural resources, with 
special emphasis on Oatka 
Creek.

• Strategy 1.1: Develop 
natural resources, invento-
ries and related planning 
documents and implement 
actions.

• Strategy 1.2: Integrate 
environmental protection 
into local planning and reg-
ulatory frameworks.

Goal No. 2: Implement 
the Oatka Creek Watershed 
Management Plan to protect 
and restore the health of the 
watershed in a sustainable, 

collaborative, and commu-
nity-driven way.

• Strategy 2.1: Reduce run-
off, controlling erosion, and 
protecting waterways from 
development impacts and 
containment risk in the wa-
tershed.

• Strategy 2.2: Reducing 
contaminant risks to the wa-
tershed.

Goal No. 3: Support and 
manage renewable energy 
development in a manner 
that preserves Le Roy’s rural 
character while improving 
efficiency and resiliency of 
Village facilities and opera-
tions.

• Strategy 3.1: Support the 
expansion of clean energy 
opportunities throughout 
the village.

• Strategy 3.2: Participate 
in state programs and pur-
sue grants that reward com-
munities for energy efficien-
cy and resiliency.

Community-driven plan-
ning

Goal No. 1: Celebrate and 
promote the village as a wel-
coming regional destination 
by highlighting its unique 
character and strengthening 
community identity.

• Strategy 1.1: Develop an 
approach designed to en-
hance the village’s identity 
and visibility to promote its 
unique assets, and attract in-
creased visitation from both 
locals and visitors.

Goal #2: Foster a commu-
nity where people love to live 
and recreate through invest-
ment in and promotion of 
new and existing communi-
ty spaces and events.

• Strategy 2.1: Enhance 
community engagement 
and local pride among vil-
lage residents.

• Strategy 2.2: Evaluate 
long-term use, mainte-
nance, and operations of 
community spaces and op-
portunities.

Rogers also said the Vil-
lage Board will begin its an-
nual budget preparation in 
February.

While (the cost of ) many 
items went up, through the 
help of Mike Tucci, we man-
aged to keep our property 
insurance flat this year.

BATAVIA — The Genesee 
County Legislature had a new 
chairman and a couple of law-
makers at the table when it 
met last Wednesday night to 
reorganize for 2026.

After being appointed 
chair, sworn in and accepting 
the gavel, Christian Yunker 
said the county has two great 
strengths — its people and as-
sets.

“This is an exciting time 
for us. We’ve made a lot of 
great progress, learned a lot of 
things,” Yunker said. “We need 
to work together and look at 
how strategic we can be as a 
county. With all that, we’re 
thinking about the residents 
here. It’s all about who we rep-
resent.”

Yunker thanked the two 
new lawmakers who were 
elected for the first time in No-
vember — Laurie Mancuso in 
District 5 (Town of Le Roy) and 
John Borrelli in District 9 (City 
of Batavia wards 4 and 5).

Yunker succeeds former 
Legislature Chair Rochelle 
Stein, who served for 14 years 
on the Legislature, the last six 

as chairwoman.
“We will miss Shelley and 

her institutional knowledge. 
She’s put so many years in and 
she’s a fantastic leader,” Yunk-
er said after the meeting. “But, 
we’re going to carry on with 
our priorities. The priorities ar-
en’t really changing. We have a 
lot of returning legislators.”

Marianne Clattenburg 
(District 8, City of Batavia 
wards 2 and 3) as first vice 
chair. and Gregg Torrey (Dis-
trict 6, towns of Alexander, 
Bethany and Pavilion) were 
also sworn in.

Borrelli and Mancuso were 
sworn in, along with Chad 
Klotzbach (District 1, towns of 
Alabama and Oakfield), Gor-
don Dibble (District 3, towns 
of Pembroke and Darien, and 
Village of Corfu) and John De-
leo (District 7, City of Batavia 
wards 1 and 6).

“We, as legislators, we have 
a duty. We’re going to be com-
mitted to openness, collabora-
tion, and earn the trust of our 
constituents,” Yunker said. 
“We all come from different 
areas. We have different back-
grounds. We come from differ-

ent districts, but our responsi-
bility is to work together to do 
what’s best for our residents.”

