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New RTS Mircotransit Pilot Program
and Pingo App Launched in Le Roy

Regional Transit Service
(RTS) announced the launch
of a new Microtransit pro-
gram, and accompanying
app, that is going to be start-
edrightherein Le Roy.

RTS Link, provided by
RTS Geneseeg, is a new ride-
sharing service that allows
customers within the Le Roy
areato bookrides on RTS ve-
hicles.

Tom Brede, a representa-
tive at RTS, said to imagine
this as a service similar to
Uber, but for RTS programs.

“Think, Uber pool. Right?

the market.

“We did a pilot program
with the Pingo app, and we
did that in Le Roy. Because
we were further along with
introducing the (Pingo) app
in that particular market, so
it just made sense for us to
launch the on-demand pilot
in that market,” Brede said.

RTS CEO Miguel
Veldzquez shared a similar
sentiment about why Le Roy
was chosen as the launch
sitein arecent pressrelease.

“We regularly ask our
customers for feedback on
our service and over the
past few years, they told us

So, it’s a shared ride service
where when you need aride,
there’s a mobile app, you
schedule the ride if there are
drivers in the area, it's some-
what similar to that model
but not quite at the same
scale,” Brede said about the
new service.

The Pingo app, being
launched alongside RTS
Link, is a mobile app that
customers can use in a sim-
ilar way to apps such as Uber
to schedule, plan, track, and
eventually pay for their trips
through RTS.

“When a customer re-
quests a trip, RTS Link will
find the closest time avail-
able for service. If the trip
is accepted, RTS Link will
direct the customer to meet
the vehicle at a virtual stop: a

point,” RTS said in a recent
pressrelease.

“RTS Link will drop off
the customer at a virtual
stop near their destination.
These virtual stops are pro-
grammed to be no more than
one quarter of a mile from a
customer’s point of origin.”

Customers in Genesee,
Livingston, Ontario, Orle-
ans, Seneca, Wayne, and
Wyoming counties now have
access to this app, and can
begin scheduling rides. The
app is available to download
on both the Apple App Store
and the Google Play Store.

The Microtransit pilot ser-
vice is one part of this new
program, and was launched
at the Le Roy airport on Oct.
13.

Brede discussed how

launch site for this program.
A research study RTS did a
few years ago indicated that
the area would be a great
place to test an on-demand
service.

With Le Roy already being
further along with other RTS
on-demand services, start-
ing the pilot service at the Le
Roy airport made sense for

they would benefit from im-
proved investment in tech-
nology and the implementa-
tion of Microtransit in select
areas,” Velazquez said.

in Genesee County.”

The launch on Oct. 13
went over well, however the
holiday weekend for Colum-
bus Day/Indigenous Peoples
Day meant utilization of RTS
services was a little slower
than usual. Brede and RTS
expect the service to pick up
momentum as time goes on.

The pilot program in Le
Roy will be monitored close-
ly for the next 12 months, af-
ter which RTS Genesee will

make a determination to
either end or extend the ser-
vice, or to launch RTS Link as
aregular service.

For those in Le Roy inter-
ested in utilizing this pilot
service, or the other RTS
Link services, the pilot pro-
gram from RTS Link is avail-
able from 6 p.m. to 9:30 p.m.
weekdays in Le Roy. To
schedule a trip, download
the Pingo app and register, or

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Pontillo Asking Stafford for Agreement

Property owner asks for relief on court ﬁne money he owes

STAFFORD — The owner of the for-
mer Odd Fellows Hall, who faces fines
for not meeting a court-ordered dead-
line to complete a list of repairs to the
building by Sept. 15, is asking the town
to agree that the matter has been re-
solved.

Owner James Pontillo asked the
Stafford Town Board during Monday’s
board meeting if it would consider a
stipulation or amendment to a court
order from Genesee County Supreme
Court Judge Diane Devlin. Pontillo
completed a list of court-ordered re-
pairs, but not until 16 days after the
deadline.

“What I mean by that is you would
say, ‘You met the terms and it's com-
plete and it’s over. That would not in-
clude any fine,” Pontillo told the Town
Board, noting he completed the work
the court required. “Otherwise, the
town would have to bring a motion to
address any claim that I violated the
order. Then, we would probably end up
backin court, with the attorneys.”

Attorney David Roach, represent-
ing the town, did not attend the board
meeting. Town Board member Ron
Panek said the town'’s job is to enforce
the State Building Code.

