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Assemblyman Steve Hawley Hosts Town Hall in Le Roy

Solar farms, rising elec-
tricity costs, and the state
of the renting and housing
markets were some of the
issues LeRoyan'’s expressed
concerns about during a
town hall hosted by Assem-
blyman Steve Hawley at
Woodward Memorial Li-
brary in Le Roy this past Sat-
urday.

Hawley, who represents
the 139th Assembly district,
met with a small group of
local residents for about an
hour and took the time to
speak with them about these
issues and more.

The first topic of discus-
sion during Saturday’s event
involved solar farms. A local
resident brought up the fact
that more and more seem
to be being placed on local
farmland, and he was con-
cerned that both local food
production and the local
charm of the countryside
would be largely lost if this
were to continue.

Hawley brought up his
own family’s farming expe-
rience and the discussion
with attendees reflected
disappointment to see so
much farmland get turned
into solar farms. He men-
tioned that around 125 acres
of farmland his family used
to own from Transit Road to
Bank Street Road in Byron
has recently been leased to
become a solar farm by the
land’s new owners.

He also mentioned how
the solar panels that he has
seen being put up aren’t
even being made here in the
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United States.

“None of this stuff is even
being made in this country,’
Hawley said.

Concerns regarding
the long-term effects were
something Hawley focused
on, as the mass conversion
of farmland into solar farms,
and the removal of topsoil
from the land in order to do
S0, presents uncertainty.

“What’s going to happen
in 30 years when the leas-
es are up? Who knows? We
don’t know. The topsoil is
gone,” Hawley said.

“Often times, the state
jumps into things without
looking at the long-term
ramifications,” he added.

Hawley wanted to em-
phasize that he believes we

shouldn’t blame the farmers
for what’s happening, but
instead look for solutions to
help incentivize keeping the
land farmland.

“You can’t blame the
farmers, because once a
farmer always a farmer. It’s

in my blood, it’s in my heart,
it'sin my brain,” Hawley said.
“There’s no givens in farm-
ing. You are price takers, not
price makers. You take what
the market will give you””
State mandates aboutnew
construction needing to be
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all electric at the start of the
new year, statewide pushes
for electric school buses, and
other moves to electrify the
state by 2034 seem like an
impossible goal to Hawley.

“Electrification. Totally
impossible, to be electrified
by 2034 I think it is,” Hawley
said.

“Electric school busses
for the schools across this
area, across the whole state.
How are you going to do
that going from $150,000 to
$450,000 per bus. Something
like that, three times more,’
he said.

He believes that these
moves are being made by

peopleinplaces such as New
York City and other large cit-
ies across the state.

“These are all policies
that have been pushed by
members of the majority,
predominantly from urban
areas, the biggest urban area
being the eight million peo-
ple down in the boroughs,’
Hawley said.

“Itdoesn’t matter whether
you are Republican or Dem-
ocrat, if you're from upstate
and you're from a rural or
even suburban area, you're
kind of one of them, you'rein
the minority,” he continued.

Calhoun details District 5 goals

Nikki Calhoun is running
asaDemocrat for the Genesee
County Legislature’s District 5
seat that represents the Town
ofLeRoy.

A 2001 graduate of Pavilion
Central School, the former
Nikki Dell attended Gene-
see Community College and
Brockport State College, earn-
ing degreesin Political Science
and History. She and her hus-
band, Andrew, live in the Vil-
lage of Le Roy, and have three
daughters.

Calhoun ran for a Le Roy
Town Board position a few
years ago and has been in-
volved with the Genesee
County Democratic Party for
the past 10 years. She currently
serves as the party’s commit-
tee chair.

She also sits on the Oatka
Creek Watershed Committee,
is the live music chair for the
community’s Oatka Festival
and is president of the Town
and Country Garden Club of
Le Roy. She is employed as a
hospital liaison for a nursing
facilitybased in Rochester.

