Genesee County, New York (the “District”) desires to have 
the District finance one new Fire Engine (the 

“Vehicle”); and 

WHEREAS, the Board of Fire Commissioners has evaluated 
alternatives for financing, and in that evaluation has 
reviewed the cost of the Vehicle and related equipment, and 
whether or not indebtedness under a separate bond may 
be utilized as bond anticipation notes, and has estimated 
the cost of the improvement as partially financed under 
a statutory installment or serial bond, and has made a 
recommendation to utilize the most affordable method, 
depending on rates and terms available at the time, as 
proposed; and, 

WHEREAS, the estimated cost of the Vehicle and related 
equipment is $900,000; 

WHEREAS, this is listed as a Type II action (See 6 NYCRR 
617.5[31]) requiring no Environmental Impact 

Statement, no hearing, no determination of significance or 
further review; 

the favorable vote of not less than three-fifths of all its 
members), AS FOLLOWS: 

NOW, THEREFORE, THE BOARD OF FIRE

SECTION 1.  The District is hereby authorized to purchase 
and to finance the purchase of an Engine for the 

amount of $900,000; with affiliated equipment, in sufficient 
amounts for use of the Fire District, plus acquisition 

costs, with the maximum anticipated cost of as stated 
herein, utilizing a statutory installment bond or serial 

bond plus bond anticipation notes as necessary, or an 
installment purchase agreement, in an amount up to the 

full amounts for the Vehicle as stated herein; 

SECTION 2. The period of probable usefulness of the 
Vehicle is twenty (20) years pursuant to Local Finance 

Law Section 11.00(a)(27); 

SECTION 3.  The District’s officers, including the 
chairperson, are hereby authorized to take such actions and 

execute such documents as may be necessary to 
separately finance the Vehicle and to arrange for the 

financing and/or bonding of such vehicle, each up to the 
separate amounts listed above;
