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Le Roy Airport Gets $1.16M State Funding Boost

State Contribution Comes on Heels of $469K Federal Grant

LE ROY —A major in-
fusion of state funding is
set to help Le Roy Airport
rehabilitate one of its han-
gars, upgrade its utilities
and install new solar panels
and electric car chargers,
the state Department of
Transportation announced
Monday.

The airport received
$1.16 million in this year’s
round of AIR NY grant
funding, which awarded
a total of $25 million to 16
airports across the state in
this cycle.

That state funding comes
just two weeks after the
airport received $469,225
in federal funding for new
lighting and tree removal.

The funding improves
energy efficiency and in-
creases the size of airplanes
that can use the hangar,
says airport owner Ray De-
tor.

More broadly, Detor
says, Le Roy's improve-
ments bring improved safe-
ty for all fliers in the region.
As a designated relief air-
port, Le Roy can accept air-
planes that need to divert
from Rochester and Buffalo
in emergencies.

“If an airplane is coming,
say, from Albany, heading
to Buffalo, by the time they
get to between Rochester
and Le Roy, they might say,
‘Wait a minute, I've got a
really strong headwind. If
I'm doing 150 but I've got

a 50 m.p.h. headwind, I'm
only really doing 100 now
— so then the need for the
infrastructure at Le Roy
Airport becomes extremely
important,” Detor said in a
telephone interview Friday.
“Now the pilot has a place,
and a choice of where to put
his or her airplane, rather
than in a field. So if you're
a passenger on an airplane,
you want your pilot to have
as many built-up and main-
tained infrastructures as
possible.”

The grants require com-
mitments to continue op-
erating the airport for avia-
tion, rather than converting
it to another use, Detor
said.

“I've been flying for 55
years now, and I started at
an airport that turned into a
mall, Highland Airport,” he
said. “As we lose airports,
we have to say, ‘OK, how are
we going to keep the infra-
structure going?’ I signed
grant assurances with the
federal government and the
state to keep it an airport
forever. Somebody’s not
going to come along and
buy me, and it’s, ‘Hey, Ray’s
next dollar is made. Nope,
it'san airport forever””

Detor also noted the
airport’s utility for trans-
porting patients, organ
transplants and parts for
factory machinery in the
nick of time, and said it’s
an important line of supply
should a natural disaster
render roads impassable.
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In a press release, DOT
commissioner Marie
Therese Dominguez said
the airport funding’s effects
are far-reaching.

“Governor Hochul un-
derstands that investments
in our airports are invest-
ments in the economic
well-being of our entire
state, making it easier for
people to live, work and
do business here,” a quote
attributed to Dominguez
reads. “These AIR NY in-
vestments will help ensure
that our local communities
are able to make important
improvements in the safe-
ty, security and resilience
of their airports so that
in turn, they can serve as
modern gateways, welcom-
ing new businesses and
opportunities that will en-
hance the long-term eco-
nomic prosperity of each
community.”

DOT spokesperson
Glenn Blain declined to
answer questions, instead
referring all inquiries to the
pressrelease.

In statements shared
with The Daily News, area
legislators praised the
funding.

“When we go to the air-
port, we want to be safe on
the ground just as much as
in the air, and we want to
get to our destination as ef-
ficiently as possible,” wrote
Assemblyman Steve Haw-

ley. “I'm glad to see this in-
vestment in Le Roy Airport
to improve its infrastruc-
ture and ensure secure, re-
liable service for our com-
munity and those visiting.”

State Sen. George Borrel-
lo concurred.

“I'm really glad to see
this funding coming to the
Le Roy Airport,” he wrote.
“Small airports like this one
are often overlooked, but
they’re incredibly import-
ant to our local economy
and way of life. Whether
it'’s upgrading the hangar,
enhancing energy-efficien-
cy, or making the facilities
more accessible, these im-
provements will help the
airport better serve the
community and visitors.
This is a smart investment
inlocal infrastructure that’s
going to pay off in a big
way.”

Beyond Le Roy, the state
awarded AIR NY funding
to two other Western New
York airports. Buffalo Ni-
agara International Airport
will receive $2.5 million
to expand its deicing fluid
collection system, which
prevents environmental
contamination, while Ak-
ron’s Jesson Field will see
$1.94 million to build a new
hangar and solar panels.
Both of those airports also
received federal funding
earlier this month.
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Officials are seeking funds to upgrade lighting, and
add an EV charger and solar panels at Le Roy Airport.

LE ROY — The Walk of
Hope is counting the results,
but it hopes to raise $25,000-
$30,000 this year for cancer
patients and their families in
Genesee County.

“We're pretty sure we will
make it somewhere in be-
tween,” Karen Samis, head
of the committee organizing
the event, said Monday. “It’s
hard to put a count on how
many walkers we had but

There
was no playground equipment nor any physical education
instructor so there was not much in the way of organized ex-

Hometown Heartbreak

BATAVIA — The Batavia
Muckdogs entered Sunday
night hoping to play two
games and ultimately take
home the Perfect Game Col-
legiate Baseball League ti-
tle. They very nearly played
two games’ worth of base-
ball in their quest to force a
decisive game three in the
best-of-three championship
series. Instead, they saw the
Saugerites Stallions hoist the
trophy after winning 10-6 in
a17-inning marathon.

