LAS VEGAS (AP) — The block-
buster trade sending star pash rusher 
Maxx Crosby to the Baltimore Ra-
vens is off — and the fallout from 
that reversal could have a ripple ef-
fect throughout the NFL on the eve 
of the new league year.

The Las Vegas Raiders said Tues-
day night that Baltimore backed out 
of the trade that was supposed to 
send Crosby to the Ravens for two 
first-round draft picks. The deal was 
agreed to last Friday but couldn’t be 
finalized until today.

A person with knowledge of Bal-
timore’s decision told The Associat-
ed Press that Crosby failed his phys-
ical. The person spoke on condition 
of anonymity because those results 
are private.

Crosby underwent surgery in 
January to repair a torn meniscus 
in his left knee. He missed the final 
two games of the season because of 
the injury despite wanting to play 
through it at the time.

Crosby said on a recent appear-
ance on “The Herd with Colin Cow-
herd” that he was “ahead of sched-
ule” in his rehab.

Crosby’s addition was supposed 
to help lift the Ravens over the top, 
with the draft picks expected to be 
part of a rebuilding effort for the 
Raiders. The 28-year-old Crosby had 
10 sacks and a career-high 28 tackles 
for loss last season, and has reached 

double-digit sacks four times in his 
seven seasons.

Trading even one first-round pick 
for a veteran was out of character for 
Baltimore, which has taken drastic 
measures to try to recover from last 
season’s 8-9 showing. The Ravens 
fired coach John Harbaugh after 18 
seasons and then were prepared to 
give up a lot for Crosby. His expect-
ed addition made Monday — when 
Baltimore lost several free agents to 

new agreements elsewhere — a bit 
easier for Ravens fans to bear.

Tyler Linderbaum, a Pro Bowl 
center for Baltimore, agreed to a 
contract with the Raiders. Tight 
end Isaiah Likely, punter Jordan 
Stout and safety Ar’Darius Wash-
ington reached deals to follow 
Harbaugh to the New York Gi-
ants. There were other departures 
too, such as pass rusher Dre’Mont 
Jones — seemingly expendable 

with Crosby on his way.
Baltimore has a first-year coach 

in Jesse Minter and is in a win-now 
mode with two-time MVP quarter-
back Lamar Jackson. Crosby would 
have been a significant boost for a 
defense that finished tied for 28th in 
the league in sacks with only 30 last 
season.

Now, the Ravens will presumably 
shift course. Edge rusher Trey Hen-
drickson is still available, although 
he had his own injuries that limited 
him to seven games last season. Bal-
timore also had been hoping to sign 
Jackson to an extension before the 
new league year.

The Raiders, meanwhile, own the 
No. 1 pick in the draft and are wide-
ly expected to select Indiana quarter-
back Fernando Mendoza. Las Vegas 
has been extremely aggressive at 
the start of free agency, agreeing to 
deals with several new players and 
agreeing to trade quarterback Geno 
Smith to the New York Jets, accord-
ing to several people familiar with 
the moves who spoke on condition 
of anonymity because the deals can’t 
be finalized until today.

The biggest move the Raiders 
made was agreeing to a deal with 
Linderbaum, a three-time Pro 
Bowler. He gets a three-year, $81 
million contract with $60 million 
guaranteed to leave Baltimore and 
join Las Vegas.

That was one of a number of 
moves the Raiders made on Mon-
day. They were the NFL’s busiest 
team in agreeing to contracts with 
free agents and their own players.

Because they entered free agency 
with nearly $112 million in salary 
cap space, according to overthecap.
com, Raiders general manager John 
Spytek has room to continue to be 
aggressive with or without Cros-
by’s cap hit. He signed a three-year 
extension a year ago worth $106.5 
million, with $91.5 million guaran-
teed, that briefly made him the high-
est-paid non-quarterback in league 
history.

Where the Raiders go from here 
remains to be seen. It’s unlikely they 
can bring back Crosby given the en-
mity between him and the organiza-
tion. He wasn’t happy about going 
through another rebuild and was 
especially upset after the club side-
lined him with two games to go last 
season.

If the Raiders shop him again — 
which they probably will be forced 
to try — getting the same kind of of-
fer the Ravens made likely would be 
difficult at best.

Clubs also might be hesitant to 
be aggressive in pursuing someone 
with Crosby’s injury history even 
if his production has remained at 
a high level when he’s been on the 
field.

Ravens nix trade for Raiders’ Maxx Crosby after

NEW YORK (AP) — The At-
lanta Falcons have declared Kirk 
Cousins will be a salary cap cut. Ky-
ler Murray has been informed of his 
impending release by the Arizona 
Cardinals.

