AND FURTHER NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the annual meeting and vote of the 
qualified voters of the District will be held on Tuesday, May 20, 2025 between the hours of 
12:00 p.m. and 9:00 p.m., in the District’s upper gymnasium lobby at 30 Bonadonna 
Avenue, Mount Morris, New York, for the purposes of voting by machine on the annual 
budget of the District for the 2025-2026 fiscal year; electing three (3) at-large members of 
the Board of Education of the District (the “Board”); raising funds for the Mount Morris 
Library; and transacting such other business as is authorized by law or rules of the Board.

2025-2026 BUDGET 

 
Shall the following resolution be adopted? 
 
RESOLVED, that the basic budget for the Mount Morris Central School District (the 
“District”) for the fiscal year commencing July 1, 2025 and ending June 30, 2026, as 
presented by the Board of Education, is hereby approved and adopted, and the 
required funds therefore are hereby appropriated and the necessary real property taxes 
required shall be raised by a tax on the taxable property in the District to be levied and 
collected as required by law.  
 

PROPOSITION NO. 2 
FUNDING FOR MOUNT MORRIS LIBRARY 

 
Shall the following resolution be adopted? 
 
RESOLVED, that an increase in support of the Mount Morris Library by $7,500, for a 
total of $157,500, be, and it hereby is, approved, and that the Mount Morris Central 
School District (the “District”) be, and it hereby is, authorized to levy and collect the 
necessary taxes in the District for the payment thereof.   
 
AND FURTHER NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that an election for members of the Board will 
be held to fill three (3) at-large positions on the Board. Pursuant to § 2034 of the Education 
Law, the candidates receiving the three (3) highest vote totals will each be elected to three 
(3) year terms commencing July 1, 2025 and ending June 30, 2028.   
AND FURTHER NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that all candidates for the office of member of 
the Board shall be nominated by petition. Petitions must be filed in the office of the District 
Clerk between the hours of 9:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. and not later than 5:00 p.m. on 
Monday, April 21, 2025. Each petition must be directed to the District Clerk, must be signed 
by at least twenty-five (25) qualified voters of the District or two percent of the number of 
voters who voted in the previous annual meeting and election, and must state the residence 
of each signer and the name and residence of the candidate. The annual meeting and 
election is not for specific seats and, thus, nominating petitions shall not describe specific 
vacancies.  Candidates may request a nominating petition by calling the District Clerk at 
585-658-5036.      
AND FURTHER NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that applications for absentee ballots may be 
obtained between the hours of 9:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. Monday through Friday, except 
holidays, from the District Clerk up to thirty (30) days prior to the annual meeting and 
election. Completed applications must be received by the District Clerk at least seven (7) 
days before the annual meeting and election if the ballot is to be mailed to the voter, or the 
day before the annual meeting and election, if the ballot is to be issued personally to the 
voter. Absentee ballots must be received in the office of the District Clerk no later than 5:00 
p.m. on the day of the annual meeting and election (Tuesday, May 20, 2025), to be 
canvassed.

PROPOSITION 1:  BUDGET
Shall the 2025-2026 basic school budget be approved.
 
PROPOSITION 2:  BUSES
RESOLVED, that the Board of Education of the Avon Central School District (the 
“School District”) is hereby authorized to expend an amount not to exceed $230,000 
for the purchase of one (1) 65-passenger bus at an estimated maximum aggregate 
cost not to exceed $178,000 and one (1) 7-passenger vehicle at an estimated 
maximum aggregate cost not to exceed $52,000. Such costs, or so much thereof as 
may be necessary, shall be raised by the levy of a tax upon the taxable property of the 
School District to be collected in annual installments to pay the principal and interest 
on such bonds or other obligations as the same shall become due and payable in the 
years and in the amounts as the Board shall determine in accordance with Section 
416 of the Education Law; and, in anticipation of such tax, debt obligations of the 
School District as may be necessary not to exceed $230,000 shall be issued, or the 
School District may finance all or a portion of the costs by a transfer of unappropriated 
fund balance if the Board determines that it is in the best interest of the School District 
to finance the purchase in that method.
 
PROPOSITION 3:  VEHICLE AND EQUIPMENT CAPITAL RESERVE FUND
RESOLVED, that the Board of Education of the Avon Central School District is hereby 
authorized to withdraw and expend a total sum of Three Hundred Seventy-Five 
Thousand Dollars ($375,000), first from the District’s existing 2014 Vehicle and 
Equipment Capital Reserve Fund (estimated to be $98,000) until all remaining monies in 
that Reserve Fund are exhausted, with the remainder to be drawn from the District’s 
2022 Vehicle and Equipment Capital Reserve Fund, for the purpose of purchasing 
furniture and equipment for buildings and grounds, transportation, instructional, athletic 
and cafeteria purposes, and costs incidental thereto.
 
PROPOSITION 4: TECHNOLOGY
RESOLVED, that the Board of Education of the Avon Central School District is hereby 
authorized to withdraw and expend the sum of Three Hundred Thousand Dollars 
($300,000) from the District’s existing “2020 Capital Reserve for Information/ 
Audiovisual Technology Equipment and Supplies” for the purpose of purchasing 
technology hardware and licenses for instructional programs, and costs incidental 
thereto.
