OBLIGATION SERIAL BONDS TO FINANCE SEWER SYSTEM CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS WITHIN THE TOWN, AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF 
BOND ANTICIPATION NOTES IN CONTEMPLATION THEREOF, THE EXPENDITURE OF SUMS FOR SUCH PURPOSE, AND DETERMINING OTHER 
MATTERS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH. 

 
            WHEREAS, the Town of Springwater Sanitary Sewer District is a sewer district of the Town of Springwater, New York, duly established by the Town Board pursuant to the Town 
Law and, pursuant to a resolution adopted on May 13, 2024, the Town has duly authorized additional facilities therein pursuant to §202-b of the Town Law; and 
 
            WHEREAS, the Town, acting as lead agency under the State Environmental Quality Review Act and the applicable regulations promulgated thereunder (“SEQRA”), has completed 
its environmental review and, on May 13, 2024, has duly adopted a negative declaration and has determined that the implementation of the unlisted action as proposed will not result in any 
significant adverse environmental impacts; now therefore, be it 
 
            RESOLVED BY THE TOWN BOARD OF THE TOWN OF SPRINGWATER, NEW YORK (hereinafter referred to as the “Town”), by the favorable vote of not less than two-thirds of all of 
the members of such Board, as follows: 
 
            Section 1.      The Town of Springwater shall undertake certain capital improvements consisting of the acquisition and construction of sewer improvements for the Town of 
Springwater Sanitary Sewer District, duly authorized pursuant to Section 202-b of the Town Law, to include the addition of a 27 foot diameter preliminary treatment and clarifier tank for 
initial sludge and scum/FOG collection, installation of a 5,000 gallon aerated-sludge-holding tank along with associated aeration system/blowers, addition of Second Stage Orenco AX-MAX 
system for continued BOD reduction and to provide extended time for nitrification and ammonia removal and reconstruction and reconnection to the two (2) abandoned, vegetated, 
submerged-bed-constructed, wetland trains to serve as a secondary polishing step in the nitrification process, and the acquisition of original furnishings, equipment, machinery or 
apparatus, and other incidental improvements that may be required in connection therewith for such construction and district use (hereinafter referred to as “purpose”), and general 
obligation serial bonds in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed $2,340,430 of the Town are hereby authorized to be issued to finance said purpose, and bond anticipation notes in 
anticipation thereof (and renewals thereof) of the Town are hereby authorized to be issued to finance said purpose. 
 
            Section 2.      The estimated maximum aggregate cost to the Town of Springwater of said purpose, which may include preliminary costs and costs incidental thereto and costs of 
the financing thereof, is estimated to be $2,340,430, and said amount is hereby appropriated therefor.  The plan for financing of said purpose is to provide all of such maximum cost by 
issuance of bonds or bond anticipation notes as herein authorized. 
 
            Section 3.      It is hereby determined and declared that (a) said purpose is one of the class of objects or purposes described in Subdivision 4 of Paragraph (a) of Section 11.00 of the 
Local Finance Law, and that the period of probable usefulness of said purpose is forty (40) years, (b) the proposed maximum maturity of said bonds authorized by this resolution will be in 
excess of five years, (c) current funds required to be provided prior to the issuance of the bonds or notes herein authorized, pursuant to Section 107.00 of the Local Finance Law, to the 
extent applicable, if any, will be provided, (d) the notes herein authorized are issued in anticipation of bonds for an assessable improvement, and (e) there are presently no outstanding bond 
anticipation notes issued in anticipation of the sale of said bonds. 
 
            Section 4.      The bonds and notes authorized by this resolution shall contain the recital of validity prescribed in Section 52.00 of the Local Finance Law and such bonds and notes 
shall be general obligations of the Town and all the taxable real property in the Town is subject to the levy of ad valorem taxes to pay the principal thereof, and interest thereon, without 
limitation as to rate or amount, subject to applicable statutory limitations, if any, sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on said bonds and notes.  
 
            Section 5.      It is hereby determined and declared that the Town reasonably expects to reimburse the general fund, or such other fund as may be utilized, not to exceed the 
maximum amount authorized herein, from the proceeds of the obligations authorized hereby for expenditures, if any, from such fund that may be made for the purpose prior to the date of 
the issuance of such obligations.  This is a declaration of official intent under Treasury Regulation §1.150-2. 
            Section 6.      The power to further authorize the sale, issuance and delivery of said bonds and notes and to prescribe the terms, form and contents of said bonds and notes, 
including, without limitation, the consolidation with other issues, the determination to issue bonds with substantially level or declining annual debt service, all contracts for, and 
determinations with respect to, credit or liquidity enhancements, if any, and to sell and deliver said bonds and notes, subject to the provisions of this resolution and the provisions of the 
Local Finance Law, including without limitation, the authority to determine whether to accept bids electronically to the extent allowed by the Local Finance Law, and the power to contract 
and issue indebtedness pursuant to §169.00 of the Local Finance Law, if applicable,  is hereby delegated to the Town Supervisor, the Town’s chief fiscal officer.  The Town Supervisor and 
the Town Clerk or Deputy Clerk are hereby authorized to sign by manual or facsimile signature and attest any bonds and notes issued pursuant to this resolution and are hereby authorized 
to affix to such bonds and notes the corporate seal of the Town of Springwater. 
 
            Section 7.      The faith and credit of the Town of Springwater, New York, are hereby irrevocably pledged for the payment of the principal of and interest on such bonds and notes as 
the same respectively become due and payable.  Such bonds and notes shall be payable from a levy on real property in such district benefitted or user charges therefor, in the manner 
provided by law, but if not paid from such source, all the taxable real property in the Town is subject to the levy of ad valorem taxes to pay the principal thereof, and interest thereon, 
without limitation as to rate or amount, subject to applicable statutory limitations, if any, sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on said bonds and notes.  An annual appropriation 
shall be made in each year sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such obligations becoming due and payable in such year. 
 
            Section 8.      This resolution, or a summary hereof, shall be published in full by the Town Clerk of the Town of Springwater together with a notice in substantially the form prescribed 
by Section 81.00 of said Local Finance Law, and such publication shall be in each official newspaper of the Town, in the manner prescribed by law.  The validity of said bonds or of any
