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Jamie started working 
at Napa, purchased by his 
father, during his teenage 
years. In 1985, he left New 
Hampshire College to assist 
at the store after the death 
of his father in 1983. Since 
then, he has created jobs and 
supported the local commu-
nity in a variety of ways. He’s 
a 25+ year fire department 
volunteer. After the Flood 
of 2010 Jamie focused his 
efforts helping the town re-
spond.  He put his own business, located di-
rectly in the flood impacted area, on the back 
burner to help others.   In 2011 he won the 
US Small Business Association (SBA) Phoe-
nix Award which recognizes  business owners  
who display selflessness, ingenuity and tenaci-
ty in the aftermath of a disaster. 

Jamie’s volunteerism with the Westerly 
Fire Department had him designated a “life 
member”.  He was Fireman of Cyclone En-
gine Company # 2 and he served as an Officer, 
leading people into buildings, presiding over 
meetings, being part of the leadership of the 
fire department.   It was a huge time commit-
ment.  He taught classes to junior fire officers.  
He participated in The Firemen’s memorial 
parade by reading the names of those who de-
parted the previous year and helped coordinate 
the open house of the station.  

Jamie also volunteered for the Westerly 

Ambulance Corps for 8 
years.  He joined in May of 
1997 and retired in June of 
2005.  He was active driving 
and taking emergency calls 
throughout this period.  In 
total he responded to over 
139 calls.  Jamie took numer-
ous training courses and has 
personally saved 3 lives. Jamie 
is the person who had the 
initial idea and vision for the 
land swap between the school 
dept/town and the land that 

the ambulance owned (across the street).  It 
took negotiating and determination, but he 
worked with fellow members of the town 
council to approve the swap.  This decision 
and a series of events led to the construction 
of a new 16,000 square foot state of the art 
headquarters located on Chestnut Street.  The 
new Westerly Ambulance Corps building was 
completed in 2001.

Jamie volunteers at the joint Westerly Ro-
tary and Westerly Lions Club dinner at the 
Calabrese Club, a fundraiser to support the 
Jonnycake Center for their heating assistance 
program.  He was a chef for this event,  the 
Nick Vuono charity game dinner for 7 years 
and many other fundraisers.  He has donat-
ed his time to support the Columbus Parade 
event.

Jamie served with distinction as a mem-
ber of the Westerly Town Council for many 

years. Town Council Terms 1998-2004 and 
2014-2016. He was Vice President in 2014-
2015 and President from 2016-2017. He was 
a gentleman and known for treating all with 
fairness and respect.   During 2017 he fought, 
and spoke at state house, against the proposed 
3rd rail which would have added a new rail-
way track through the Olde Mistick Village, 
over the Westerly aquifer and through sensitive 

farmlands of the Westerly Land Trust.  Work-
ing with The Chamber he collaborated with 
other town leaders, attended regional oppo-
sition events and the plan was defeated with 
support of the RI Governor.  Jamie advocated 
for bike paths and share the road signage.  He 
made bike safety a priority and encouraged 
the pursuit of grant funds for bike lanes and 

projects. 
Jamie has been a member of the Ocean 

Community Chamber of Commerce for 
many years!  When we created the trail of 
painted aluminum butterflies downtown, he 
volunteered to transport them from the man-
ufacturer in Middletown CT to Acme Wire 
Products in Mystic for powder coating.  He 
is always willing to lend a hand and support 

others.  Jamie is a hard-working local guy who 
grew up to be a humble, kind-hearted, ethical 
business professional and enthusiastic commu-
nity supporter.  His efforts have helped make 
this community a better place to live and work.  
We look forward to honoring him at the annu-
al dinner on June 26 at Venice Restaurant.

Events for 2026

 
From sea to shining sea, Americans are gearing up to celebrate this milestone birthday with 
concerts, parades, exhibitions, events, sports, poems, history lessons, art, and more!  The United 
States Semiquincentennial, also referred to as Sestercentennial or Quarter Millenial, will be the 
250th anniversary of the 1776 United States Declaration of Independence.  All across our proud 
nation, festivities will be scheduled to mark various events leading up to the notable anniversary 
on July 4, 2026.  The Ocean Community Chamber of Commerce will of course use its creativity, 
passion and professionalism to incorporate something special to mark the occasion.  All other 
non-profits, schools and businesses are encouraged to plan patriotic themed activities as well.  
The Chamber is keeping a community calendar which will include all productions that are 
associated with the celebration.  Because all of the region’s non-profits and schools need ample 
time for planning and budgeting their unique initiatives, we wanted to be sure to get this date 
on everyone’s calendar and have everyone thinking well in advance. As is well documented, The 
Chamber of Commerce staff and volunteers planned and executed the Town of Westerly 300th 
anniversary celebration from its Main Street office.  It was the Ocean Community Chamber 
Foundation that led the Town of Westerly’s 350th anniversary celebration in 2019, which took 
18 months to plan, collaborating with all of the schools, veterans, non-profits and businesses.  
That enormous undertaking involved The OCCF/OCCC raising over $100,000 to underwrite 
all of the free activities, concerts, lectures, movies, and more that were provided.  We even 
donated a free heirloom POP UP BOOK OF WESTERLY to every family with children in the 
school system that year!   While the entire 350th production was an enormous donation of our 
staff time and resources, we take great pride in knowing that there were many magical moments 
created for thousands of residents who attended the many activities.  The OCCF/OCCC have 
not committed to any community wide effort of that scope for the country’s 250th anniversary.  
In Spring of 2025, The Town of Westerly itself will begin discussing whether or not they will 
coordinate and fund activities on behalf of the municipality.
