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WHY DAN’S PLACE IS WORTH THE TRIP

‘mon all you dyed-in-the-wool

Rhode Islanders who don’ like to

drive even a few miles out of town!
Here’s a place worth making the short drive.
I checked, and it’s actually only about a 20
minute drive from Westerly. I’s Dan’s Place.
Sure you've heard of it, but have you ever
been there? Once you do, itll become a habit
and one you won't ever want to break because
when Dan Hebert got out of the service and
opened West Greenwich Town Pizza back in
1996, he decided then and there to raise the
bar...and he’s been doing it ever since!

His take on making pizza definitely raised
the bar and attention was swift. Because he
had worked in local restaurants as a teenager
and then run a small restaurant himself, he
instinctively knew what was the most import-
ant element in the hospitality business: people
and giving people value for their money and a
good time every time they came. So in 2009
he opened Dan’s Place, just off I-95 at Exit 5B.

The formula for making Dan’s Place a
success was simple. Simply good food. Simply
great people. And simply one heck of a lot
of fun! Will you see a crowd? You bet. Those
parking lots fill up quickly, and you might
have a short wait, but is it ever worth it. The
first thing that will hit you when you look
around is the demographic. There are families,
couples, seniors, and even solo individuals who
stop in for a beverage, a great appetizer, a full
meal, or one of their famous signature pizzas.
Everyone’s comfortable here, and everyone
loves the varied menu choices and consistency
of each dish.

Did we say “varied menu choices?” There
are at present 199 choices and that doesn’t
include specials! Let’s start with17 kinds of
wings. Dan’s is well known for these babies
that are roasted in spices, then fried, then
sauced. Everybody’s got fried pickle chips on
their menus now, but Dan was the first, and he
uses nothing but fresh so they come out crispy
and delicious.

16 different apps, and ready for it? 35 signa-
ture pizzas! That’s 35 not counting the build
your own pizzas. So if you like something
that’s not one of the 35, Dan and his staff will
create it according to your wishes. Same for
calzones....it’s build your own!

That pretty much takes care of the food.
There’s an exciting beer list, wines, spirits, and
a three-quarter length bar with great bartend-
ers, a full assortment of your favorites, and
over the bar is a motorcycle! That’s right. Every
year Dan raffles off a motorcycle to benefit a
different charity. This year it was the Rhode
Island Special Olympics, but Dan is a terrific
community partner, not just a terrific host, so
he’s always part of whatever’s going on.

For those seeking entertainment there’s
karaoke, D] trivia, Open Mic nights, and on
the weekends there’s live entertainment outside
on the newly expanded patio with fireplace,
plenty of TVs, and all framed by a trellis with
hanging plants.

If you're in the North Kingstown area Dan’s
got yet another place called Dan’s Tavern on
the Green, a restaurant right on the rolling
hills of the North Kingstown Golf Course in
the middle of Quonset. It opened three years
ago and was an instant hit. While the menu
is not as large as the one at Dan’s Place, it still

has all your favorites and plenty of variety.
At Dan’s Place they may be known for their
signature pizzas perfected over 25 years by

Dan’s himself who is constantly raising the bar,
but their real signature is good food, good,
times, good prices, and good people. Shouldn’t
you be one of ‘em?
