N
orthern New Hamp-
shire shines in the 
winter.

Beyond being a 
magnet for skiers and 

snowmobilers from around the 
Northeast, there are many spe-
cial events for outdoor enthusi-
asts of all stripes.

Here’s a sampling:

The Dave Rothstein Jackson 
Snow Sculpting Event at the Great 
Glen Trails Outdoor Center, Jan. 
30 and 31.

Beginning at noon on Jan. 
30, a dozen or more teams 
from across the Northeast will 
compete at the Great Glen Trails 
Outdoor Center, located several 
miles north of Jackson Village 
on Route 16, to create a win-
ning snow sculpture from an 
8-foot-high, 4-foot-wide cyl-
inder of compacted snow. The 
sculptures will remain in place, 
weather permitting. Spectators 
are welcome; admission is free.

The Nansen Ski Jump State His-
toric Site, Milan: Various events 
in January and February.

When it was built in 1936, the 
171.5-foot-long “Big Nansen” 
was the largest steel ski jump 
of its kind in the U.S. Named 
in honor of Fridtjof Wedel-
Jarlsberg Nansen (1861-1930), a 
Norwegian polymath and Nobel 
Peace Prize laureate, the “Big 
Nansen” in 1938 hosted the first 
U.S. Olympic tryouts.

It later hosted the FIS World 
Championships in 1939; four 
U.S. National Ski Jumping 
championships; a North Ameri-
can championship; Eastern 
championships, and numerous 

international competitions. It 
held its last event in March 1985 
and was officially abandoned in 
1988.

On March 4, 2017, as part of a 
promotion with Red Bull Media, 
“The Sleeping Giant” was re-
awakened when Olympic ski 
jumper Sarah Hendrickson, pre-
ceded by her teammate Anna 

Hoffmann, jumped off the Big 
Nansen.

Since then, the state and the 
Nansen Ski Club have worked 
to bring the jump back to life, 
building both 20- and 10-meter 
jumps, with an eye to eventually 
resurrecting the “Big Nansen” 
itself and the sport of ski jump-
ing both in New Hampshire and 

the Northeast.
On Jan. 17, from 1 to 3 p.m., 

the Nansen Ski Club will host a 
free Introduction to Ski Jump-
ing clinic, open to anyone 6 and 
older.

On Jan. 24, the club is hosting 
its annual “Art Sled Rally,” and 
on Jan. 25 the jump is the venue 
for a Junior National Ski Jump-

ing Qualifier.
The Nansen will host a New 

Hampshire Interscholastic 
Athletic Association high school 
jumping meet on Jan. 28.
