Moosehead BBQ Grill set to open in next few weeks

Given the dramatic challenges 
2020 has wrought on the restaurant 
industry, one might question why 
anyone would open a new establish-
ment now. Josh Hagg is not one 
of them.

Hagg, his father, Scott, and
