The board also discussed 
a request from the town of 
Berr yville for a cost-sharing 
agreement with the Virginia 
Department of Transportation. 
The original request, approved 
on March 27, sought to install a 
pedestrian crosswalk at the in-
tersection of Buckmarsh Street 
(U.S. 340) and Swan Avenue. 
The board approved its commit-
ment of up to $8,250 toward the 
project. 

On May 17, Bishop learned 
that the schools’ cost for the 
project would only be $1,625. 
The town requested that the 
board consider using the residu-
al amount to provide pedestrian 
crosswalks at the intersections 
of Main and Lincoln Avenue, 
and Main Street and Hermitage 
Boulevard. The total cost to the 
division would be $8,125, which 
was still less than the original 
amount the board agreed to 
commit to. However, the town 
also stipulated that once the 
crosswalk was installed at the 
intersection of Main and Lin-

coln, it would no longer help to 
finance a crossing guard at that 
location, a cost of $2,500 a year. 

At the time, the board asked 
to consider the new request and 
research the amount of traffic at 
the Main and Lincoln intersec-
tion and sight distances.

Bishop presented his find-
ings to the board at Monday’s 
meeting, saying up to 33 stu-
dents use the crosswalk, de-
pending on weather. 

The board approved the two 
additional crosswalks the town 
requested, at a cost to the divi-
sion of $3,250 each, with the ca-
veat that the town still provide 
its portion of funding for a cross-
ing guard at the intersection of 
Main and Lincoln.

“It’s compromising their [the 
students’] safety, in my book,” 
board member Chuyen Kochin-
sky said, “without having the 
crossing guard there.”

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Weed killer ingredient going 
on California list as cancerous

FRESNO, Calif. — Regulators in California took a piv-
otal step on Monday toward becoming the first state 
to require the popular weed killer Roundup to come 
with a label warning that it’s known to cause cancer.

Officials announced that starting July 7 the weed 
killer’s main ingredient, glyphosate, will appear on a 
list California keeps of potentially cancerous chemi-
cals. A year later, the listing could come with warning 
labels on the product, officials said.

However, it’s not certain whether Roundup will ul-
timately get a warning label.

Monsanto, the chemical’s maker, has filed an ap-
peal after losing in court to block the labeling, argu-
ing that Roundup doesn’t cause cancer and that the 
labels will harm the company’s business.

State health regulators must also decide if there’s 
a high enough amount of the chemical in Roundup to 
pose a risk to human health. State officials received 
more than 1,300 public comments.

“We can’t say for sure,” said Sam Delson, a spokes-

man for California’s Office of Environmental Health 
Hazard Assessment. “We’re reviewing those com-
ments.”

Glyphosate has no color or smell. Monsanto intro-
duced it in 1974 as an effective way of killing weeds 
while leaving crops and plants intact.

It’s sold in more than 160 countries, and farmers 
use it on 250 types of crops in California, the nation’s 
leading farming state.

Attorney Michael Baum, who represents more 
than 300 people who claim a loved one became sick 
or died from exposure to Roundup, says the fight to 
protect Californians is not over.

He said that the state’s failure to set the proper 
risk level would undermine protections California put 
in place by listing harmful chemicals.

Scott Partridge, Monsanto’s vice president of glob-
al strategy, said in a statement that glyphosate does 
not cause cancer and there’s no need to list it as harm-
ful in California.

“This is not the final step in the process,” Partridge 
said. “We will continue to aggressively challenge this 
improper decision.”
