“I like your cloak,” said the woman at the check-out stand.
“Thank you,” replied my wife, smiling.
“Is it warm? It looks warm.”

“Very warm. And .

(No, don’t say it! I thought)

“... it has pockets.”

“Pockets?”

“Yes, pockets! And on both sides.”

“Lucky!”

At that point, I looked at my watch because I know the pocket
conversation takes 5 minutes and 37 seconds to complete. And it
often concludes with a general agreement that the lack of pockets
on women’s clothing is a justice issue.

I believe it is an attempt to claim moral high ground when the
words “it’s a justice issue” are applied to any controversy involv-
ing people and how they are treated. To disagree with those words
makes you feel like you’re not a very moral person. It is often
followed by the final blow, “By the way, who did you vote for in

the last election?”’

But if we rescue those words from the trenches, they help re-
frame our issues in terms of the deepest values of right and wrong,
of what is fair, and what creates harm for people. I have come
to the belief that the deprivation of pockets on women’s cloth-
ing does indeed deserve the moniker, “a justice issue.” So, claim
it! Take to the streets! Write your congresswoman, not your con-
gressman — he’d first need to see that a stand on this issue would
put votes in his pocket.

Now I don’t think women are saying, “I’d like two 12-inch
pockets filled with bottles of Aspirin, a box of tissues, a variety
of feminine products, a portable cell phone charger, and a book to
read to avoid conversations in waiting rooms.” No, they just want
pockets, empty ones, containing only the possibility of holding
stuff. The possibility is the thing, not the stuff. And the stuff is
probably only receipts, a pen, car keys, some mints, a cell phone,
and a small can of bear spray — I'm from Alaska; it’s a thing. The
big, clunky stuff can be toted in a purse or fanny pack, not pock-
ets. Purses for such things are here to stay. (Besides, emptying
stuff from pockets at the airport verses keeping them in a fanny
pack or purse does not create good feelings from the people in line

behind you.)

This is clearly gender inequity. It’s not a racial, a socio-econom-
ic, or a class struggle. It comes down to one woman, one man, and

the number of pockets hanging
on either side of their closet.
Men know that most pieces of
clothing we wear have pockets.
We take them for granted. Car-
go pants might have 53 pockets.
I know, that’s odd. On some
men’s pants, even the pockets

have pockets.

For years, women have ex-
pressed the hope, the desire, the
endless cry, “Why can’t they
make dresses with pockets? Is it
that hard?” And when a woman
shows up with a dress or a skirt

or even pants with deep, usable pockets, she becomes the center
of conversation and the Yoda of guidance. “Where did you buy
that? Such deep pockets!”

Feeling like an investigative reporter, I inquired about this at
a local women’s dress shop. The sales person said that they did
sell dresses with pockets, but there’s not a big inventory. She said
they’re not easily available. (Hmmm, more weight to the case of

the pocket mumbles.)

All this leads to a proposition that would easily make some en-
trepreneur billions of dollars. A new business launch called “Deep
Pockets”. Maybe add the slogan: “We sell pockets and for a little
extra we’ll include pants or a dress.”

The solution seems too simple to get muddled. Women’s clothes’
designers and emporiums must produce and sell pockets, lots of
them and deep ones, not just the shallow ones for show that leads
to the inevitable David Copperfield moment of timid courage,
“Please, sir, may I have some more?” And I think everyone would
agree they should be attached to dresses, skirts, and pants as the
appropriate application for pockets in general.

The cry of an orphan child with an empty bowl, hungry and ask-
ing for more food seems to be an apt image for anyone asking for
a fair deal in life, what we call social justice. Here all that is being
asked for are more pockets and larger ones at that. The orphan’s
request is not for excess, but for enough to get through his day.

For now, until the day when pocket justice rolls down like water,
I can personally spare an occasional 5 minutes and 37 seconds
for the cause. As I write this, I can feel condescension drip from
every pore in my body. For I am a man with privilege ... and a
plethora of pockets. Therefore, of course I have a moment to spare

on this issue.
Dirip, drip, drip!
