Sherman add-
ed, “It is not often that I have more than 
one applicant for an opening regardless of 
what the commission or board is.”

City Council member Sam Zierden Shor-
tridge pushed to have more information 
and announcements about vacancies and 
openings on boards and commissions at 
City Council meetings. “I think it shifts us, 
a little bit, from a ‘you come to us men-
tality,’ to a ‘we come to you’ mentality,” 
Zierden Shortridge said. “I recognize that 
this is not meeting all Winonans where 
they are at, but it is a step toward that.” She 
added that making public announcements 
about openings makes the city more trans-
parent, accessible, and encourages people 
to get involved. “The City Council is not 
the only group of people who are doing re-
ally important work outside of city staff. 
Our boards and commissions are a vital 
part of how our city runs. So I want peo-
ple to know that they can join in,” Zierden 

Shortridge said.
On March 16, the City Council an-

nounced openings on some groups it hopes 
to immediately fill and some ongoing va-
cancies. The city is accepting applications 
to the Board of Adjustment, John Latsch 
Memorial Parks and Recreation Commis-
sion, and Board of Gas Examiners until 
April 6, after which appointments will be 
made on April 20. The city also has vacan-
cies on the Creative Winona Commission 
and Citizen’s Environmental Quality Com-
mittee it is accepting applications for until 
the seats are filled.

As mayor, Sherman reviews applications
