In winter, they met at 8PM each Tuesday night to go for a ride. Guest riders paid 
$1.00 to ride with the club members. All club members were required to have a 
club patch on their arm and back. Lead rider did not go over 15 MPH.

Original members were the trail breakers. The members were farmers who 
provided equipment along with making equipment to use to groom the trails. 
Now years later, the Club maintains a modern groomer building along with two 
groomers and drags.