Yunker, of Elba, is managing 
partner of CY Farms, Batavia 
Turf and CY Heifer Farm, and a 
former credit Officer for Farm 
Credit East. He is a Cornell 
University graduate and has 
served on numerous county 
committees.

Beyond his Legislature role, 
Yunker has held numerous 
roles in the greater communi-
ty.

He’s a past president of the 
Genesee County Farm Bureau 
and past treasurer of the Gen-
esee County Cornell Coopera-
tive Extension Board of Direc-
tors, according to the county 
website..

He’s also a past director, 
vice chair at United Memorial 
Medical Center; past director 
of the Cornell College of Ag 
and Life Sciences Alumni As-
sociation Board; Chairman of 
the Oak Orchard Watershed 
Conservation Committee; and 
a past member of the Cornell 
University Experiment Station 
Strategic Direction Commit-
tee.

AVON — Noah Coughlan arrived in 
Avon’s Circle Park Wednesday afternoon 
with a fanfare of bagpipes, a police es-
cort, a crowd of admirers — and far more 
energy than could ever be expected of 
someone who had just run 26 miles from 
Canandaigua in the rain.

For Coughlan, such extraordinary feats 
have become a regular occurrence over 
the last 89 days — as they must, if Cough-
lan is to make it to the Pacific coast of Or-
egon, traverse 1,000 miles of Alaska and 
reach Hawaii, 5,500 miles in total, by July 
4.

Why the deadline? Because Cough-
lan’s “Run for America,” his fifth and final 
cross-country run, will make him the third 
person ever to cross all 50 states on foot 
— just in time for the 250th anniversary of 
the signing of the Declaration of Indepen-

dence.
Coughlan’s previous runs have raised 

awareness of Batten disease, a rare, fatal 
genetic disorder, and other rare condi-
tions, and honored veterans. Now, with an 
American flag waving from his pushcart, 
he’s ready to complete the journey.

“I didn’t start out thinking I was going 

to make a huge impact on communities in 
America. I wanted to help two girls from 
my church who had a rare brain disease 
called Batten disease,” he said Wednes-
day evening. “I did that run — San Diego 
to Jacksonville; it was tough, you know 
— and then two years went by, I didn’t 
even think about going across America. I 
looked at the route. There were more fam-
ilies, same disease.”

“So, you pair a social cause with an ex-
treme, unbelievably insane, effort, from 
ocean to ocean. And then it grew bigger 
into a third run; they called it ‘Run for 
Rare.’ Then you run it for 35 million Amer-
icans with rare diseases. Unfortunately, 
disease unifies us too. Because I learned 
a lot from parents from all walks of life 
with their kids are still trying to assault the 
same disease.”

During his runs, Coughlan said, he’s 
seen “an outpouring of support” from 
passersby.

“It’s less about me,” he said. “When you 
see the flag in motion, I think that’s what 
the drivers are honking for. They don’t 
know the story but they see the flag mov-
ing, and there’s something about the flag 
that awakens us. There’s something that 

makes us stand a little bit taller, something 
that brings us together.”

Coughlan’s most recent run allowed 
him to interview eight World War II vet-
erans, something he hopes to do again on 
the current run.

“We’ve got 50 stars, 13 stripes, 249-
plus years of history. Our freedom did not 
come free,” he told a crowd of supporters 
Wednesday in the Avon fire station. “They 
[veterans] don’t go in looking for recogni-
tion. They don’t go in because they want 
to make money. So it’s up to us, when they 
come home, to take care of them. It’s up to 
us to recognize them.”

On Thursday morning, Coughlan de-
parted for Batavia, passing through Cale-
donia, Le Roy, and Stafford on the way, 
then on Friday for Buffalo, and so on day 
after day until the journey’s end. A daunt-
ing task, perhaps — but one, he said, that 
pays dividends in inspiration.

“There’s something about seeing some-
body go that far on foot and not giving up 
that is inspiring,” he said. “I think when 
you add an American flag on there, it’s re-
ally inspiring for them too. And if you see 
police cars surrounding them, it’s over the 
top.”