“What I'm asking ... is that you can
reach Mr. Roach, ask for a stipulation.
It’s just a stipulation that you all are OK
with how everything turned out and
you're saying the order has been com-
pleted and satisfied,” Pontillo said. “Or,
we continue this process and go back
into court, and it’s going to take us into
next year. I just don’t see the need for
that”

Town Supervisor Robert Clement
said the building looks great and a nice
jobwas done on the building.

“Whatever you've done over there,
it's certainly improved the building im-
mensely,” Clement said.

Pontillo said Tom and Todd Englerth,
who owns the property next to his, ap-
proached him and are also looking for a
resolution to the matter.

“I'm sure some of you knowwho they
are, so if you want to reach out to them
to verify that, I'm sure they would come
toyou,” the property owner said.

Pontillo said more work was done
than was on the list of work to be done.

“As with any project, when you're
doing something of that scope, other
things arise and those have to be ad-
dressed as well,” Pontillo said. “I'm not
going to get into all the other things
that were going on that prolonged it. If
we have to discuss that, we have to get
that discussed in court. I don’t think we
need to go there.”

Pontillo asked whether he would be
able to hear from the town as to what its
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direction is and whether it’s planning to
take this issue back to court

Panek said the town would talk to
Roach, but that the matter is in court.
Pontillo said the town isn’tin court.

“It's done. A stipulation would say
that you're not looking to go to court,’
he said.

Panek asked, “Well, then, if it’s done,
what do you need a stipulation for?”

Pontillo said it's because the town is
looking for additional money through a
fine.

“We have an opportunity, as a board,
to see the success and say, ‘You know
what, let’s not show the town that we
want to continue this. This has been go-
ing on for over 10 years and no one here
has ever reached out to me. I've reached
outtoyouall”

Panek asked what expectation Pon-
tillo had for the town to reach out to
him.

“It's your responsibility to be com-
pliant to the New York State Building
Code,” Panek said.

Pontillo asked if board members
agreed that it would be best to come to
a stipulation and move on. Town Super-
visor Bob Clement reiterated that what-
ever work Pontillo did at the site, it’s a
good job.

“Idon’t know if there’s anybody here
that has any objection to what you've
done over there,” Clement told Pontillo.

The board was asked whether it has
the authority to get rid of any fine Pon-
tillo owes in this matter and whether it
could vote Monday night or whether it
feltitneeded to speak to Roach.

“I don’t know. I think, in that partic-
ular case, I think we should go to our
attorney,” Clement said. “It’ll probably
end up being positive, but I want our at-
torney to weigh in on it

Panek advised Clement to be careful
about using the word “positive.”

“What we will do is that we will set

a precedent that when you are levied
fines, you don't have to pay for them.
You can ask the board for a waiver.
We've never done that,” Panek said. He
later said if the town doesn’t enforce
State Code regulations, the town is lia-
ble.

Toward the end of the meeting, Pon-
tillo said he doesn’t want to have the
type of interaction with the board that
happened Monday night.

“I'was trying to end this a while ago. I
only had two sentences that I read. That
was all I wanted to talk about,” he said.
“Reach out to Mr. Roach. I'm willing to
sit down, come here and talk with you,
see if we can come to a resolution so we
can all just go on about bettering the
community and not having this carry
on. I don’t agree with you, Ron, on the
fact that you're doing me some kind of
favor”

Panek said when you violate a law or
code and a court issues a fine. He did
not finish his sentence when Pontillo
responded.

“That fine has to do with a court or-
der that can have a stipulation to say it’s
been satisfied and done,” Pontillo said.
“That’s what I am asking for. I've gotten
the permits. I've done the codes. I've
had the inspectors in and out of there.
[ just want to be able to enjoy our later
years here in this community and move
on’

Resident Beth Carr asked if the board
felt that its response looks to the com-
munity like a passive-aggressive one.
She also asked about the investment in
legal fees over thisissue.

“Wouldn't it outrage the community
to find out how much is gone of our tax
money to preventing him from running
a business that would contribute tax-
es?” shesaid.

Panek said, “We're not preventing
him from anything. He has the respon-
sibility to follow the code.”

BUFFALO — A Catholic
priest named parochial vicar
of several Genesee County
churches as part of the Dio-
cese’s “Road to Renewal” has
been suspended after allega-
tions that he sexually harassed
adults.