Q. As early voting ap-
proaches and the general
election about three weeks
away, what have you learned
over the past three months
as far as meeting with people
in the Town of Le Roy - their
thoughts and opinions regard-
ing pertinentissues?

A. The reason I started run-
ning is because I really think
Genesee Countyis ata turning
point and I believe working
families deserve a stronger
voice in how decisions are
made. By talking to people, I
reallybelieve that the everyday
person thinks the same thing.
I'm seeing firsthand how hard
people are working to build a
life here in the communityand
how people feel like the coun-
ty government just isn’t quite
working for them.

I see families are feeling
priced out, the infrastructureis
starting to age, there are delays
on state reimbursements for
essential programs. I think we
really need to figure out a way
to make the government work
for us and not the other way
around and I'm hearing that
over and over again.

Q. Your website (calhoun-
forleroy.com) outlines a four-
point platform — job devel-
opment, dignity for seniors,
mental health and public ser-

vices, and fair reimbursement
for our communities. How did
you come up with those points
and could you summarize
them?

A. They're all really import-
ant and it’s mostly from per-
sonal experience for starters
but talking to my friends, my
neighbors, the community
groups that I'm aligned with,
you hear the same thing over
and over again. So, my top
priorities really have become
keeping our jobs local, pro-
tecting our seniors, fixing how
the mental health and public
services are funded. And we
need to grow our local econo-
my by investing in workforce
development especially in the
trades and the technology and
the renewable energy training
so that our young people can
actually build a future here.

We have to make sure that
our seniors can age with dig-
nity and whether that means
expanding home healthcare
options or providing tax relief
for those on fixed incomes
or creating a living situation
where they can stay local. I
see a lot of people having to
go someplace else and they've
spent their entire life in Le Roy
or whatever local rural village
we mightbe talking about.

Yes, Iwant to fix the funding
delays that forces our county
to borrow services to cover
services. A lot of folks don't
realize that a mass majority of
our budget is for state man-
dated programs and they're
all essential programs, like
our special education or our

mental health services ... un-
fortunately. reimbursement
rate is extremely slow. It’s a
process that needs to be fixed
and that’s what I'm looking at
hoping to do so that we aren’t
trying to juggle our money all
the time and we can actually
focus on doing things like get-
ting some of our roads fixed or
our bridges (repaired) a little
bit faster.

Q. Have you taken in any
legislature meetings or has it
been mostly campaigning?

A.Tve been able to sitin on
acouple of meetings. Unfortu-
nately, the time that they have
meetings is a little tight some-
times but I have been able to
go ahead and sit in on a cou-
ple of them and I've been also
following the minutes once
they're posted.

But I think talking to folks
and hearing what their con-
cerns are have been a big part
of what I've been doing most-
ly — understanding what the
concerns of people are and
then being able to follow up
and kind of looking back and
seeing what the legislature is
currently doing has been very
insightful.

Q. So, it has been an educa-
tional process aswell, correct?

A. It has been very edu-
cational. Understanding the
task that the county legislature
has, it's a big one, and that our
community is very rural and
it’s very diverse. Despite us all
having the same issues, we're
still very diverse in our needs
and our wants. Just taking it all
in has definitely been a learn-

ingcurve.

Q. As far as the Town of Le
Roy is concerned, what sets
that apart or makes it different
from some other towns? What
are the specific needs that you
see for the Town of Le Roy?

A. One of the big things that
I have been hearing about is
the water expansion project.
That is something that a lot of
folks have talked to me about.
And jobs. Again, we have a
wonderful school district and
our community has always
been kind of considered alittle
bit of a bedroom communi-
ty. But our kids are leaving in
huge numbers and you know
a lot of our seniors have had
a harder time staying local as
well. Our community is made
up of a lot of larger houses
sometimes and as you age that
becomes an issue and young-
er families have been having
a harder time purchasing
homesnear us.