The Muckdogs left nu-
merous chances to win the
game on the table across the
17 frames in a game that took
enough twists and turns for
three or four games.

Batavia jumped out to an
early lead with a Jacob Vec-
zko RBI single in the first, but
saw Saugerites tie the game
in the second when Dylan
Fitzsimmons drilled an RBI
double after an error by Tyler
Castrataro put Logan San-
chez aboard. George Baker
gave the Stallions their first
lead with a single that scored
Fitzsimmons two batters lat-
er.

The see-saw continued in
the bottom of the third with
Batavia scoring three runs
to work back in front. Tra-
vis Hammond and Brayden
Horton started the inning
each working walks, and
Castrataro’s attempted sacri-
fice bunt turned into a base
hit to load the bases with no
outs. A pitch hit Omar Car-
reras to force in a run, and
Veczko drove in his second
run of the night with a sacri-
fice fly to put Batavia back on
top. Cooper Fesh reached on
a fielder’s choice groundout
to drive in another run and
makeita4-2lead.

Saugerites answered back
with an RBI single from John
Freitag to cut the lead to one
in the fourth.

Batavia started the fourth
fast again, loading the bas-
es with no outs for the sec-
ond consecutive inning.
The Muckdogs’ leadoff hit-
ter, Horton, came up with
the first chance and struck
out. Castrataro grounded
to push across one run be-
fore Carreras was retired to
end the threat. That was the
first missed opportunity for
the Muckdogs, who had a
chance to blow the game

open at that point but in-
stead carried a 5-3 lead until
the eighth.

Ethan Papacek pitched
himself into a jam, loading
the bases with two outs in
the top of the eighth. Bata-
via was four outs away from
forcing a decisive game three
and turned to Batavia native
Jaden Sherwood out of the
bullpen.

Sherwood worked the
count to 1-2 on Casey Cum-
iskey before Cumiskey
dropped a base hit into left
field to tie the game at five.
Cumiskey finished with four
hits on the night.

Sherwood escaped the in-
ning on a lineout from Bran-
don Fish, but the damage
had been done to tie things
up and breathe new life into
the Stallions. Nobody could
score through the end of
nine innings, sending the
game to extra innings.

From there, the Muckdogs
missed chances piled up. In
the 10th, Horton led off with
a single before being picked
off to end a threat. In the
13th, Horton again led off
with a hit and advanced to
second on a sacrifice bunt
from Castrataro, who exited
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in the 14th due to a knee in-
jury. Carreras was intention-
ally walked to bring Veczko
to the plate. He drilled a line
drive right at Stallions’ short-
stop Jamie Zee, who snared
it and flipped to second to
double up Horton. An inning
later, Batavia saw its first two
hitters reach safely, bring-
ing Justin Espinal up. He at-
tempted to lay down a bunt
but popped it up enough for
Fish to fly in and make the
catch diving full extension.
Batavia failed to mount any-
thing after that, wasting an-
other chance with runnersin
scoring position.

As the game continued to
progress and approached
the five hour mark, discus-
sions were had between the
team’s managers, owners
and the umpires about al-
ternate finishes to the game,
including starting with a
runner on second base like
the regular season, the “Tex-
astiebreaker, which starts an
inning with the bases loaded
and one out or even count-
ing the game as two games if
Batavia ultimately had won.
None of these resolutions
came to be as things con-
tinued into the 17th inning,

where the Muckdogs ulti-
mately unraveled.

Fitzsimmons delivered
a one-out double and was
brought home by a Zee RBI
single. That chased Jake Szlis,
as Batavua turned to Erwins
Branche. Branche failed to
record an out, ceding a dou-
ble to Baker and walking
Cumiskey. Batavia’s third
pitcher of the inning was
Reed Marcum, who worked
ahead on Fish and appeared
to have a strikeout, but the
pitch was called a ball to ex-
tend the at-bat. Two pitches
later, Fish bounced one back
to Marcum, who made an
errant throw home, allowing
two runs to score. Marcum
spiked a pitch to the next
batter, allowing the Stallions
to add another run. Adonis
Medina finished the five-run
outburst with an RBI single,
and the Stallions had all but
locked up the title.

Batavia tacked on a run
in the bottom half on an RBI
single from Cole Taylor, but
couldn’t mount the come-
back. The Muckdogs were
ultimately held scoreless
from the fifth through the
16th innings despite numer-
ous chances with runners

aboard. The Muckdogs also
made three errors in the field
to help Saugerites lock up its
second title in the last five
seasons.

Batavia enjoyed some
strong pitching performanc-
es, with Luc Rising twirling
six 2/3 innings, allowing
three runs (two earned) on
seven hits. Garrett Beaver
was sensational, working
from the top of the ninth
through the 14th innings,
nearly perfect. He allowed
one hit and walked none
while striking out six.

John Hacker, who was
named the MVP, worked
eight shutout innings in re-
lief for the Stallions, allowing
five hits and striking out five
after entering in the fourth
inning.

The Muckdogs used 20
players in the contest and
finished with 11 hits. Hor-
ton, Castrataro and Fesh all
finished with two hits to lead
the way.

Batavia finishes the sea-
son 33-15-1 and captured
the regular season West
Division title for the fourth
straight season before win-
ning the West Champion-
ship in the postseason.