Beyond them, well, the landscape 
of available quarterbacks looks 
quite barren for NFL teams seeking 
the next Sam Darnold success sto-
ry in free agency. Trade candidates 
among proven starters appear to be 
even more scarce. For the handful of 
clubs at a crossroad or committed to 
starting over this offseason, the tim-
ing is hardly ideal.

The rookie class thins quickly af-
ter Heisman Trophy winner Fernan-
do Mendoza, the consensus projec-
tion to be taken first overall in the 
April draft by the Las Vegas Raid-
ers, so going the Drake Maye route 
to a Super Bowl probably won’t hap-
pen anytime soon.

Reliable quarterbacks have been 
of utmost importance for decades in 
the NFL, but long-term satisfaction 
with the position across the league is 
becoming increasingly elusive.

Just because a team has paid top 
dollar for a franchise quarterback 
doesn’t mean that decision won’t be 
reconsidered the following year for 
cost, injuries, performance or all of 
the above.

After eating more than $99 mil-
lion in dead money on their salary 
cap by deciding to cut Tua Tagov-
ailoa, the Miami Dolphins snatched 
up the most sought-after free agent. 
They gave former Tennessee Ti-
tans and Green Bay Packers backup 
Malik Willis a reported $45 million 
guaranteed over three years in a deal 
that will quickly allow the 26-year-
old with just 155 career attempts to 
cash in even bigger if he can estab-
lish himself as a productive and reli-
able starter.

Geno Smith would have been a 
viable option for a team such as the 
Minnesota Vikings, the originators 
of the Darnold plan in 2024 before 
they let him leave last year for the 
eventual Super Bowl champion Se-
attle Seahawks, but he’s on his way 
back to the New York Jets in a trade 
with the Raiders.

Tagovailoa? He’s already de-
cided to join the Falcons. Jimmy 
Garoppolo? He’s available, but he 
hasn’t started a meaningful game in 
three years. Zach Wilson, the second 
overall pick in the 2021 draft is too, 
but he has 12 career wins.

Here’s a closer look at the most 
viable options that remain:

Kirk Cousins
The Falcons announced last 

month they will cut him and fully 
pivot toward 2024 first-round draft 
pick Michael Penix Jr., whose knee 
injury last year gave Cousins the 
job back. His familiarity with the 
Vikings and coach Kevin O’Con-
nell’s system could make sense for 
a reunion. Cousins, who turns 38 
before the season, would be a re-
alistic bridge starter to give 2024 
first-round draft pick J.J. McCa-
rthy more time to develop, but 
Cousins has never signed a bargain 
contract.

Kyler Murray
Limited to five games by a foot 

injury last season as the Cardinals 
slumped to 3-14, Murray will cost 
them more than $54 million in dead 
money. He’ll also make more than 
$36 million in real money from the 
Cardinals, no matter where he winds 
up, because his 2026 salary is fully 
guaranteed. Offset language in his 
contract allows his new team to sign 
him for the veteran minimum. Mur-
ray, the first overall pick in the 2019 
draft, has not won more than nine 
games in a single season — or any 
in the playoffs.

Daniel Jones
After signing a prove-it con-

tract last season with the India-
napolis Colts, Jones was on his 
way to mirroring the success Dar-
nold — the biggest prize on the 
market last year — had with the 
Seattle Seahawks until Jones tore 
his Achilles tendon in December. 
Jones is still rehabilitating from 
the injury, lessening the league-
wide interest, but the Colts plac-
ing the transition tag on him al-
lows him to continue to negotiate 

a bigger deal with another club.

The long shots
Aaron Rodgers at age 42 appears 

unlikely to switch teams again, as a 
reunion with coach Mike McCarthy 
in Pittsburgh presents an attractive 
way to put off retirement and stay 
with the Steelers. Perhaps he’ll get 
another call from the Vikings if 
their other options dry up. Minne-
sota might also find it worth trying 
to pry backup Mac Jones, the former 
New England Patriots starter before 
Maye, away from the San Francisco 
49ers in a trade.

Though Lamar Jackson and the 
Baltimore Ravens have hit some 
bumps in the road together, the two-
time NFL MVP is on track for a new 
deal. He wouldn’t have had a voice 
in the coaching search if the Ravens 
were considering a trade.

“I have spoken to Lamar about 
a lot of different things over the 
last month,” general manager Eric 
DeCosta said at the combine in Indi-
anapolis last month. “He’s been very 
engaged.”