Bishop Michael W. Fisher
Tuesday announced that he
has removed the Rev. Patrick
T. O’Keefe from active minis-
try and suspended his priestly
faculties while the allegations
are investigated.

Fisher also said there has
been allegations of “inappro-

priate workplace and ministe-
rial misconduct”

The Bishop was not more
specific in a press release is-
sued Tuesday.

O’Keefe was ordained in
1996. He was named as vicar
of Ascension Parish in Bata-
via, St. Brigid Parish in Bergen,
Resurrection Parish in Batavia
and Our Lady of Mercy in Le
Royin2023.

Three other priests will take
on O’Keefe’s duties.

Fisher said canonical ju-
dicial review will be conduct-
ed to examine all allegations
against Fr. O'Keefe.

“The Diocese of Buffalo has
developed rigorous protocols

for dealing with any allega-
tion of inappropriate conduct
— sexual or otherwise — for
bishops, members of the cler-
gy, deacons, employees and
volunteers,” the release said.
“All members of the clergy,
pastoral ministers, employees,
and volunteers of the Diocese
agree to adhere to the Code of
Conduct”

O’Keefe was among three
priests placed on a temporary
leave of absence in April 2019
after alleged inappropriate
conversations during a social
gathering of priests and semi-
narians at Saints Peter & Paul
Church in Hamburg, where he
was serving as vicar.

All three priests returned
to duty two months later, with
then-bishop Richard Malone
saying that although inappro-
priate topics were discussed,
there was “absolutely no inap-
propriate physical conduct”
by the priests involved.

Corrective actions were
taken, including retraining in
the Diocesan Code of Con-
duct.

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Batavia Players to Wait For ‘Godot’

Theater group tackling iconic absurdist play

BATAVIA — Coming soon

Main St. 56 Theater, the Batavia
Players will perform a production
of “Waiting for Godot” by Samuel

Beckett.

The play is being directed by
Jane Burk. It’s about two charac-
ters, Vladimir and Estragon, and
their conversations by a roadside
as they wait for someone named

Godot.

The show comes out of the ab-
surdist theater movement, which
was defined by plays that seem to
have no meaning, follow no logi-
cal dialogue, and follow no specif-

icplot.

“It’s very absurdist, it’s very ex-
istential. It really follows no par-
ticular pattern, there’s no partic-
ular place, it could be anyplace.
It could be no place,” Burk said

about the play.

To Burk, shows like “Waiting
for Godot” and others from the
absurdist theater movement have
renewed relevance here in 2025.

“There is dialogue, but it almost

has no meaning,” Burk said.

“Throughout the play, so much
of what they are supposedly say-
ing, just keeps getting repeat-
ed over and over again. And so,

I guess I can see, on some

where that might be an applicable
description, in general, of the life
that we are living,” she continued.
The uncertain and illogical
nature of the dialogue and plot a
show like “Waiting for Godot” was
meant to mirror the absurdity of

the human condition.

“Alack of purposeful and mean-
ingful existence,” is how Burk de-
scribed the show in one sentence,
and thatis precisely the point.

While the play was written to
reflect sentiments being felt by the
playwright about society back in
the 1950s, these same sentiments
expressed through Beckett’s work
are just as relevant today as they

were at that time.

The two main characters spend
the entire show sitting around ex-
pecting Godot to show up, but he

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A Treasure Returns Home

After more than a cen-
tury hidden from public
view, a long-lost painting
is finally coming home to
LeRoy, where it once hung.
On November 1st (with
Nov. 2nd open to the pub-
lic from 1:00-4:00), the Le-
Roy Historical Society will
proudly unveil “The Vale
of Elms,” an 1872 pastoral
landscape by the renowned
painter and teacher, Lem-
uel Maynard Wiles (1826-
1905). Born in Perry, NY,
Wiles exhibited an early
aptitude for art. The beau-
ty of nearby Silver Lake, the
area thatis now Letchworth
State Park, and the Gen-

esee Valley would inspire
many of his paintings. Al-
though largely self-taught,
he studied with Hudson
River School artists Wil-
liam Hart and Jasper Fran-
cis Cropsey. As with many
other second-generation
Hudson River School paint-
ers, Wiles incorporated ele-
ments of Luminism into his
work, captured so perfectly
in this work. He had studios
in New York City and trav-
eled extensively through
Europe and the American
West, where he was among
the first artists to paint the
Spanish Missions. Between
1875 and 1888, he served as
the director of the College
of Fine Arts at Ingham Uni-
versity in Leroy, and many

of his students went on to
become successful artists.
After leaving Ingham, he
opened the Silver Lake Art
School on the west side of
Silver Lake. In 1922, his
devoted former students
erected a bust of Wiles in
his memory, which stands
in front of the Woodward
Library in LeRoy.