So, I'm going to try and find
a way of building while main-
taining who we are. We want
to go ahead and have prog-
ress and build upon what we
already have ... by the way of
keeping kids local and having
jobs available for them as well
asbeingable to take care of the
seniors who have helped build
our community.

We want to embrace the
culture of neighbor helping
neighbor and keeping that
small town charm, but we
also need to understand that
itis 2025 and progress is going
to happen. Progress doesn't
mean skyscrapers, but it does
mean moving forward.

Q. When talking about the
legislature, its priority is doing
what’s best for Genesee Coun-
ty. Legislators have to look at
the big picture. How do you
marry the big picture of Gen-
esee County with the needs of
the town?

A.OneofthingsI'mfocused
on is keeping jobs in Gene-
see County and not ones that
come and go with tax breaks.
Inthe Town of Batavia and City
of Batavia we see a lot of com-
panies come and then fairly
quickly leave. I want to work
on strengthening the partner-
ships that we can build upon,
so maybe it’s talking with the
schools, talking with GCC, lo-
cal businesses. We want to be
training people for the jobs
that we have here and helping
them grow.

We should be supporting
the small business owners that
we have. We look down any of
our main streets and we see

and Patricia Gaffney/Smith;

ert and Joseph Gaffney). Ger-
trude adored her many sib-
lings but felt especially close
to Patricia, who was deeply
involved in her upbringing. As
a teenager, Gertrude enjoyed
cheerleading for the Attica
High School and riding “Trav-
eler,” her Buckskin horse.
Yearbook comments reflect
Gertrude’s sweet nature -
along with a decided lack of
punctuality ...

On June 23, 1956, Ger-
trude married her love, Ver-

non Carroll Gehlert, in Saint
Vincent’s Catholic Church,
Attica. They honey-
mooned in the Po-
conos and later pur-
chased a home near
the beautiful Oatka
Creekin Le Roy, N.Y.
There, they lovingly
raised four adoring
sons (George, Paul,
Joseph and Thom-
as). Something was
always stirring at the
Gehlert home, be it a
lemonade stand, makeshift
carnival or impromptu game
of kick-the-can. Gertrude’s
homemade cinnamon rolls
and renowned “Cowboy
Cookies” kept her boys rush-
ing home from school with a
spark in their step. Friends will
recall that Gertrude was quite
fond of blue glassware, which
could usually be seen adorn-
ing shelves and windowsills.
Midlife, once the boys
were school aged, Gertrude
pursued her long-held dream
of becoming a nurse. She

graduated from the Catherine
McAuley School of Nursing
in Batavia, NY and
would later focus
on private duty cas-
es for the physically
challenged (Par-
kinsons, ALS, etc.).
Her favorite quote,
cited upon gradu-
ation, was from the
poem “Dreams” by
Langston Hughes.
“Hold fast to

dreams, for if dreams
die, life is a brokenwinged
bird that cannot fly.”

In 1979, the family moved
to sunny Arizona where the
boys furthered their educa-
tion. Sadly, Vernon passed
away from pancreatic cancer
in the Autumn of 1988. Wid-
owed at just 54 years old,
Gertrude would never date
again. Despite life’s occa-
sional sorrows, she always
found a compelling reason
to get out of bed in the morn-
ing. Gertrude was gifted with
a positive outlook and found

contentment in a life of simple
abundance. She delighted
in watering flowers, engag-
ing in coffee talk and driving
through the countryside. Ger-
trude clung to her sense of
humor, which she considered
to be indispensable.

services. We need to find ways
of cutting the red tape and of-
fering pathways.

Q. A couple of items that
have been in the news are
the GCEDC (Genesee Coun-
ty Economic Development
Center) and STAMP (Western
New York Science & Technol-
ogy Advanced Manufacturing
Park), and the recent push to
limit solar because of the loss
ofagriculturalland.

A. I think I've said this be-
fore, we need to work smarter
and not harder. We've seen
them try things that haven't
worked, but it seems like they
gobackand repeat those same
things, maybe with different
partners. I think it may be time
to reevaluate how things are
being done and find maybe
more creative solutions than
what we've been doing. Be-
cause what we've been doing
hasn’treally seemed to work.