It is believed that Ing-
ham University was the first
to purchase “The Vale of
Elms” from Wiles. At over
6 feet wide, the impressive
painting was a highlight
among the artwork ex-
hibited at the university’s
Staunton Art Conservatory.
After the university closed
due to financial reasons in
1892, the painting, along

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with much of the other
artwork, was sold at auc-
tion in 1901. It was report-
edly the most in-demand
painting of the auction and
fetched the highest price.
Once sold, its whereabouts
became lost to time. One
hundred twenty-two years
later, it resurfaced in Ban-
gor, Maine, where it had
become available for sale
through an estate. In dire
need of conservation work,
the canvas had a large tear,
and grime obscured much
of the painting’s delicate
details and beauty. Its re-
discovery and return to
LeRoy mark not only the
triumph of historical pres-
ervation but the revival of a
cultural treasure with deep

local roots. Thanks to the
expert conservation work
performed by the West Lake
Art Conservation Center
in Owasco, NY, “The Vale
of Elms” can once again
be seen in all its glory and
enjoyed for generations to
come. Along with gener-
ous community support,
the conservation of “The
Vale of Elms, was support-
ed through the NYSCA/
GHHN 2024 Conservation
Treatment Grant Program
administered by Greater
Hudson Heritage Network.
This program is made pos-
sible by the New York State
Council on the Arts with
support of the Office of the
Governor and the New York
State Legislature.

on Halloween

Halloween is the day be-
fore All Saints’ Day. It was
originally called All Hallow’s
Day but by the 16th Centu-
ry, it had been shortened to
Hallow-w'en. It was further
shortened to Hallow’een and
today, the apostrophe has
disappeared. Traditionally,
it has been a night of scary
mischief and the traditions
of carved pumpkins, trick
or treats, costumes, ghosts,
goblins, and skeletons. There
is not a lot of information
about Le Roy and early Hal-
loween events. Janet Bryant,
whowroteacolumnintheLe
Roy Gazette spent some time
searching for Halloween ac-
counts. Trish Riggi at the Li-
brary found Bryant’s column
and also other accounts.
From the Le Roy Gazette in
1894: “A large number of the
pupils of the public school
gathered at the schoolhouse
on Halloween where they
indulged in games appro-
priate to the occasion until a
late hour” The “appropriate
games” are not mentioned.
The 1895 Gazette mentioned
that “on Thursday night,
about twenty young men
from Le Roy chartered W.M.
Heals carryall and drove to

Pavilion where they enjoyed
a Halloween oyster supper
at Page’s Hotel. Each mem-
ber was equipped with a tin
horn. After supper, toasts
were enjoyed. The occasion
was known as the Willie Boys
Banquet”

In 1905 the Gazette men-
tioned: The “younger ele-
ment in the village observed
Halloween in the usual
way. One of the iron seats in
the park was removed and
placed directly in front of
an East Main residence and
several horse blocks were
removed and located some
distance from their original
place. Many people found
their front doors and steps
decorated with various kinds
of fruit and vegetables but
cabbage which sells as $13 a
ton was noticeably scarce.
Another account mentions
that the “pranks however
were confined to good clean
wholesome jokes and very
little property destroyed.
One crowd of boys had a
dummy dressed up to repre-
sentaman and succeeded in
startling quite a few people
during the evening by setting
the dummy beside a tree in
some dark place and then
pulling it down by means
of a string just as someone
was passing by. Three young
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men created considerable
amusement by riding down
through Main Street in an
old buggy with the thills re-
moved and steering done by
some device operated from
the seat. The young men
were masqueraded in gro-
tesque costumes. That was
of course when horseless
carriages were fairly new.
In 1910, all Saints Eve was
marked by an open house
meeting of the Women'’s
Club. The affair was held in
the ball room of the Oatka
Hose Company in the old
Lampson Block which had
been converted into a typi-
cally Halloween setting with
food to match the rooms
décor. In 1926, it was men-
tioned that the closing event
of the Stafford County Club
was a Halloween dance held
with 45 couples. Everyone
was having such a good time
that the orchestra was com-
pelled to stay an extra hour. A
delicious supper was served
by the club steward, Ad Voy-
er. In 1913, Mayor Ward, to
prevent malicious mischief
on Halloween increased the
strength of the police force
and enlisted the services
of the Troopers. Even with
the added protection, some
portions of the village suf-
fered somewhat - especially
Church Street where dam-
age was done to tombstones
in St Mark’s Cemetery.