Q. You're talking about in-
centives and things of that na-
ture?

A. Exactly. I mean we've
seen these big companies
come in and then they're here
for a period of time and then
they're gone. We're kind of left
holding the bucket and they're
off to their next endeavor and
getting the next tax break. So,
maybe those incentives aren’t
quite the ones that we need to
be looking at and maybe we
really need to be looking at
partners that can help us really
produce job growth.

The solar panels are inter-
esting because I think there
are better ways of looking at
renewable energy. [ don’t nec-
essarily think a solar farm, the
way that they're being present-
ed, is the way to go. I think we
need tolook at other examples
from around the world, hon-
estly, onhowthey’relooking at
renewable energy and maybe
learn from how other people
are doingit.

Q. How optimistic are you
now going against Laurie
Mancuso, who you know very
well and probably are friends
with?

A.Laurieis absolutely won-
derful. She and I spoke the
other day. We were both at
meeting at the volunteer am-
bulance center, talking about
where they currently are fi-
nancially and where they see
themselves goingin the future.

Laurie and I have worked
on so many projects together
and I wish her the very best.
She’s an amazing person, and
I think Le Roy has wonderful
choices this year and I just
hope the people actually get

outandvote.

website set up or anything like
that?

A. I don't have a website.
I have a Facebook, L4L, Lau-
rie for Legislator, that I set up
when I first started in the pri-
mary, and my pamphlet that I
go around door-to-door with
outlines the tenets that I just
outlined here. And it gives
just a little bit more about me
that people may not know as
I'm now courting a broader
population with this general
election.

I want to make sure they
know who I am, where I come
from, my background. Not
having been in public office
before, I think it's important
that people geta sense for who
Iam and what myvalues are.

Q. Beyond water and eco-
nomic development, what
else have you learned from
talking to people that ei-
ther reinforced your ideas or
brought something new that
youhadn’tfocused on before?

A. Well, it reinforced what I
thought things thathave come
up in our comprehensive
planning for the village, how
importanteconomic develop-
mentisand, likeIsaid, aline to
the values and the vision that
we have for the community.

So, some of the develop-
ment that’s gone on over the
years, I don't believe has fully
embraced that. An example
would be Ivy Village.

Now, Ivy Village is a senior
residential site that’s been

developed by the (Genesee
County) Economic Devel-
opment Center and it is very
valuable to that population,
I'm not going to take that
away from it at all. But I think
that there could have been
better communication with
the village and town — public
meetings that were not really
advertised well enough to en-
gage the community about
whatwas happening there.

So I would look deeply at
how the Economic Develop-
ment Center is engaging our
village and town boards and
the population on these types
of things to make sure that it’s
an understanding of what'’s
happening with tax money,
what’s happening with the
design of these particular de-
velopments, that type of thing.

Q. Have you taken in any
legislature meetings orisitjust
mostly been campaigning?

A. I have. The most recent
one was the ... Sept. 10th
meeting (concerning) the so-
lar projects and the council
stand or the legislature stand
on further development of
solar. I found that to be an in-
teresting topic that came up
there thatIspecificallywanted
tobe a part ofan understand.

Q. So, it’s probably been an
educational process as well,
correct?

A. Oh, absolutely. I mean
the population is educating
me. I'm learning from, not so
much participating, but going
to these meetings, I've been to
the county legislature, I'm a
regular at local town and vil-
lage meetings as well.

So, just understanding how
things work. I don’t want to
be too intrusive, it's been very
eye-opening. And, hopefully,
with success, we'll be able to
be a more permanent part of
that process.

Q. As far as the Town of Le
Roy is concerned, what sets
that apart or makes it different
from some of the other towns?
What are the specific needs
thatyou see for the Town of Le
Roy?