In 1922 Halloween
“passed off with merriment
and some damage. Evidence
along main street was not
too noticeable but reports
in from the Northeastern
part of the village indicate
that that section was a hot-
bed of operations. In other
sections porch furniture was
scattered about. Some porch
steps were removed, and
other property damage re-
sulted. The younger set

in masquerade costumes
called on neighbors and
were recipients of many
treats which filled their
hearts with joy.“ As Bryant
mentions, this is the first
account that she found that
mentioned trick or treating.
The following year in 1923,
because of added police
there was less mischief. A
few windows were soaped
and a couple of street-sign
poles were bent.

In 1928, a Ford car with an
open-air body was set upon
buggy wheels and appeared
in front of Hudson and
Wades salesroom on Main
Street.

Mr. and Mrs. Donald
Woodward hosted a couple
of Halloween parties. One
was held at the Butler Club
House. “The big lounge
was literally lined with corn
stalks dotted with pump-
kin moonshines and light-
ed with Japanese Lanterns.
The next afternoon the club
house was turned over to the
teenagers for a post Hallow-
een party. The next year the
Woodwards held another
Halloween party to mark the
opening of the new Kemp
and Lane factory on North
Street. Janet Bryant wrote
that she went to the party
dressed as the town pump.
She mentioned that some-
where there are photos of her
in that costume. Bryant also
wrote about her memories of
Halloween growing up. She
mentions bobbing for apples

and trying to bite doughnuts
off a string suspended from
the ceiling while listening to
tales of ghosts and goblins
told by the older ones in the
group. “When we were older,
we dared one another to visit
the Myrtle Street cemetery
where crossing over the old
fashioned turnstile we were
on the lookout for ghosts. I
can assure you our hearts
were thumping and spines
tingling with fear we might
really see one there!”

There’s a good description
of the “Hallowe’en” party
held at the Fort Hill school
in 1943. Douglas Brodie
won a prize for the funniest
costume. The kids played
“Owl’s Nest” by pitching
large canning jar rubbers
onto the legs of an upturned
chair. They played “pump-
kin head relay” and “Mother
Witch Over the Mountain”
and had a “pumpkin roll. An
annual Halloween parade
was started in the village, in
1944 by the Rotary Club. The
next year, 300 kids marched
in the parade led by the high
school band. The parade
started at Trigon Park and
marched to the Municipal
Building. Details of the an-
nual parade mentioned that
the kids returned to the ath-
letic field behind the school
where prizes were awarded
for costumes and cider and
doughnuts were served.
One year, the Halloween
parade was the night before
the big Le Roy Batavia foot-
ball game. The students held
a “snake dance” which then
concluded with the Rota-
ry Halloween dance in the
school auditorium. It was
noted that in 1949, Gus Ellis,
who was in charge of the Ro-
tary parade, ordered 75 gal-
lons of cider and 150 dozen
doughnuts.

The newspaper men-
tioned that the police had a
quiet evening but noted that
there were people driving
down Church Street throw-
ing tomatoes and eggs from
their car and that “the Jug

City resident who is one of
the few remaining owners of
an outhouse kept off Hallow-
een pranksters with a flood
lighted yard. He had not
been so fortunate in previ-
ous years.” The police record
alsonoted thata possum was
found inside a car on Main
Street and the police opened
the car and released the
scared possum.

There were other adult
Halloween parties in Le
Roy. The American Legion
sponsored a Halloween
masquerade dance and fun
fest. Prizes were awarded for
costumes. Music was pro-
vided by the “Mike Elling-
ham popular orchestra.” It
was noted that the evening’s
festivities were in “full swing
after the Batavia Le Roy foot-
ball game.” The Knights of
Columbus held a party from
9pm to 1 am with music for
round and square dancing
provided by Harry Pauls’ Or-
chestra. Henry Zimmerman
and Edward Murnan were
the co-chairs of the event.