A. Well, specifically, I can’t
really speak for the other dis-
tricts to know where they are
with their water issues, but
that’s been a tenet that's been
an issue here and I want to
make sure it’s corrected. I
think a part of that is working
my partners, future partners,
who would be the legislators
that are on the four corners of
our district, making sure that

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we're aligned with things that
are important between our
districts ... so that we're shar-
ing support for each other in
the process of improving our
collective community.

That’s one of the commit-
ments I have is to make sure
as I would become a part of
the legislature to engage with
my partners there and really
understand what'’s important
for them so that we can work
together make the things hap-
pen for all of our districts — to
benefit them as well as our
own here.

Q. The legislature’s priority
is doing what'’s best for Gen-
esee County, looking at the
big picture. How do you mar-
ry that with the needs of the
town?

A. Well, T think that, just
personally speaking, I think
that our town and the village
don't take advantage of all of
the things available within
the county — that the coun-
ty budgets for —and that our
residents here could be taking
advantage of.

So we need to be better
connected to what the county
is offering and take advantage
of that more broadly within
our community here. I think
that’s a missed opportunity
that I would rectify with my
gained knowledge and then
connection to my community
here.

Q. What specifically are
theymissing out on?

A. Well, like the (Genesee
County) Office for the Aging,
for example. We have some
fairly healthy Facebook site,
as most districts do, I'm sure,
with people asking for what
they can do for their mother
who has this particular situa-
tion. Is there any service avail-
abletous?

So I think having a stronger
presence within our commu-
nity directly would help the
community to know immedi-
ately what services are avail-
able for them to support their
elderly or people that have
special needs, for children,
younameit.

Q. Two topics in the news
are the GCEDC and STAMP
(WNY Science & Technolo-
gy Advanced Manufacturing
Park) and, which you men-
tioned earlier, limiting solar in
the county because of the loss
of agricultural land. What are
your thoughts on those?

A. T actually took a field
trip with my husband out to
STAMP in the summertime,
which was very interesting. I
summarized that in my Face-
book.

Edwards (Vacuum) is com-
ing along fairly well. I think
they’re going to bring about
some good job growth in that
particular area.

There have been some
puts and takes, starts and
stops with other development
there, such as Plug Power and

others. I'm interested to find
out what will happen with
the data center and some of
the controversies around that
and how those things will be
resolved. So, that'll be some-
thing that I'llbe more engaged
with, of course, and under-
stand better what some of
those challenges are.

With regard to solar, ...
farmers, it’s their land to do
with what they believe is the
rightthingto do. And these so-
lar companies, I think come in
to obviously make money for
themselves. The bottom line is
that solar does destroy the ag-
ricultural production of those
lands.

So, I support limiting that.
I support the resolution that
the county’s legislator has put
forward. I think it should have
been done sooner on, from
my perspective on, and the
towns, too, have some lever-
age with regard to zoning that
perhaps they could be taking
advantage of and stop some of
that proliferation as well.

Q. How optimistic are you
going against Nikki Calhoun,
who you know very well and
probablyare friends with?

A. I do. I'm with Nikki on
the steering committee for the
comprehensive plan. Sowe've
worked together on that.
That's really been the extent of
my interaction with Nikld.

She’s well supported by her
Democratic Party and I look
forward to whatever outcome
happens. I hope it’s favorable
inmy direction, of course, and
I'm just working to let people
know what I bring to the table
and the capacity and, hope-
fully, that will be successful for
mein November.

Mancuso said she will be
participating in a Meet the
Candidates event on Oct. 21 at
Independent Living of Genesee
Region in Batavia. The event
will also be live streamed on

WACO-10

The news from Rhine-
beck, New York on Sunday
October 6 was alarming. The
brush fire had come close to
the historic Old Rhinebeck
Aerodrome. Flames reached
20 feet high, but all the build-
ings and antique planes were
spared. And that included an
important WACO-10 biplane
that at one time was at the
Woodward Airport on Asbury
Road. (Where the Town High-
way Department is located.)
The Woodward Airport was
built in 1928 for Jell-O mil-
lionaire, Donald Woodward.
He was the youngest son of
Orator Woodward who had
bought the rights to Jell-O
for $450 in 1899. Donald be-
came fascinated with flying
and hired Russ Holderman
to design an airport, and then
Woodward bought a fleet of
airplanes, which included
the Friendship - the huge
tri-motor Fokker that carried
Amelia Earhart across the At-
lanticin 1927.