Through the 1940s and
1950s, the newspaper in-
cluded the names of all the
children who won prizes in
the costume contests. Trish
Riggi found her name listed
as the having the Funniest
costume. That year Mike
Tresco won for the Most
Original. Along with the cos-
tume winners were plenty of
photos including a photo of
“Spaghetti and Meatballs”
although the person in the
pasta costume was not iden-
tified. One year, many stu-
dents dressed in costumes
of foreign countries. In 1959,
Jimmy Antinore won an
award for his robot costume.
Hewas dressed asamechan-
ical man in a blocky metal-
lic-appearing rig equipped
with lights, electrical switch
and all other paraphernalia
of awell-dressed robot

In 1955, the Le Roy Girl
Scout troops offered to ac-
company young children
to go trick or treating. It was
done as a public service to

the community for those
children whose parents
could not go with them.
Holy Family School held a
family roller skating in their
gym one year. Pat Kindred’s
music students gave a Hal-
loween recital at the Baptist
church at another time and
Mr. Tountas gave a Hallow-
een party for a group of blind
girls. Some people will re-
member the years that all the
people working in George
Peck’s Meat Market were al-
ways in costume, including
Jean Donegan, Louis Ferr-
ara, George’s wife Hilda and
George himself in a wig and
floral dress. For a few years,
storeowners on Main Street
were encouraged to deco-
rate or paint their windows.

In 1946, the United Na-
tions International Chil-
dren’s Emergency Fund was
formed during the first Unit-
ed Nations General Assem-
bly meeting on December
11.Itwas organized as a tem-
porary agency to aid imme-
diate relief to children and
mothers affected by World
War II. In 1953, it became a
permanent part of the Unit-
ed Nations, and its name
was changed to the United
Nations Children’s Fund al-
though it still retained the
UNICEF acronym. UNICEF
received the Nobel Peace
Prize in 1965. Children in Le
Roy carried UNICEF boxes
with them, to collect money
for UNICEE The project was
overseen by the Presbyterian
and Baptist churches.

In 1819, Washington Ir-
ving wrote “The Legend of
Sleepy Hollow” a short story
abouta superstitious school-
teacher named Ichabod
Crane. After a party, Crane
is chased by the legionary
Headless Horseman, a ghost
said to be a Hessian soldier
who lost his head in battle.
Crane disappears and his
fate is not revealed — — a
perfect story for Halloween!

The Letchworth/Perry/Warsaw foot-
ball team traveled for an away game
against the Le Roy/Caledonia-Mumford
Rivals on Friday night, and came away
with a close 16-14 victory on the road.

Scoring was opened up for L/P/W by
Caden Sumeriski, who ran in a 21-yard
touchdown and then also got the two-
point conversion to put the Dawgs up 8-0.

Good defensive efforts from both sides
led to the game staying at 8-0 for the rest of
thefirsthalfof play.

L/P/Wwould score again after the sec-
ond half began when Maddox Kelly ran
in a 13-yard touchdown. Sumeriski once
again scored a two-point conversion to
bring the Dawgs lead up to 16-0.

The Rivals offense got a spark in the
second half after the team converted a
fourth down offa fake punt.

The Rivals would later score on a 23-
yard pass from quarterback Brady Mc-
Clurg to Austin Metzger. McClurg ran
in the two-point conversion to cut the
L/P/Wlead downto 16-8.

The leader of the offense for L/P/W
during the game was Sumeriski, who fin-
ished with 66 total rushing yards, a rush-
ing touchdown, and also converted two
two-point conversions.

ing yards and a rushing touchdown for
the Dawgs.

On defense for L/P/W, Brayden Merritt
with seven tackles and a forced fumble,
Logan Schroeder with six tackles, Kelly
with five tackles and an interception, and
Brayden Schroeder with five tackles and a
sack; all played well in the game.

For the Rivals offense, McClurg fin-
ished the game going 11-14 through the
air with 135 passing yards and a passing
touchdown, as well as four rushes for 37
yards and a rushing touchdown.

Other rushing leaders included Bren-
nan Weber who rushed 11 times for 52
yards, and Cameron Riggi who racked up
32yardson 11 carries.

Receiving leaders for the Rivals were
Metzger with three receptions for 48 yards
and a touchdown, Connor Elmore with
five receptions for 53 yards, Jude Christ
with tworeceptions for 22 yards, and Riggi
with onereception for 12 yards.

On defense for the Rivals, the team was
led by Joe Reschke with nine tackles and
two fumble recoveries, Riggi with eight
tackles, and Colton Halladay with seven
tackles and one foraloss.