All of the Woodward air-
planes, even the Friendship,
have long since gone, except
for the WACO-10 which is
now owned by the Old Rhine-
beck Aerodrome. That plane
has an exciting history. It is
a typical biplane built in the
late 1920s with a wingspan
of 30’7” and a top speed of
97 mph. The first WACO-10
planes were powered by a
World War 1 surplus Curtis
0X-5 90 hp engines. Later,
they were fitted with a variety
of more reliable air-cooled
engines. There was an open
cockpit in the front of the

plane under the upper wing
for two passengers. The pilot
sat behind in a separate sin-
gle cockpit. The plane was
constructed around a steel
tubbing frame. The wings
were covered with fabric.
The WACO was fitted with
hydraulic shock absorbers
which was unusual at the
time. The WACOs were de-
signed for training, sport
flying, and carrying mail.
Charlie Meyers was largely
responsible for designing the
plane which weighed just
over 2000 Ibs. The WACO-10
were popular planes for air
races and a WACO-10 won
first place in the 1927 air der-
by from New York to Spokane,
Washington, covering 2352
milesin 30 hours and 23 min-
utes. Looking through a virtu-
altour of the planes at the Old
Rhinebeck Aerodrome, on
page 13 is Russ Holderman's
WACO-10.

The Aerodrome was
founded in 1959 by James
“Cole” Palen. He was a World
War II veteran with a pas-
sion for flying. He discov-
ered several disassembled
WW I aircraft in a hangar on
Roosevelt Field on Long Is-
land. He bought property in
Rhinebeck where he opened
his museum in 1953. Today
the museum features more
than 70 aircraft and a large
collection of automobiles
and motorcycles. Palen died
in 1993 but his love for an-
tique aircraft is carried on by
the men and women at the
Aerodrome. The museum is
open daily 10 to 5 from May
1 to October 31. There are
airshows on the weekends.
(The “Pumpkin Bombing”
event scheduled for Sunday

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WACO-10 airplane.

October 12 was canceled due
to the weather.) Holderman’s
WACO-10 had been restored
and had been flown in the
airshows for several year,
but it crashed and is now in
a static exhibit. This wasn’t
the first time the plane had
crashed. In Russ Holder-
man'’s Book “From Kittyhawk
to the Moon,” he describes
an accident in an air show in
Perry on November 9, 1929.
Hoping to soup up the plane
and beat his competitors,
Russ had the engine rebuilt,
and he wrote afterwards that
it probably should have had a
heavier crankshaft. But as he
writes, “I was never told nev-
er to open it up wide except
when absolutely necessary.”
Race day was exciting and
as he was rounding the last
pylon, heading for the finish
line, 50 feet off the ground
going 100 mph. “I suddenly
felt as if the whole world had
exploded in my face . . . the
whole front of the plane flew
in all directions — — outside
and inside dashing dirt and
muck and hot grease was
flung in my face and covered
me completely, coating my
goggles. The motor and the
propeller ripped off. I jiggled
the plane and the cowling fell
off...straight ahead,

almost close enough to
touch, was a grove of trees .
.much too close to miss hit-
ting, I was sure. I booted the
rudder first to one side then
to the other with frantic kicks.
This gave the plane’s tail a
wagging motion like awhale’s

tail in the water. It killed my
speed pronto. I pulled the
stick back and pancaked to
a perfect landing a scant few
feet from the trees. Seven of
the eight bolts had blown
off which hold the motor in
place. Luckily the one bolt
held long enough to land
the plane.” According to the
Aerodrome facebook page,
the plane had been in some
other accidents. It landed in
a tree and nose-dived over a
field. It was rebuilt by George
Reese of Naples. He suppos-
edly slept beside it, then up-
righted it, and flew it away
with only a few repairs. Russ
Holderman left Le Roy in
1936 and moved to Rochester
where he eventually became
the pilot for Frank Gannett.
The WACO changed hands
several times. And Cole Pat-
ten said that he had a hard
time acquiring it because the
owner believed that it was a
rare World War 1 plane and
didn’t know that it hadn’t
been built until 1927.

Russ Holderman was born
in Buffalo in 1895 but grew up
in the Bronx. He wrote about
going to an airshow when he
was thirteen: “Thirteen is an
age susceptible to hero wor-
ship and to my contempo-
rary fellow members of the
model plane club and me, the
men who had brought their
full-sized airplanes to the
meet were figures of heroic
proportions endowed with
magical powers, strange be-
ings who had conquered the
air and made it theirs.” His

first solo flight was in 1913, in
Mineola, New York. When he
tried to enlist in the Army for
World War 1, he was under-
weight and so he ate gallons
of ice cream, hoping that the
next time he went to the re-
cruitment office, he'd weigh
enough to be accepted. Ulti-
mately, he was accepted and
he became a flight instructor
for the Army and flew recon-
naissance planes along the
East coast. Between 1918 and
1920 he flew for the US Post
Office, a job that tested most
pilots. He describes flying in
foggy weather and not know-
ing whether he was upside
down or not. He flew “by a
string” in front of him. If the
string was hanging straight
down, he knew the plane was
flyinglevel. Altitude was a dif-
ferent matter if you couldn’t
see. Russ met Don Wood-
ward in Florida where Russ’s
wife sold Don his first plane.
Russ couldn’t believe that a
man would write a check for
the entire cost, and thought
it was a joke. But he soon
discovered Don Woodward
often paid cash. Woodward
convinced Russtomove to Le
Roy and to design an airport
adjacent to his property on
East Main Road. The airport
was built in a few months
and opened to huge crowds
in the fall of 1928. Russ man-
aged the Woodward airport
for several years, even when
Woodward'’s interest in the
airport waned. Russ moved
to Rochester in 1936. He was
a Lieutenant Commander
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in the U.S Naval Reserves
during WW2. He was the
president and owner of Hold-
erman Air Service until 1972.
During that time, he was also
the chief pilot for Gannett
Newspapers in Rochester
and was a consultant for Page
Airways. When he retired in
1972, he had amassed 28,000
flight hours. He was an hon-
orary member of the Blue
Angels and was inducted into
the Early Birds, as well as win-
ning accolades for his pio-
neering aviation efforts. Russ
had a younger brother, John,
who worked with Russ writ-
ing the story of his incredible
career. After John and Russ
had passed away, John's
daughter Nancy Holderman
Durant, worked with Brian
Duddy, who had grown up
in Le Roy, and was a Lt. Colo-
nel in the U.S. Airforce. Brian
wrote “Wings Over Le Roy”
about the Woodward Airport.
In 2009, Nancy was able to
publish “Between Kittyhawk
and the Moon - Memoirs of
an Aviation Pioneer” As Russ
Holderman always said, he
didn’t want to be the best
pilot — — he just wanted to
be the oldest. Holderman’s
book is a wonderful read,
even if you are not interested
in aviation history the book
is a wonderful account of a
man who fell in love with fly-
ing when the Wright brothers
were still alive and who never
lost his love for being in the
air. A copy of Holderman's
bookis available at the Wood-
ward Memorial Library.

Along with this, local res-
idents expressed their con-
cerns that going all electric
would raise their energy bills
and ultimately cost them
more per month for things
such as heating than gas or
other options would.

And with these concerns
regarding potential rising
energy costs, the discussion
moved to rising costs of liv-
ing in other areas, and the
town hall concluded with a
discussion about how the
younger generations are

struggling to move out due
to the state of the renting and
housing markets.

Hawley discussed how
the inability for people from
the younger generations to
live comfortably here in New
York State is going to result
in the younger generations
leaving to go elsewhere in
the country.

“We need to create an
atmosphere where (young
people) are going to be able
to afford to stay here, raise a
family,” Hawley said.

Hawley discussed how he
believes a lot of these poli-
cies are being pushed due
to unequal representation of

people from rural/suburban
areas versus people from
larger urban areas in state
government.

“Our assembly district is
133,000 folks. Allegedly so
are the people who repre-
sent portions of Manhattan,
or Queens, or The Bronx. But
they actually do something
different. You can legally
vary the population in as-
sembly districts, state sen-
ate districts, congressional
district, by a certain amount
above or below the mean. So,
ifyou're from New York City,
guess what, your assem-
bly district has 124,000, not
133,000 or 135,000 because

you can vary above and be-
low,” Hawley said.

“For those parts upstate,
north country, southern
tier, western New York, oth-
er than the urban areas, you
have more people that you
represent, and they have less
people. What does that do?
It gives you more assembly
seats in large areas,” he con-
tinued.

“Out of New York City, out
of 150 in the assembly, 68
come from New York City.
They would really only have
64 iftheyhad 134 or 135,000.”

I was really hoping to get
it/ Kanaley said about the
buildup to crossing 1,000
assists.

“I think it’s a reflection
of not just me but my team,
and the fact that my hitters
were able to get enough kills
to give me those assists,” she
continued.

“Even though it was cele-
brating me, it felt like a good
thing to do for our team and
not just myself. It felt great,
everyone again was kind
of like showing me love af-
ter the game. The JV girls
brought out flowers for me.
Itfelt great, and it was a great
accomplishment for me.”

Staba spoke about the
team’s one loss this season
against Perry, and how that
has influenced and inspired
their play as they've moved
forward from that game.

“Itwas atoughloss. Going
undefeated an entire sea-
son, I mean, that’s a big ac-
complishment. I don’t even
put that as a goal usually
because it’s a tough thing
to do,” Staba said about the
loss to Perry.

“I think having that loss,
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they're a great time, they
played hard. They deserved
the win, and I talked to the
girls on the bus and I told
them we had to grow from
that, we had to learn what
we did wrong, how to fix
that, and to make sure that
we knew that the other team
they played a better game
than us,” Staba continued.

“I think it helped us
to grow. It was kind of
eye-opening for what we
need to do.

Looking ahead to the rest
of the season and then on
into sectionals, Kanaley said
that continued success will
require a mix of focus, put-
ting in the work, and con-
tinuing to stay bonded as a
team.

“So, in order to go far
for the rest of the season
and hopefully repeat that
goal of winning section-
als, which we had done in
the past when I was on the
team which is an amazing
feeling, is I think we need to
again focus on in practice
just getting reps in, staying
focused, and if we want to
continue to win games we

just need to take it game by
game and stay focused, and
making sure that we're com-
ingtogether as ateam off the
court and just continuing to
have those team bonding
things,” Kanaley said.

“So just staying focused
in practice, making sure that
we're having fun outside of
practice together, and just
having those good bonds on
the team will make us excit-
ed, I think, to go far in sec-
tionals hopefully.”

Moran shared a similar
sentiment, saying that hard
work and team bonding will
hopefully lead to another
sectional championship.

“I think a big thing to re-
peat sectionals and to like
keep the good season going
is to just keep up the good
work, really, and the hard
work,” Moran said.

“To keep practicing how
we want to play, to keep
working hard, if we have lift,
to keep bonding with each
other. Like, just doing our
absolute best to get to that
point. And I think genuine-
ly we've been good, and I
think if we continue doing
what we're doing, that we
can reach that goal. So, I
thinkit’s looking good.”
